DEPEND ON MRS. LUETGERT.

Mysterious Hints from the Defence
That She Will Come Back

to Save Her Hus-
band.

Chicago, Sept. 21..The State rested in

the Luetgert case to-day at five minutes
past 2 o'clock, after running a matter of
five weeks or thereabouts. The depressing
news was circulated this morning that the
defence had experienced a change of heart
and had decided (on the suggestion of Mr.
Luther Laflin Mills) that the points made
by the State were, after all, not beneath
their notice. Consequently, they will take
them up seriatim and refute them (if possible),and this operation may take as long
as the period already occupied; in other
words, this trial may go on till late in
October.

Ifor my part, I don't believe it. I think
that when the defence finds out what it
has to prove, and realizes the extent or

deficiency of the meaiif available to prove
it, four or five weeks wlil 1)0 found altogethertoo much for the purposT.- But I
may be wrong, and it is possible that ^'e
are about to witness the most masterly and
successful attempt to rescue a man from
the gallows that has yet been seen in this
country.

Hints of Mrs. Lnetgert's Return.
We are even allowed to believe, in d coy

way, that Mrs. Luetgert is safe and sound
in her native village in the Fatherland,
and will appear in a burst of sunshine at
the end of the trial to show that no trial
was ever needed and to give a black eye
to circumstantial evidence from which it
can never recover. Such things happen
in novels, and we all know that truth is
stranger than fiction. So let us sit with
happy smiles upon our faces, anticipating
the joyful end.
There will be a big bill to pay, but the

experience will be worth the money. We
shall see the dramatis personae come out
011 the stage to blow their adieux and
thanks to the audience. There will be
Luetgert in the ceuire, with his wife,
nana m nana wun nun on tne rignt, ana
Mary Siomcring on the left (nearest the
heart), and Mrs. Feldt on the third side

such as Odorofsky and Lavandofsky, or
