The “dose™ required 18 two large or threa
smnll lizards morning and evenlng, The
ondinary course of living need "not Dbe
chianged, and It 1e also quite Immnterinl
whetber the llzards are taken on an emply
stomach or after a meal.

The surest sign of a cure Is thick, olly per-
epiration, The eourse of trestment only
lusts & month, and should be commensed
it the first wign of ecancer.
