own pockets in the hope of having a better horsefor their employers next year.
Terms of employment are. as a rule, brief in this

country and the present naturally outweighs the futurein importance. A trainer is liable to have a
stable sold away from him if his employer grows
weary of racing, or a hundred and one things mayhappen to end the connection. And so it happensthat if our lioiaes are not to be over-raced, thechange will necessarily have to be instituted by the
owners as a class, rather than the trainers.

Sons of Eli Pooh-Pooh the
Idea of "Two LineUpsa Week,"

A NEW FEATURE, HOWEVER.

As Far as Possible, the Same
Eleven Men Will May in

Each Game This Year.

Xe\t» Haven, Sept. 26..The football outlookat Yale has improved. Perhaps the

reason for this is the state of utter hopelessnessat which affairs had arrived when

the team began to practise at New Haven,
a week ago, when any change at all in the
situation must necessarily be a change for

the better. At that time the prospects for

developing n winning team that should recoverfor Yale her lost leadership were

truly microscopic. There were but four
men in college who had ever played in a

championship game, one of them being a

captain who had been sick all Summer with
typhoid fever.
Add to tliis the record of defeat in every

branch of athletics for the past twelve
months, and the fact that this year Yale
has to face not only her old antagonist,
Princeton, with her invincible line of last
year almost unbroken, but must also renewher football struggles with Harvard,
who Is also well supplied with veteran
material, and the appalling aspect which
the situation must have assumed to those
011 whom the responsibility is to fall this
year can readily be imagined.
During the past week Captain Benjamin

has been working with the <piiet persistenceand patience characteristic of Yale
leaders, and which is responsible for many
of the results attributed to Yale luck.
While nothing startling in the way of new

men has been developed, still there is a

general confidence arising front the busipess-likespirit shown by all the men in
tlic way they go at their work. Chadwick'sunexpected arrival has T>tightened
the prospects for a good rush line, and
Burr Chamberlain, last year's centre rush.

Summer as to whether he was coming

Yule's IV'etv Football Plnn.
The plan that will be pursued this year

in running tne'team diners in one importantrespect from that pursued for the past
two years. It will be the endeavor of the
(packers to play as nearly as possible the
same eieven men in each game during the
year. This will cause the players to grow
accustomed to one another and enable them
to show better team work than heretofoi-e.
Owing to the method in use the past two
years of playing a great number of substitutesin the games, team work has been
conspicuously absent from Yale elevens
until the very end of the season was
reached. But this is now to be changed,
and the effectiveness of the team in the
early part of the season will be thereby
much increased. The plan, however, does
not contemplate the exclusion of new men
from trying for the team. Indeed, the
scarcity of veteran material necessitates
the opposite course, and new men will be
given every possible chance In practice.

Harvard ajiil Her Dumbbells.
As recrards the reeular dailv nractice this
