Mr. Astor 18 nn Inesrnata monumnent of Amerlcan Industey—
the Industry of his ancestors and thelr fellow cltizens. His
own industry hos been devoted almest exclasively to obtalning
§ cecognition from the royal fumily; noblllty and gentry of Great
Britain. e hns achleved It. A prominent Englishman de-
seribed the collmax of this eareer, when heé beard that the
Printe of Wales hnd vislted Cliveden, by saying:

“Well, Astor’s got {t.at lust."

It 18 the eldest deughter of this Mr. Astor with whom we
tre chilefly concerned here. It s certaln that 4 marrlage between
Mlsg Pauline Astor and young Prince Alexinder of Teck has
been nnder considerntlon. Such n marriage I8 other o diplo-
mutic than n-sentimental affalc to put it politely.

Migs Pauline Astor would be no disceredit to a duenl household.
Bhe has none of the wnys that are conventionally sttributed to
[ Amerléang by ‘eriinary English people. You could not tell she
wag not Engllsh., Her father never tucked hls pints Into his
boots, earrled a revolver at the dinnsr tnble or stuck an Amerl-
ean fng onf of the window of un English hotel. Hle daughter
was sueronaded from birth by well-tralned British gervants and
knew not the rnde contacts of democracy to which most Amer-
i lean cbildren nre subject. -

Willlam Walderf Astor has three ehlldren: Panline, Willfam
Waldorf and John Jacol., According to the rule of the famlly,
the bulk of Willlam Whalldorf Astor's fortune wlill go te his eld-
sgt gon, nnmed nfter blm, The rs'mlnder will be divldeg equally
between the other two chlldren.

The yonung girl Is but eighteen years of age and has Inherit-
od the delleate besuty of her mother, who was a Mliss Mary
/Panl, of Phlladelphta. © Her Christlan name Is an lngenious

Mra, Astor died at Cliveden.on-Thames In 1804, since when
her young daughter has been the chlsf member of the milllon-
gire ionschold,

Tt was In 1800 that Astor moved permanently to FEngland
There hé bought the Pall Mall Gazette nnd made i a Tory
newspaper. He also fonnded the Pall Mall Magazine.

He has two great houses In Engliund. One lg Cliveden-on-
Thames, which be bought from the Duke of Westmlnster.
The other Is Lansdowne House, In Berkeley Square, the largest
mansion available, which be leased from the Marquis of Luns-
downe.

Let us now pay a litle attentlon to Prince Alexandar of
Took. He i3 only a “Sersne’’ and not 8 *“Royal Highness."
But the great faet fs that his sister I8 Duchess of York and
will some day be Queen of Englund.

The Frince's father wus the lssue of a morganatie marriags
between a son of the King of Buvaria and a plain noblewoman.
He censed to be royal, and be and his son after him have been
«“Thelr Serene Highnesses the Dukes of Teck."

The Prince of Teck's position In England Is & curlons one
Through his mother he is a descendant of a King of England, but
the only rank he has {s derived from Rls father, whose title Is a
foredgn ome, and who ls glso of royal descent, but not royal
Tunk.

Nevertheless, Prines Alexander Is of much more Importance In
Englund than the younger gon of any old German Duke. In the
ordinitry eourse of events hls glster will be Queen of Engiand,
und Mg wite will be a sister<din-law of tha Queen. One could
hardly get mearer the fountaln of social honor than this,

Prince Alexander lg subjéct to the Engllsh wet of Parllament
which reguirss the Soverelgn’s consent to the marrlages of all
descendants of George IL, except those who have become mem-
bers of foreign relgniog familles. Would the Queen econsent to
nls marrisge with an Amerlean giri? We know nothing rbout
it.

Bowmont and Cessford, Warl of Roxburghe, Barl of Kelso,
Viseonnt Broxmonth, Baron Roxbtirghe, and Baron Ker, of
Cessford and Cavertoun, in Seofinnd; Eurl Innes, lo the Unlted
Kingdom, sud & bawonet of Nova Beotla. )

He g 4 lieutengnt in the Fourth Battallon Argyll and Buth-
erlund Highlunders, and ls netunily serving In the army.

He I8 & young man of flue physigue, with a pleasant, open
but In no way remarkable face.

The Duke Is owner of Floors Castle, near Kelso, In Roxburgh-
ghire, a glorious old place. It Is anclent, beautifully situsted
tn a park surrounded by a forest, and Is bullt on o elte where
the Kers have yuled trom time Imimemorial,

The family namwe Innes-Ker Is pronounced Innus-Kar, Tt for-
tanes were bullt up by metheds common on the border during o
the Middle Ages ana which to-day would be known as highway PR
robbery, cntitlestepling and house-breaklng.

The Duke has nn estnte of 60,000 acreés and an Income from
all sources of §250,000 R year. In fact, he ls about the most

attrnetive doke In the market.

The other duke Is Willlam Angus Droge Montagu, Duke of
Manchester, Hia Iate father, a disreputable person, margled
Mliss Consuelo Yzusga, of New York.

He eyjovs the distinetion of belng the poorest duke In Eng-
Inpd, but he has cawtles—go burn; perhaps he would be tempted
to suy In a Jesting splreit,
