ME THEiR OWN CLOTHES.

They Were Two Weeks Adrift
in the Polar Currents

Without Food.

San Francisco, Oct. 9.-»-The fate of the
crew of the steam whaler Navarch, of New
Bedford, which was wrecked in the Arctic
>n August 11, is no longer in doubt. As is
ilready known, the captain, his wife and
he first and fourth officers succeeded in escapingfrom the vessel after she was

mught in the Ice, and were picked up by
lie United States revenue cutter Bear. The
>ther men on board the ill-fated vessel
(vere supposed to have perished.
The news of the fate of the men the captainleft on the ship was brought to this

city by E. If. Dias, one of the survivors,
who came down on the steam whaler Bonanzafrom Point Barrow.
DIas, wlio la a Portuguese, relates a liarrowingtale of suffering and starvation in

the ice-bound north. After the Navareh
:ind been nipped by the icebergs and the
captain, his wife and two of the officers
had been fortunate enough to reach open
V'ater in the gig. the others stayed by
their vessel as long as possible. The food
supply rapidly became exhausted. Fourteenof the men died, and finally the vessel
went to pieces and sank. The survivors
tried to make their way south over the ice,
but soon found themselves adrift 011 a floe.
For twelve days they floated with the

ocean currents, suffering the most intense
torture from huuger. They were reduced
to the verge of starvation, and in their
craving for food ate the skins with which
they were clothed.
Finally, after all hope of rescue had been

abandoned, the castaways were sighted by
the steam whaler Thresher and quickly rescued.They were taken to Point Barrow
and given every care and attention.
Dins was brought to this city on the Bonanzaso that his eyes might be treated by

an oculist, his sight having been seriously
affected by the glare of the sun on the ice.
He was the third mate of the vessel.
The names of the members of the crew

who were saved are: First Mate Blaine.
Second Mate Egan. Third Mate Dias.
Fourth Mate Reed, Boat Header Peter aiid
Steerers Peter, Corn, Santos, Andrews,
Silva and Holmes. Charles Brower, agent

William and HisChancellor.

CRISIS AT ACUTE STAGE.

New Man Woi/ld Be at Once
Put in Office Could a SuitableSuccessor Be Found.

Berlin, Oct. 9..In spite of the semiofficialdenials, the relations between the
Imperial Chancellor, Prince Hohenlohe, and
Emperor William are very strained, and
the Prince has made liis remaining in
office for another brief spell contingent
upon two things-.the presentation to the
Iteichstag of the Military Trial Reform
bill and no new taxes for purposes of
larger naval appropriations. The bill for
the reform and' unification of the military
penal code is still hanging fire, in spite of
the Chancellor's declaration in the Reichstag,in 18P5, that he would stand or fall
with that measure, and the Emperor's
strong objection to publicity in the case
of military trials remains unchanged. As
to new taxes for increasing. the strength
of the fleet, in spite of denials, the North
German Gazette points out that it is significantthat the Government and the
whole of the Conservative newspapers are

dwelling upon the absolute necessity for
such taxes. The Po'st affirms that beer
will be taxed higher and that the import
duty on cereals will be raised to fifty
marks per ton, which,^ together, would
yield the Government an extra revenue of
at least 50,000,000 marks.
The Volks Zeitung sr.vs the Chancellor

this week offered to resign for the fourth
time and that the Chancellorship crisis is
now in an acute stage. The Cologne Ga- <

zette corroborates this, and adds:
"It Is certain that if I'rlnce Hohenlohe

is still in office at the reconvening of the
Reichstag and has to confess his inability
to keep his promise to present the Military
Reform bill, the Reichstag will at once
vote wnnt of confidence in the Government.
An agreement to this effect was made duringthe present week by the leaders of the
parties constituting the majority."

that no understanding has been reached
with the Emperor regarding the Military
Reform bill, and it is also asserted that
His Majesty has been trying for months
to find a suitable successor to Prince
Ilohenlohe. But it appears all his attempts
in this direction, especially among 1he
Princes of reigning houses and other men
of similar rank with Prince Ilohenlohe,
have been fruitless.

Imitating- Vtnerienn Goods.
Renresentatives in Germany of American

manufacturers, and the United States Con!sills in this country, have noticed lately a
great deal of dishonesty upon the part of
German manufacturers, especially at Chemnitz,Frankfort, Senneberg and in the
Ithlne districts. Consul Monaghan, of
Chemnitz, lias just sent a report to Washington,giving the facts and names not
only in regard to imitating United States
goods and patent infringements, but also
regarding incorrect invoices.
Mr. Parker, a patent lawyer of Chicago,

has begun suit in the German court against
a number of the worst offenders. Mr. RobertGrimshaw, representing a number of
American iron and machine concerns, joins
in thf complaints.
The favorite method of these dishonest

German manufacturers and dealers Is to
obtain first, by contract, the exclusive representationof valuable American machines,
then to secure specimens of these machines.Next, they abandon all effort to
sell any of them, but. instead, they imitate
them eloselv and nlnro machines on the
market at two-thirds of the American
prices. TTiiiteri states Ambassador. Mr. An-
drotv D. White, has gone away on leavfr
for an Indefinite period.
