Camp After Staking

His Claim.

ALONE WHEN DEATH CAME.

Comrade Went for Aid, and They
Had Been Obliged to Abandon

Food and Blankets.

Victoria, B. C., Oct. 17.For the sake

of » poor half-hundred feci of gulch, thick
grown with scraggy trees and weakly underbrush,r>0<) feet of moss, muck. Ice aud
rock, with about as much gold in it as a

man eau squander in a year or more, and

perhaps none, and 500 feet of wilderness
along an obscure Alaskan creek, a man has
given up his life. He was Henry it.
Tucker, of Troy, N. Y., the only sou of
Editor Tucker, 'of the Troy Press.
He died 011 the trail, alone, from exhaustionand exposure, within eight miles of a

cabin and fifteen miles from the big camp
at Rampart City, on the morning of Saturday,September 11. He was but recently
graduated from ta;c ana, wun u com-go
hum, John Powell, of Now York, went

from Seattle to St. Michael's on the Cleveland.*
From St. Michael's they went up the

Yukon on the Healy. Word was coming
down the river that boats could not reach
Dawson, so when the Healy reached RampartCity on September 7. young Tucker
and Powell got off to try their fortunes in
the Minook diggings.

Caught the Bootn Fever.
Hooslor Creek was being staked. Tucker

and Powell, caught,by the boom fever,
started out for the Hosier on the morning
after lauding, knowing little of woodcraft
and lews of Ahi.-kan trails. Kach carried
blankets and food in a pack on his back,
cue WICKS WCIgllil'g KI'UUL imiuj

pounds each. They started in the rain
without n guide and only such fragihentarv
Information as they could hastily glean In
earn p.
They spent their first night at a deserted

cabtn on the trail, and after one day's
experience could not shoulder their packs
again, so they left them in the cabin,
meaning to go up the creek, stake claims
and return to spend the night there- In
the morning, desoite the fatigue and distress,they pushed on till they staked their
claims.
Tucker was overtaxed, and coining back

they lost their way. It was snowing hard
and darkness overtook them. Without
food, blankets or fire they hud to lie down,
huddled together, to wait for the morning
light.
Tucker suffered terribly, and by morning

he was delirious. When dawn came they
struggled on. Tucker was so weak he fed
again and again. At last he could rise no
more.

Went for Assistance.
Powell had to leave him to find help.

He met a miner coming up the trail, who
sent word to the camp for help, and himselfhurried with Powell to the suffering
lad. When they reached him he was dead.
rvoif . <in«An miners of the eauin at

Rampart City, a doctor among them, respondedto the call for help. They buried
him where he died, covered, marked and
protected the grave, and when the Winter
snow permits travelling they will go with
dogs and bring his body down to the big
ramp and give him such Christian burial us

they can In the little cemetery that has
been staked off to await him.

Small Cargo of Gold.
At dusk yesterday the Canadian Pacific

steamer Danube, which left St. Michael's
October 4. arrived in this harbor. She
brought eighty-two passengers from St.
Michael's, twenty of them returning miners
and the remainder more or less disappointedKlondike**. The miners are non-oommuulcativewhen It conies to the size of
their sacks, but as nearly as ean be estimatedthe dust on board and nuggets, too,
does not reach the $100,000 mark, and the
Individual sacks range In value from a few
hundred dollars to $6,000, while one or two
possibly are heavier.
The comparatively small amount of gold

hrought Is not from the Klondike, hut from
the diggings around Circle City and the
Birch Creek country. The Klondike gold.
the big heap of treasure thai was to come
down on the Portland, with the Bear alongside,to scare bogles off.Is still at Dawson,
and the ships that leave St. Michael's are
not likely to carry as much even as the
Danube, unless they bring the gold of the
trading companion, for the outconjlng
miners nearly all arrived on the Danube.
None Is coming out with the fortune he
went In for, and every one among them
means to return.
The women who went to Alaska to stay

are still there, with the exception of live,
who are coming on the next steamer from
St. Michael's. The rest, between thirty
ami forty, are still on the hanks of the
Yukon, between St. Michael's and Fort
Yukon.

NO RELIEF FOR DAWSON,

Starvation May Be Avoided if the MinersCan Reach the Food Stored
Down the Yukon River.

By Edward H. Hamilton.
St. Michael's, Oct. 4, via Victoria,

B. t'. Oct. IT..Are hundreds of men and
women going to starve to death along the
Yukon this winter'; The alarmists say
yes. Could the river programme have been
carried out there would have been enough
food In Dawson for everybody. Hut now
What? The steamers could not get through,
much food intended for Dawson had to be
cached and warehoused many miles away.
Estimates of the number of people in and
around Dawson vary quite widely from
3,500 to 8,000.
"What can a man pull through on?"' I

asked Joe Carroll, who has been mining
all over the Alaska country for seven or

eight years, and hus an Indian wife.
"A man needs at least 1,000 pounds to

winter him in good condition," was the reply:"but, if it comes to a matter of how
much will keep a man from starving, why.
he can get through with oOU pounds. or
even less. I have wintered on less thaa
500 pounds myself, but that means getting
down to the necessaries.flour, beans and
bacon. It also means staying in your
cabin, for you cannot work on any such
rations, and it Mentis time wasted in the
spring for recuperation. But a man can
live and keep l'airl.v well on 500 pounds or
less."
"On this basis a ton of provisions wi'<

two pounds of food per day. but a pound
and a quarter will keep you olive and
well," says James M. Wilson, superintend
