DEAL DEHOUICED.

Senator Harris Exposes the;
Piot to Rob the United

States Treasury,
M'KENNA MUST EXPLAIN.

His Action Will Be Investigated
When He Comes Before the
Senate for Confirmation.

Lawrence, Kan., Oct. 17..The deal by
which the Government is to part with Its
interest in the Union Pacific Railroad for a

mess of pottage was severely denounced
to-day by Senator "William A. Harris, of
the Senate Committee on Pacific Railroads:
"While President McKlnley is responsi-

bio for the flagrant disregard of the act of
1S87, Attorney-General McKenna, "as the
legal adviser of the Administration, must
be held accountable for ignoring the provisionsof that law. Hud it not been for
the filibustering tactics resorted to the
Senate, during the extra session, would
have undoubtedly passed the Harris- resolutioncalling on the President, to enforce
the rights of the Government, as ho was

empowered to do by the act of March 3,
1887, ami requesting him to suspend proceedingst carry into effect the agreement
made to ^-11 the interest of the United
States in the Union Pacific Railroad until
further action by Congress.

Nclienan Must Answer.
"When Mr. McKenna's name conios beforethe Senate for confirmation as Justice

of the Supreme Court his notion in tliiS
matter is likely to be considered by the
members of that body who were favorable
to the Pacific Railroad resolution. Re*
ganling the sale Senator Harris said:
"The duty of the President is not only

plain but, under the law, mandntory.
There is no color of excuse for abandoning
the rights of the Government. Statements
of a semi-official character have appeared
in the papers recently in explanation of the
sale to the Reorganization Committee, especiallydwelling upon the fact that it is
an open sale, and that there is nothing to
prevent the property from bringing its full
value, and that capitalists would compete.
"It is a well-known fact that when such

a profitable deal is under consideration and
such a fat goose as the Government is to
be plucked capitalists do not compete, but
hold off and carefully arrange that the
profit shall be as large as possible, and
arrangements are made only for the division
of the plunder.

Outside Bids Prevented.
"In this case arrangements have been

purposely made so that no one not in the
deal could afford to make a bid, for the
property is t be sold in parcels, no one
of which would be worth anything to a
bidder who could not secure them all. In
these statements no mention is made of
the right and duty of the Government to
be a bidder to the full amount of its claim.
The truth is. the agreement was made that
the Government should appear in the ease
only that it might be legally foreclosed
of all its rights, and that it should not
make any bid whatever.
"An honest foreclosure, as required by

the law, is not wanted by the parties to
this deal. But, It Is sold, that the Governmenthas only a second mortgage, and the
holders of sceond mortgages must alwayslose. A second mortgage is just as good
as a first lien if two things exist: First,
that the property is worth both mortgages,
and. second, that the second lien holder
is able to take care of the first mortgage.
"As to the value of this property the

evidence is ample and complete. The Re-
organization Committee shows the value
of the 1.889 miles to be §236,000,000. and
practically guarantees four per cent intereston that amount, proposing that there
be issued $100,000,000 Avst mortgage four
per cent bonds; $75,000,000 nreferred four
Iter cent stock, and $61,000,000 common
stock. Sq mucty for the value of the
property.

Government Able to Buy.
"Now as to the ability of the creditor.

The Government could easily find the thirty-threemillion first mortgage at half its
tuuociiVi lau: r»J. lUU'lfSL, "> [Ji-T CCUl* 111-
stead of 6 per cent, and issue, say, ten
millions more to cover all possible liens
on terminals, etc., which by dishonest
methods have been invested in straw corporations.Then, under ordinarily decent
management, by lease or direct operation,in twenty years it could all be paid. Accordingto the statement of the ReorganizationCommittee, the road for the past ten
years has made an average net earning of
over seven and a half millions a year. Mr.
Ellery Auderspn, Government director of
the road and an unwilling witness, testifiedthat even in 1S95 and 1890 the road
could earn 4 per cent on $120,000,000.
"But the greatest loss.'' concluded Sena-

tor Harris, "is to follow in the destructionto the Government of its lien on the
Central Pacific Road. This road, with
the Tinion Pacific cut off from it. will not
pay the Government 10 cents on the dollar,
and the Government will lose $30,000,000
or $CO,000,000."

OPPOSED TO THE SALE.
Representative Cooper Says There Is No
Law Authorizing the Agreement with

the Union Pacific Syndicate.
Racine, Wis., Oct. IT.

Editor New York Journal:
Iu order to understand the advantages to

accrue to the combine by the sale of the
Union Pacific road these facts should be
considered: Last June the* Senate printed
a statement of the earnings and expendituresof the Union Pacific for six years,
from 1800 to 1805, inclusive. During these
years the net earnings, taxes deducted,
amounted to more than $30,000,000; a yearlyaverage of over $6,500,000. In 18ii3. a
year of business stagnation, the uet earningswere more than $4,000,000. At the
Senate hearings, one of the receivers of the
road testified that it is capable of earning,
one year with another. 4 per cent upon
$120,000,000. As a matter of fact, during
the years cited the average net earnings
were more than 4 per cent yearly on
$162,000,000. So much for the value of the
property.
The debt due the Government, less the

sinking fund, etc., is $53,000,000. By the
reorganization sellcine the Government is
to accept $32,000,000 in full payment, losing$20,000,000 in turning the property over
to the syndicate. The syndicate proposes
to issue $75,000,000 of preferred stock.
$61,000,000 common stock and $lo0,000,Q00
in bonds, a total of $236,000,000. on an
actual payment of only $32,000,000 of its
own money.
Where Is the law authorizing an agreementwith a syndicate to accept less than

the total debt? Where is tlie law fixing or
authorizing anybody to fix a minimum
price for the property? Why permit tins
enormous fictitious capitalization? Who
must earn the dividends on the "water?"
The passengers and shippers of freight; not
the syndicate.
