PLAIN TALK ABOUT TRUSTS.

The Candidate Makes a Plea for a

Government of Responsibility,Not of a

Faction.

Robert A. Van Wyei, Democratic nomineesfor Mayor of Greater New York, made
public last night his formal letter of acceptance,which was addressed to the
Notification Committee appointed by the
Democratic City Convention.
The letter follows:

Hon. Almet P. Jenka, chairman; John C.
Bheehan, Bernard J. York, Dr. John L. Fee-
iicj, o MBCB inuvciriircj ftuu tfujjii XJL. uuiyncu,

committee.
Gentlemen: In response to your official notificationof the action of the Democratic City

Contention in selecting me as its candidate for
the office of Mayor of Greater New York, I
now formally accept the nomination.
The duty before the first Mayor of the City

of New York, as it is to be the beginning of
the coming year. Is of a magnitude too vast
to be undertaken without misgivings by any
man of mind enough to comprehend the problemsit involves. While it is to be the secondcity in the world In population, it is to
be, at the very outset, the first.by far the first
.in point of the strictly municipal powers to
be exercised by its local government.

To- approach the task in any other spirit than
that of American liberty, coupled with a realizingsens? of the cosmopolitan character of
the population to be served, would. In my
judgment, be to err fundamentally.
The temper of mind which benefits the villageror the Inhabitant of towns in which there

is but one type of dtlaenshlp to deal with Is
little fitted for the work before us.

At all events, should the people repose their
mnflrlpnfp In mp T will pnrlpavnr tn «pt. with

that largeness of view which considers the
rights of every man, regardless of race, creed
or color.
A successful administration of the affairs of

this municipality must depend, in great
measure, upon the honesty and efficiency of
the officials appointed by the Mayor. In this
regard I shall, if elected, exercise the greatest
care to provide, in all the departments, for such
intelligent and honest supervision and direction
as win secure to the public, not only a wise
and efficient service, but as well the return
to them of a dollar's worth for every dollar expended.
To make of the sevesal boroughs a homogeneouscity requires that, in the control of

the administration of affairs, there should be
a government responsible and responsive to the

people. It should be honest, efficient and
liberal. It should be guided by sound political
principles, securing a more perfect discharge
of public duty than is possible under such conditionsas have imposed upon us the factions,
discordant and demoralizing administration from
the misdeeds and negligences of which all elementsof our citizenship have, suffered.
What is here said of the present city ot New

York applies, I am persuaded, h» considerablemeasure, to Brooklyn. There, also, the

taxpayer has had reason for serious complaint.
Within the past four years taxes hare been
heavily increased, the cost of most of the departmentshas been largely augmented, and
the debt has not only been carried up to the
Constitutional limit, but has been positively
swollen to the extent of over ten millions of

dollars.
To permit a continuance of the disregard

thus shown for the ability of property to contributeto the support of the government would
obviously be to give to confiscation a practicalsanction. The metropolis is not to be
mude prosperous by any policy which involves
the ruin of the investors in its real estate.
The results here exhibited furnish one of

the most costly object lessons ever taught a

community as to the wasteful character of a

Government permitted .to whirl incoherently
with the whims of its several officials, as contrastedwith the economy enforced by the
organized vigilance and definite policy of responsibleGovernment controlling all the expendituresof its subordinate departments.
Disregard of People's Rights,

gainst which our dttzens bare protested,
there has been an utter disregard of the rights
and conrenience of the people; the most scandalousexample of which is to be found tn the

present shocking condition of our streets and
thorough fs r»a

There can be no justification for such a

complete surrender of our road-beds to corporationsand contractors. Undoubtedly the prosecutionof necessary and useful improvements
requires an occasional disturbance of some

part of the pavements of our streets, and sometimesa partial interference with the movementsof traffic. It needs, however, bnt ordinarycare and supervision in the consideration
of demands made in this direction to so arrangethat no single locality may be tmduly distnrbed.and that all the discomforts and Inconveniencesof the situation shall not fall upon
the citizen to the pzoflt and advantage of the
contractor.

While a proper opportunity must always be
given for the prosecution of public work, and
while Uo unnecessary de.ays should be permit-
ted In its completion, this does not mean that
entire streets and avenues are to be delivered
over to the exclusive use of public and private
contractors; that for miles the stores and shops
In the most prominent of our thoroughfares are

to be practically shut out from business; that
our dtiaens are to be denied any but the most
difficult access to their homes; that in some

eases traffic between the various points of our

dtjr be made impossible, and In all cases

difficult and dangerous, and that the health of
the entire oommuntty should be Imperilled and
Injuriously affected by open trendies, wherever
the people may tnrn.
Such a condition of the streets as we are now

compelled to endure may result from gross inefficiency.It can be attributed to only one
n»h*r ranee, and that Is gross corruption. It
should bo treated as a criminal disregard of
the pnblic comfort and safety, and any administrationresponsible therefor must stand
discredited before the community.
The Principle of Home Rnle.

population of the United States .at the time
of the adoption of the federal Constitution,
should not be required to protest against such
interference with its purely 'domestic concerns
as attempts to dictate even its harmless customs,habits and pursuits.
And yet, again and again we have been subjectto legislation conveived -either in ignorance

of or contempt for the wishes and sentiments
of our people, and enacted as a revenge upon
our politics or an assault upon our revenues.

In the Haines liquor Law we have an exampleof a class of legislation utterly without
public sanction. It was Imposed upon our citizensagainst their vigorous and united protest.

vantages urged In justification of Its enactment.
It lia3 only succeeded, by dispensing with local
supervision and control, in removing the salutaryrestraints which heretofore protected the
reputable dealer from the open rivalry of the
dlvekeeper. It employs the spy, and necessitatesmethods which can never be approved by
men who believe in the Democratic theory of
government. I ravor its prompt repeal.

I join in the demand of your platform for
"the enactment of an excise law conservative
of the public morals and liberal in its provisions,that shall place its administration and
revenues, so far as shall apply to this city,
within the control of this municipality."

With you. Ibelieve that one of the chief
duties of the incoming administration will be
to provide adequate school accommodation. I
recognize the obstacles in the way. It is
difficult to keep pace with the changes which
effect the residence or business character of
localities. It is not with the intention of
reproaching any one for the condition of affairsin this direction in the past, but simply
to emphasize a determination for the future,
that I express my full indorsement of your demandthat every child desirous of education in
our schools, shall be afforded full opportunity,
whatever labor or expense may thereby be Involved.,

In common with all citizens, I recognize
that, to make effectual the advantages which
all expect to flow from th econsolidatlon of
the various boroughs, there must at once be
devised and put in execution a system of rapid
transit which wil afford quick and comtortaDie

travel between the homes and the places of
business of our people in the boroughs of
Mnhattan and of the Bronx; bridges facilitatingcommunication between the boroughs of

Brooklyn and Queens with Manhattan, Island,
and the expansion of the ferry system, at reducedfares, between the borough of Richmond
and the rest of the city.

In your platform there is, I am pleased to

see, a comprehensive appreciation shown of the
directions in which the general welf being, not
less than the material interests, of the people
ought to be promoted, by the administration.
It is there felicitiously said: "Subject to the
limitations of reasonable, but not parsimonious
expenditure, the municipality shotold provide
all needed facilities for the open-air recreation
of the people. Good roads, bicycle paths, improvedpavements, open-air play grounds, small

parks and pier gardens are improvements in

this direction." I deem it proper to make

special mention in this relation of the pressing
necessity for proper bicycle paths, and to add

that, if elected, I shall make it my duty to

have them constructed.
The demand made in the platform for dollargas, used both as fuel and light, also

commends itself to my Judgfnent.
The proper limits of a letter of acceptance

will not permit an adequate presentation of
the importance to the commercial supremacy

to the uttermost. The endeavor of other citiesto wrest from us the position to which we

are entitled by reason of the natural advantageswhich we enjoy, and the enterprise of
our merchants, sheid awaken a vigilance which
wiH furnish us with dock accommodations sufficientfor our largest commercial needs.

Every Plunk Approved.
I heartily approve and indorse every pledge

of the platform of principles adopted at the
Convention. The great essential for municipal
progress is home rule in the management of
local concerns. Almost as a necessary consequencewill we then enjoy that measure of

personal liberty which Imposes and permits only
such restraint of the citizen as is necessary for
the peace and protection of all.

All lawful combinations which deny to any
or all of our citizens a free field of competition
must be suppressed. The municipality itself
should both own atid control its franchises,' and
where now such franchises are operated under
grants to corporations, a fair charge, and that

only, for the service rendered or convenience
furnished should be permitted.

In the prosecution of public improvements a

liberal, but not extravagant, policy, as already
remarked, should be adopted. The needs and
claims of the various boroughs should/be carefullyconsidered and fairly determined.
The eight hour law should be enforced, and,

wVipre practicable. resident labor should be

directly employed. In all cases the prevailingrate of wages ahonld be paid. As I understandthe declaration of your platform upon

this point, it means that every contractor

doing work for tty; city should be required to

pay as high a rate of wages as the city itself
Is required to pay for similar work. To this I

give my unqualified assent.
Let me add, in conclusion, that, should the

people intrust me with the grave responsibility
of the Mayoralty, I shall make the promotion
of their welfare, to the exclusion of all antagonisticends, the object to be striven for -with

McPnrlln'n Explanations.
Mr. McParlin explained that the letters

referred to did not suggest that he withdraw.but contained a full statement of the
situation. The New York men expressed
full confidence in him, he said, and left the
matter of withdrawal entirely with him.
He says that the only persons who actuallyasked him to withdraw were a large

number of Democrats and a few labor
leaders, With Democrat leanings. Not one
person, personally, or In any manner whatsoever,asked him to remain on the ticket.
There was no principal at stake. It was
simply a struggle for office. The result
was his withdrawal.
This morning he received a telegram from

the Secretary of State that It was too late
to withdraw, as the withdrawal must he
In writing duly acknowledged and executed,and nlet9 with the Secretary of State
at least twenty days before election.
He said that he did not know what

course the People's party men would pursueIn voting this Fall, but said that he
would Issue a circular to People's Party
men, explaining the situation, and suggestingthat the franchise of the People's
Party men be cast in accordance with the
situation.

Miser Richardson's Son

Values the Estate at
Only $500,000.

BUT OTHERS DENY IT.

FripnH nf thft WiHnw DprlarfiS
That the Vast Fortune

Is Hidden.

The estate of the late Joseph R-lebardson,
owner of the "Spite House" In Lexington
avenue, and many millions In securities
besides, has been In litigation less than &lx
months, yet. If the affidavits filed by his
son before Surrogate Fitzgerald yesterday
be true, It has already dwindled from
twenty or thirty millions to less than half
a million of dollars.
The question, what has suddenly becomeof the money? is one that Is Interestingthe lawyers and legatees.
When the eccentric millionaire died last

June the lowest estimate of his estate fixed
it at $3,000,000, and his nearest friends
could not tell how many millions more
remained to be accounted for. Yesterday
George Richardson made affidavit that the
main portion of his father's estate consistedof $500,000 in securities deposited
with U. H. Blssell & Co., as collateral for
a loan of $150,000. Mrs. Richardson, the
widow, obtained an order from her husbandfor the transfer to her of these
securities, but Bissell & Co. refused to
honor it on the ground that Richardson
was not of sound mind at the time the
order was given.
There was an Imposing array of talent

in Surrogate Fitzgerald's court, yesterday,
when the application to appoint the widow
temporary administratrix came up for hearing.Wheeler II. Peckham was there to
represent George Richardson, the son, and
Delarifa Grace Richardson, a daughter, to
whom had been given this fantastic name
from the pages of one of her mother's favoritenovels in the early part of the century.

Property AH Pledged t
Representing the widow were Mayo W.

Hazletlne, De Lancey Xlcoil and Thomas
Darlington.
Mr. Peckham opposed the motion to appointMrs. Richardson temporary administratrix,on the ground that the estate

was small, and that there was little or
nothing for a temporary administratrix to
do. He then read and passed up two
affidavits made by George Richardson,
which quite startled the court and seemed
to amuse the attorneys for the widow. In
one of these documents George Richardson
clulms thut the personal property left by
his father Is substantially all pledged to
secure debts owing by him to tne firm of
R. II. Blssell & Co. The amount of the
debt due that firm, he says, is about $150,000,and the security pledged as collateral
is of a value not to exceed $500,000.

ties In the bonds of Joseph Meeker & Son
as collateral for a loan due from Joseph
Richardson." the son says, "but I am informedthat during his last Illness Mrs.
Emma J. Richardson, the widow, procured
a trartsfer of that account, and she assumedthe debt for which the securities
were pledtred.
"My father left a very small amount of

real estate in Bridgeport, Conn., the value
of which, in my Judgment, does not exceed$2,000. I claim that Mrs. Richardson
procured the transfer of the above securitieswhen Joseph Richardson was not
In full possession of his mental faculties;
that they were obtained by undue Influence
and^ coercion. I am emphatically opposed
to the appointment of Mrs. Richardson as

temporary administratrix, for the reason
that she Is proposing the probate of a will
which I and my sisters contest on the
ground that my father was non compos
mentis, and on the ground that I am proposingthe probate of a will that she Is
contesting on the same ground."
Lastly, Mr. Richardson claims that Mrs.

Richardson is not a business woman, beingover seventy years of age.
The Fortune Hidden.

Mr. Hazletine pointed out that, under the
showing of the son's affidavit, all tire
property was in the hands of a creditor of
the estate, and that was ground in itself
for the appointment asked for.
Attorney Thomas Darlington said that

the idea that there was a small estate was

ridiculous, and that muny millions of
dollars were lying about in unknown hands
with no one to protect them. The Surrogatereserved decision.
Last night a relative of Mrs. Richardsonsaid: "Of course, the claim that JosephRichardson's estate does not reach

$000,000 Is preposterous. 1 was not Ills
most trusted advisor, but I knew enough of
Ids affairs to know that he was worth
JtlvOnd IWl ntnl I would not be surprised to
hear that Ills estate was worth $30,000,000.
These consisted of nil sorts of securities.
He owned about $2,000,000 of the bonds
of the Mexican Central Railroad, and
about 2,000 shnres of Its stock. He hod
large holdings in the Salt Lake and EasternRailroad and other Mormon enterprises.He owned bonds in water companiesfrom Duluth to Houston. He was
a large holder of Pintscli Light Company
stock, of Bridgeport Water Company stock,
of Pacific Mail, of ferryboat and Long IslandSteamboat Company securities, and I
do rot know whnt all.
"All this wealth has been concealed and

hidden away. Sometimes It was in the
name of his daughter or his son, on some
one else, for he was bent always in concealingall evidences of his wealth. It ts
locked up In safe deposit vaults and concealedin a dozen different ways that
millionaires alone know how to utilize.
The son knows this. All we want Is to get
a. temporary administrator appointed; then
we can get at It. The lawyers are Just as
eager as the legatees to get at It, too."

Fire at Ward's Island Power
House, Close to LunaticAsylum.

DARKNESS ADDS TERROR.

Admirable Work of Dr. Den^
and Others in Quieting the

2,500 Inmates.

HEROISM OF TWO EMPLOYES

Engineer and Assistant Stand at Thei>
Posts Until the Flames Almost

Touch Them.Firemen
Cross the River.

Ward's Island, with Its thousands of
helpless Inmates, was In utter darkness
last night. Shortly before 7 o'clock a fiery
column belched from the window of the
one-story frame power house, which Is
located midway between the two wings of
the Verplanck Hospital, where twenty-five
hundred female Imbeciles are confined. In
less than fifteen minutes the building was
a smouldering mass of ruins. While the
building burned, Illuminating the whole
Island, the Inmates stood around, trembling,
while the attendants and the nurses used
every effort to pacify them and keep them
from getting beyond their control.
The power house contained the dynamo

which supplied sixteen hundred lights t<
the female asyKth, and also the illuminatingpower for the rest of the Island.
When Dr. E. G. bent, who has charge of

the female ward, saw that the destruction
of the power house was inevitable, he was
filled with the gravest anxiety. To be left
on the island with the care of all these unfortunatesand without any light was anythingbut an agreeable sensation.
He marshalled all his nurses when the

fire was under control, and with a few
lanterns, quickly obtained, he got all the
patients to bed, and when the police left
the island shortly after 11 o'clock everythingwas quiet, but every man and womanattendant was at his post ready fur
any sudden emergency.
The power house in addition to holdingthe dynamo, ulso supplied the heat to

the gsylum buildings. It was a structure
80 by 00, and was between sections four
and five of the female department.
Just beyond the house .was Dr. Deflt'a

house. The doctor was in his dining .room
smoking a cigar after dinner, when he saw
the sheet of lire shoot up out of the window
of the ensrlne room. Ilatless he rushed to
the door, and started for the burning place.
Just as he reached It, Engineer Bernard
came running out, and told the doctor to
turn In the alarm. I)r. Dent personally
notified the various departments of the asylum,marshalled the Island fire brigade, and
in a very short time the engine and hose
company arrived and were trying to subdue
the flames. Despite their heroic efforts the
flames spread rapidly and soon enveloped
the whole structure. Engineer Bernard,
after getting assistance, returned to the
burning engine room, and with his assistant,John Kearns, manfully stood at his
post of duty until the flames drove them
away.
When Dr. Dent saw that the house was

beyond hope and the flames threatened the
rest of the buildings, he sent an alarm to
the city and summoned aid. Chief John
Short, with an engine and a hose company
took the transport Wanderer, at the foot
of East One Hundred and Sixteenth street,
and started for the scene of the fire. CaptainCreedon, who also had been Informed
of the danger, took all his reserves and
went Immediately to the island. vvnen ue

arrived be formed a lantern cordon around
the Island, and declined to allow any one
to enter.
When the police and city firemen arrived,however, the fire was under control,

and their services were not required.
"The fire," said Doctor Dent, "to the best

of my knowledge, was caused by a spark
which Ignited some of the woodwork In the
engine room. I can assign no other cause
for It. When the engineer discovered It It
was too late to save the structure. We
tried hard to save the electric plant.
"When I saw that we were to be left In

darkness I summoned all the nurses and
told them to get the Inmates In the femaleward to bed. While the glaring
flames Illuminated everything around it
was ft difficult matter to preserve order,
but our force acted promptly, kept their
wits about them, and after the first excitementwas over preserved admirable
order. We got as many lanterns as we
could find and gave one to each of the
nurses to keep in a convenient place. All
our force will be kept on duty nil night,
and I guess we will have no trouble. It Is
