So Declares Henry Peters
After Running Down Mrs.

Agnes Blanchard.

CORNELL UPHOLDS HIM.

The Magistrate Releases the

Wealthy Builder and His
Driver from Custody.

The public streets of tliis city are not
for bicyclists, according to Henry Peters,
a well-to-do builder of Xo. 253 West One
Hundred and Thirty-third street, and, in

this contention 'he is upheld by Magistrate
Cornell to the extent that he refused to

punish him.
Peters was the occupant of a two-horse

carriage that ran down a bicyclist, and
a decidedly pretty one, about 8 o'clock
Monday night. After running over the
wheclwoiuan, Mrs. Agnes Blanchard, ho
kA"n oAnn^lv /Isirinfr tn riflp Jt

wheel on the public streetfe. His talk to

the Injured woman was so brutal that bystandersInterfered. Even when he was

arraigned before the sergeant In the East
One Hundred and Fourth street station he
did not let up In his abuse.a fact that led
to his being held. Yesterday morning ho
was arraigned in the Harlem Police Court.
Besides Peters there wore present Mrs,

Blanchard, Fred J. Blancbard. her brotherin-law;George Reed, driver of the carriage
and Bicycle Policeman ltoss, who had arrestedPeters and Reed.
Mrs. Blanchard was hardly able to stand,

so painful were her Injuries, and her
brother-in-law was bound that Peters
should be made o suffer for his conduet.
Mr. Blanchard wanted to send for his
lawyer, but Policeman Ross thought the
case against the prisoners so clear that
the lawyer was not needed, and. lie persuadedMr. Blanchard not to send for him.

Bike Hater Upheld.
Policeman Iioss told his story, fortifying

that part of It relating to Peters's conduct
In the station house by an affidavit from
the sergeant Who was on duty at the time;
Mrs. Blandiard told hers, and then Peters
and Reed simply entered a denial, saylugthat It wits Mrs. Blanchard's own
fault that she had been run over.
Peters and Reed, saying they never ougtit
to have been arrested. .

Magistrate Cornell at once discharged
Later Mrs. Blanchard was seen at her

home, No. 12(5 Last Eighty-fourth street,
fciho was seated in a large rOeker, and
apologized f.or not arising by saying that
every movement caused her untold agony.

"I" certainly can't understand," she said,
"why the Judge should haVe accepted the
simple word or Peters and Reed in preferenceto the oaths of Policeman Ro«ss and
myself. Peters and Reed were not sworn
I am sure, and there was nothing to force
them to tell the truth.
"Peters said that it was my fault that I

was run over; that I was Inexperienced and
did not know how to manage a wheel.
This is wickedly false. I am an experiencedrider, and all my friends consider me
a good one. Why, the day 1 was run over
I was returning from a twenty-live mile ride
that I had taken with my brother-in-law.
"We had been through Tremont nnd

Westchester, and were 011 onr way home.
He left me at One Hundred and Thirtyfifthstreet and Fifth avenue, and I continuedon my way home. Directly in front
of me was a light beer wagon going at
u fair pace, and I rode directly behind it,.
"Just before we reached One Hundred

and Fifth street the wagon slowed up, and
I was compelled to do the same. At #thatmoment 1 lieard the rapid beat of horses'
hoofs behind me, and. looking over myshoulder, saw two big black horses rapidlybearing down upon me. I didn't have
time to turn out, so jumped off my wheel,and just as I did so one of the horses
struck me and I fell under its feet.

Insult to Injury.
"The hoofs troe my skirt to ribbons and

grazed my body in several places, but
kind Providence kept them from landing
square on any part of me. I was not so
fortunate in regard to the wheels. The
front wheel passed over the lower part of
my body and then the driver brought hishorses to a stop, backed them up, and thefront wheel rested on me, pinning me tothe ground. I was In this position whenpeople carried me to the sidewalk."I was hurt dreadfully, and. to add to Itall, Peters, at this juncture, poked hishead out of the window and began to abusenie shamefully. He told me to shut up myblubbering; that I wasn't hurt, and that
even if I was that it was my fault. These

called the inmates of Sailors' Snug Harbor.
The aged seamen heard that, through the

instrumentality of the Journal, the searchlightof investigation had been turned upon
the conduct of the Harbor at last. Many
of them came over from Staten Island and
were present early to tell their separate
stories. Several came on crutches.
With few exceptions they begged that

their names be not given. They said that
they would not sptind many happy hours
at the HarLjr if Governor Trash knew
that they had gone away to tell what they
had experienced. (

Those that ventured beyond the walls of
the great asylum were unanimous In agree
iilg that the charges made by Dr. Richardson,former assistant physician, against
Dr. Joy, the chief physician, were fully
sustained by the facts.
Their statements were found to corroborateDr. Richardson's charge, that 110

precautions were taken to prevent the
spread of consumption in the hospital; and
each and every one declares that if he Is
called as a witness In the investigation,
he will swear that the substance of Dr.
Richardson's letter to the board of trustees
is borne out by the facts.

He positively declined to allow the Journal
reporter and artist to visit the place.

The refuse box of which Dr. Richardsonand former Nurse McEnhlll speak in

their charges is located within ten feet
if the kitchen door of the hospital. The
dtchen is now in the basement of what
s known as the new hospital, which is a
rting built in the rear of the old building
ind running at right angles to it. There
ire now two boxes there, about four bylourby eight feet, each being covered with
i sliding lid. One of them seems older
than the other, the red paint on it having
i more aged look;
"In this old box," said Nurse McEnhill,

"was put all the refuse from the wards
if the hospital.bandages from ulcere nil
cloths no longer fit for use and the contentsof the cuspidors from the consumpeyes

as he scratched his head In vain bewilderment.
Then a faint, far-away bleat reached

his ears, and gazing up the bay he saw the
crate fully a quarter of a mile away, with
the sheen's fore lee's thrust between the
slats and vainly puwinfc the air. The
crate had evidently been knocked out of
the boat by bumping against the steamer's
side; it had flopped bottom side up and
the sheep was drowning.
Realizing that it was valuable as a live

sheep only, Quigley cast off the lines and
seized the <#urs.

and, believing he was being abducted, seizedQuigley and tried to throw him overboard.Then ensued a struggle which almostcapsized the little craft. It was a

Meantime the greatest excitement prevailedon the Ghazee. The Lascars wantedto launch a boat and go to their mtite's

assistance, but were prevented. Quigley
seized the oars again and pulled vapidly
toward the crate, which was being carriedback to New York on the flood tide.
He had almost reached It when the Lascnr
recovered and raised himself on Ills elbow.
"Look there, ye heathen; there's yer grub;

now help get i^," said Quigley.
The Lascar gazed., and' with a sheepish

look took the seeond pair qf oars aipl fell
to. The crate had turned rignt side up
again, find Inside was a very wet and disconsolatelooking sheep, nt she was alive,
and Qulgley. with the Lascar's help, put
her aboard the Ghnzee.

Etery morning
the milk cans were paced within ten feet
of this box anjd the lid of it was scarcely
ever clftsed. The cans remained there from
five to lifteen minutes.

Tiie Harbor Changed.
"The contents of this box were always

thus exposed until the Harbor farmer came
and carried them away. During my time,
they were dumped into a meadow about
a quarter of a mile away from .ue hospital.
It was not until the health authorities of
Staten Island discovered the disposition of
this foul mass that the stuff was removed
from the box immediately to the crematory.
Prior to that time the refuse was allowed
to remain in the meadow for days at a
time. It contained the most virulent
germs of consumption and other contagions."
There has been a considerable change in

external appearances at the Ilnrbor since
me investigation 01 ur. .toy was oruereu
by the Board of Trustees. The old oeunienare greatly excited over it and It
affords at present ulmyst the sole subjectof their conversation. Very few of
them are willing to speak and at the
same time to allow their names to be used.
The old tars seem willing to rough the
rest of their life's voyage in silence. But
their age and their long slay under the
mbuotony of their surroundings have ,not
been able to quell the spirits of some of
them.
There was not an hour all day yesterdaywhen one of the superannuated men

of the sea was not in the Journal office
telling his story. In addition thd mails
have brought letters signed anonymously
by the inmates.
The investigation will be resumed next

Monday afternoon, when Dr. Richardson
and Dr. Joy will be present again with
their witnesses.

his hard right fist caused the lips of
Becker to swell up like a pair of hot
frankfurters.
The actor and the musician, who had

never met before, ran Into each other oa

the platform of a train at New Itochelle
on Monday night. Owing to the railrond
schedule the fight didn't last long, as the
traiu pulled out with Mr. Becker. The
home of the actor is in j>ew ltocnene.

Becker lives at Port Chester, and liad been
down to practice with the band. As Wilsonalighted from the midnight train, the
musician wished to board the same car.
They met on the i narrow steps, and as
Becker had his trombone, the two professionalgentlemen got badly tangled.

"I beg your pardon," said the actor,
when he had squeezed by the musician.
"That's all right, sir. No harm done,"

replied Becker as he.gained the top of the
platform.
This would have ended the incident, but

for the old circus instinct still dormant in
Becker. He used to toot the slide trombonein Barnum's circus band. This may
or may not have influenced him, but at any
rate the musician turned and delivered a
terrific kick in the middle of Wilson's back,
knocking him from the bottom step to the
station platform.
Becker is a giant in stature compared to

the little a4tor, biit ^Vilson went after him.
He landed his left in the musician's wind,
and then stfung a wicked right on Becker's

nml t>innRlnnn flew, and the back
of Becker's head struck the car with a

loud thump. lie tried to fight back, but
the shower of blows dazed him. Wilson
was still punching him when the train
started. With a farewell jab tho actor
jumped from the platform, and Becker
entered the car to get his ticket punched
bv way of variety.

Mr. Becker's lips subside.
