On the belief that half a light is better
than Egyptian darkness, the citizens and
taxpayers of the Thirty-first Ward (SheepsheadBay), have determined that within
ninety days they will have some sort of
illumination in their thoroughfares or know
the reason why. For three years past they
have paid Into the city treasury $8,000,
and yet there Isn't a single public,light In
the streets of a ward containing 15,000
Inhabitants.
Mayor Wurster'e influence is to be invokedto-day toward getting through a

measure to provide 150 lights for the next
three years. A committee, composed of
Paul O'Brien and Henry Osborn, was appointedat a recent meeting of the Indignnnttaxpayers to see that the Aldermen
were stirred up, and now Alderman Keegan
has succeeded In getting a resolution to
the front, and the committee are determinedto push it along. Voorhees avenue,
Emmons avenue and East Twentr-thim
street, it Is decided, should be lighted with
electricity at ouce.
As, matters stand at present only those

citizens who put out lamps at their own
doors have any means of finding their
homes after darkness sets in, for the whole
ward is plunged in inky gloom, except in
front of stores whtre intrepid men ahd
women are out making purchases after sunset.Carte blanche has been extended to
burglars, footpads, garroters and sneak
thieves long enough and the residents of
Sheepshead Bay declare they are going to
insist that that portion of Greater New
York shall not be like an African forest
when the first Mayor takes his seat.
In that portion of town long known as

New Utrecht, where there are acres and
acres of vacant blocks, there are some
3,000 gas lamps illumiuating weeds and
hoptoads each night.

President Uhlman Not Sanguine of BeingReady to Cross the Bridge

Next June.

Although the date named for operating
the elevated cars over the Bridge is not
until the end of June next, President FrederickUhlman, of the Brooklyn Elevated
road, said yesterday that he did not think
his line would be in a position to carry out

dollars' worth of contracts will be given
out before the reorganization of the road
is effected. Still, the preliminary stops
looking to the conversion of the road fr<#n
a steam to an ehTtric~earrier and extending
the route oVer the Bridge will be begun
very soon.
The company's engineers have almost

completed the plans and specifications for
the Bridge work, and the contracts may be
given out early liext week. Under the contractwith the Bridge trustees, all cars of
elevated trains crossing that structure must
be equipped with cable gripi and motors,
but the complete change of motive power
from steam to electricity will not be made
for fully a year.

It has not yet been decided whether the
elevated road will build Its own power
house or buy power from outsiders. A local
electric light and power company Is hard at
work seeking to get the contract to' supply
both the Brooklyn Elevated and the Kings
County roads with motive pOwer and light.
