Prevent Fraud

IN THE LODGING HOUSES.

Registry Lists Carefully Verified
in Every One of the

Five Boroughs.
While the officers of the Citizens' Union

will not discuss the matter, they have been
working day and night to unearth attempts
at colonization in the Borough of Manhattan.They have employed two sets of
detectives to watch the same lodging houses
and Raines law hotels, and have compared
their reports. As a result of the informationthus gleaned a bundle of warrants
has been distributed among downtown
police captains, #nd a round-up of "John
Dnps" and "Richard Roes" is expected.
Forty-five detectives have been working
for the Citizens' Union,- and Howard P.
Okie has been engaged as counsel to prosecutethose whom the Campaign Committeeof the Citizens' Union find guilty of
illegal acts.
The police are making every effort in

every borough to checkmate the schemes
for colonization.
Without waiting for the usual lists that

lodging house keepers are required to make
fortnightly to the Health Department,
three score patrolmen were detailed to securecopies of the registers of every house
immediately after the last day of registration.These will be compared with the
legislation poll, copies of which have been
filed for public inspection in every police
station in the downtown districts.
In spite of all this the enormous bookings

at the lodging houses are sufficient to cause

alarm, and details of police are still activelyengaged in comparing these lists and
preparing warrants for use on election day
or sooner.

Special attention is being paid to the
Itaines law hotels.
There are 115 licensed lodging houses in

New York alone, nnd the normal populationIs from 15,000 to 16,000. Every one of
them Is filled now as they have not been
since the coldest days of last Winter.
At the Elizabeth Street Station, which

Is in the centre of the Chinatown district
nnd within hailing distance of twenty
lodging houses, there are 2,481 names oh
the lodging house polls. Already from
twelve to fifteen warrants are in the hands
of Captain Dean. The same thing applies
to the Oak street, the Mulberry street and#
all East Side precincts.
Captain Elbert O. Smith, of the Eighteenthstreet district, secured the arrest

of William Kennedy at the Columbia
lodging house, No.' 332 East Twenty-third
street, where there were no less than 385
lodgers registered last night, and he has
four or five more warrants ready to serve.

Kennedy was arrested on a charge of
vagrancy, although he had registered for
voting from the Columbia three weeks ago.
Before Magistrate 'Crane Kennedy admittedthat he had come from Albany less than
a month ago, and had not been in the
State more than seven months.
Chief MeCullagh declared that with the

precautions already taken' he had hopes
of preventing any efforts at fraudulent
voting.

At Tammany headquarters, John C.
Sheelnin said: "We have been watching
this registration with great interest, for
two weeks ago we learned of some peculiar
Dave Martin manoeuvres, and put men to
work ferreting out the matter, jnow tnat

the Journal has begun to examine the registryllsts and hunt for evidence of attemptedcolonization, I do not mind saying
that we have had detectives at work,' not
only in this city, J>ut as far away ag Wilmington,Delaware. We do not intend to

The President is on all sides censured for

daring to use his power and the Federal
patronage for the purpose of strengtheningthe candidates of Mr. Piatt. The leadersof the Citizens' movement do not hesitateto express their disapproval of this
prostitution of the power intrusted to him
by the people of the United States. They
want to know if Mr. McKinley thinks that
his only duty as the Chief Executive of
these United States is to further the interestsof the local political machines.

C. N. Bliss's Argument.

Tracy. But these men are not here to tell
you what to do; they are here to see what
vnn nrp dolnir." he said. With this argu-
inent C. N. bTIss dismissed the subject once
and for all.
But the proceedings of the meeting were

to a different purpose. Governor Black's
speech was nothing If not an appeal to the
people to defeat the Democrats. Citizens'
Unionists and every one else not In sympathywith Mr. Piatt and his candidate. He

{explained that if anybody but General
Tracy was elected the progress of society
would not only be retarded, but the future
of the nation placed in jeopardy.
William B. Hornblower, one of the leadingspirits of the Citizens' Union, was

greatly Incensed when he read the speech
of Governor Black and the remarks of Mr.
Bliss, to say nothing of the open influence
of the Administration and its distribution
of Federal patronage among the minions
of Piatt in order to insure McKlnley's renominationin 1900.

William T. Wardwell, Prohibitionist candidatefor Mayor, but the great crowd had
assembled to see and hear the noted Kansaswoman, and when 10 p'clock came and
she failed to put In an apnearance. ujuch
disappointment was manifested. Mrs.
Lease's son finally appeared and read an
article that had been prepared by his
mother, but the hall had by that time been
largely deserted and Mr. Wardwell. who
was last 011 the programme, contented him-1
self by making a very short speech.

Governor an Intruder.
"This is purely a local affair, and as such

it should be treated. There are no nationalor State questions involved. It ii
simply and solely a matter of interest to
the residents of Greater New Vork. No
outsiders have any right to interfere under
any circumstances whatever. No matter
who he may be, if he is not a resident of
the new city, and he takes a hand or part
In the election now under way, he is an
interloper. There Is no getting around
this. The fact that a man is the Governorof the State of New York does not
give him the right to come into the city
of Greater New York and tell the peopifl
how to oast their votes.
"The fact that a man is President of the

United States does not give him the right
to throw his influence for any particular
candidate in a municipal campaign. The
fact that a man has been elected to the
Unted States Senate from the State In
which he resides does not entitle him to go
Into another State for the purpose of takingthe stump in the interest of the machinecandidate of the party to which he
belongs.
"The people of Greater New York are

trying to elect a Mayor. He is to act as
the presiding officer of the new city. He
will not assume to direct the policy of the
administration or the government of the
State. Naturally he would resent the interferenceof the Administration or the
State in the conduct of his affairs. Now,
there is no difference before or after
election. This is a fight In which the
voters of Greater New York are alone
concerned. What or how they vote is the
concern of no one not living within the
confines of the new city.

Reflects oil Local Patriotism.
"That is the reason the Citizens' Union

takes offence at and objects to this wholesalemarshalling of foreign talent into a
fight that in no way concerns them. Thie
introduction of outside talent to fill the
gaps of local shortcomings is, to a certain
extent, a reflection on the patriotism of
the residents of Greater New York, and ^as
such should be considered by them.
"The fight in which the Citizens' Union

is interested is a purely local one. We are
not fighting or furthering national or State
issues of any kind. We are simply striving
to secure pure ana uprigm cn.v legisiuuou.
We want the people of the State to look
after State matters, the people of the nationto confine themselves to national Issued
and the residents of cities to limit themselvesto the conducting- of their own municipalaffairs and to refrain from meddling
with the legislation of any other city. It
Is simply and solely a home rule campaign,
and as such we want It conducted."
