The father
got work as a tenmster, and soon was
ownlog wngons and horses of hls own. He
rose dbave 'those with whom' he had been,
and his family rose with him. Frederick
was o quiet, wide-eyed boy, making few
fast friends; bnt llked and respected by
thiose who knew him. When Frederick had
grown to be n young man his father bullt
4 home at No. &0 South Third street,
Brooklyn, Frederlek was a truckman with

When Fred Mundy was thirty his father

The brother nud slster
were alone together agaln, but now with-
out friends, without money, without a
home.
