should come to the jail and take me put
this afternoon and we should live together
until we both reached old age.

1 was born in Germany and raised as most

t>o.vs are raised in small German villages.
I came to this country when I was twentyfouryears of age. ignoraEt of the ways of
the world, allured from iny peaceful Germanvillage by tales of the riches to be acquired,reputations established and happinessto be secured in this laud of the free
and home of the brave.

Mis Great Ambition.
I worked early and late. I saved my

money. I was ambitious to be a man

among men, to accumulate property and to

give my children a better start In life than
I 'TJX. iriu; ana 1 nopeu to leave Dcmuu

me not only riches, but a reputation in
which my children wwild all take pride. I
started in the sausage business in a very
tuodest way, but I devoted all of my time
and energies to it. I succeeded in devisingprocesses by which I could manufacturesausage in Summer as well as in Winter,something that all other sausage manufacturersin the world are unable to do.
This gave me prestige and brought me
wealth.
It was said that I was proud, haughty

and arrogant because I did not associate
much with my neighbors, and because T
did not hanv around beer saloons and nut
in my time as many other of my nationalitydo. but the truth is that I was so hard
at work building up my business that I
had no time for such diversions. If I had
my life to live over again. I think I would
pay more atteution to the social side of
life and make an effort to cultivate more
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friends, because God k/iows I now appreciatehow a man can need friends, and how
few friends there -are who will stand by
you in the hour of trouble.

I can't sav that my arrest came to me
as a surprise. The newspaners had wih-
fished the fact that' I was suspected of
murdering my wife/ but so iguorunt was ~P
of the methods of the police, the conduct
of proceedings in court and how those
charged with crime are treated, that I feel
r have lived a hundred years in the way
of learning and suffering at least In the
last five months. I had never given courts,
lawyers or police any especial thought, and
I never had any business with them, and
as I have before stated, I had devoted my
entire time to my sausage business.

People have said to me many times, 1

and, in fact, the newspapers have expressed 'to
surprise that 1 have seemed so confident to
that I would be acquitted in the end. In to
spite of all I have endured I believe that s
the God in the heavens will ultimately
bring about my release. The newspapers 's
of Chicago have been notoriously uufair lu t
their treatment of mo. |lf I was pale they i
said It was a sign of guilt; If I retained t
my usual complexion and countenance, \

thev said I was brazen; if I smiled they t
said I was hysterical: a I seemed despond- p
cut they said I was breaking down. r

Distorted Mis Features, \

They have published pieturea of my v

eyes, my nose, my ears, my mouth, iffy t
teeth and my hair, all so horribly dls- e

torted that those who have not seen me p
and do not know me must have suspected i
sometimes that I was a mouster in ap- s
pearanee. In fact, everything that a man t,
says or does when he is charged with
crime is sa»d to be an evidence of. guilt.
The papers have published .lay after day
that I was breaking down, that I could 1

These articles were written by reporters, I

some of whom probably received $10 a to
week, an.l were written while they were j
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eated at a comfortable desk with an eleericfau playing upon their faces, while

Nothing
nit a conviction of innocence and an abidngfaith In my ultimate vindication could
mve sustained ine in such weather, in

Some of the' papers have spoken of my

vere introduced in evidence, and have comaentedupon the fact that l examined
hem. broke tlu-ni and siuelled tiieni. T'hey
vere cruel and unkind enough to construe
his as evidence of my guilt. Do you supposefor one moment that the most liardnedwretch that ever lived could treat his
vlfe's bones in this manner? I know they
vere not the bones of my wife. I knew
hat an effort was made to manufacture
vidence against me by calling hog and
heep bones human boues: I knew these
ones were hog and sheep boues; why
bould I not examine them with indiffer

nceand with considerable amusement?

His View of the Bones.
They are the kind of bones that 1 have

ised for years in Ike manufacture of sauage.and a hog or a sheep hone has as dtsinctan identity to my eye as one 'human
lelng has from another. The elaim of the
?tule with regard to those hones was so

rerfeetly preposterous, so absolutely iu-
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The most innocent things in iny life bare
been construed to be the most incriminatingand the worst possible, and I did not
know until my recent trial that it was
possible to so distort and misrepresent
what a man might do in a thoughtless moment,with no evil intent and with no

comprehension of the fact that these innocentacts might be misconstrued and turned
against him in the future.
From the time of my arrest up to the

present I have gone to bed at 11'ght and
slept as quietly, peacefully and innocently
as a child. This lias been used as an argumentagainst me, and It has been printed '

with glaring headlines that when everybodyabout me was eieited.when the lawyerswere quarrelling and the Judge ruling
aga'nst me.I could go to bed at 9 o'clock
ami sleep and snore, and snore and sleep,
until next morning, apparently with nothingon my mind.

Why Should I Worry?
It is true that I had been able to do so.

But why should I worry? I had done
nothing of which I was ashamed or of
which I was afraid. I suppose the police
would have complained still more if I had
not been able to sleep: if I lutd walked the
floor in my sleep jit night they would have
pointed that out as a sign of guilt, .just as

they have pointed out my restful slumbers.
It has been said that experience teaches.

Indeed, it does. After I have been acquitted
1 shall never believe a newspaper account
of a criminal proceeding, and I for one will
always believe thai a man is innocent untli
he is convicted, and I will not fee) certain
that all convictions are just and righteous.
During my experience in jail I have

learned of instances of persecution, of what
Innocent men have 'suffered, thai are

enough to make one doubt the honesty of
all who are connected tvlth the detection
or punishment of so-called crime. It has
been said that "Man's inhumanity to man
makes coNmtless millions mourn." The authorof those lines did not appreciate the

tjrutli and strength of what he was saying,
and no man can appreciate them until he
has been deprived of his liberty, has been
pilloried by an unscrupulous press, has
been persecuted by police anxious to convictin order to build up reputations as
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had an opportunity to reflect upon them.
A Prisoner Learns Quickly.

A man in prison not only learns a great
deal, but he learns it very quickly, and if
our judges and others intrusted \Vith the
administration of justice could have a brief
experience behind bars, cut off from the
world, punishments would be ndipUjistefcd
with more discrimination and with better
effect on-the community at large.

It has been said that I am a changed
man. Yes, I have changed wonderfully,
but I have chanced because I have learned.
N'o one <-nn :ito .the transition from
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manufacturing sausn'ge. -to being the most
conspicuous person chitrged with crime in
the nation until he has Undergone it. I
always shunned publicity and avoided 110|toriety.
At one sudden bound I (flumped from ob.seurity to an unenviable notoriety and

found tlie eyes of the world upon me. If I
had been about. the .courts, or if my bus'tiesshud been <>t' a public character, or if I
had associated, with '-people more, I might
not have fcitt rite change so much. If I had
not been ;\n innbeent man I would have
gone crazy. If I had been a guilty man I
would have confessed in sheer desperation
and to avoid the curious eyes which seemed
t< devout me day after day in court as my

j innocent acts were painted black and as

the false, perjured and manufactured testp
Jhmony was given'against me.

Wanted to Go On the Stand.
If it had not been for an English swindler

named Robert I)avey, who lias been repeatedlyexposed by Mr. Labouchere in
the London Truth as a swindler, blackmailerand confidence man, I would not be
in my present predicament. He misled,
robbed and deceived me, but I indignantly
resent the imputation that he not only
robbed me of my property, hot also of my
wife. No man flare tell me to my face
that stye is now living witty him. She was
not thafpkind of a woman.

Some of the jurors have said that my
failure to go upon the witness stand was

Considered by them its a strong eireum
stance against me. This is about as fair
and honest as other charges against me. I
wanted to go upon the witness stand; 1
demanded my right to do so, but Judge
Vincent was as immovable as Gibraltar.
He said if I did so he would withdraw
from the case, that some of the jurors
were prejudiced against me. and would not
under any circumstances believe what 1

said; that he was sure the jury would dlsaigree, and the next time m.v testimony
wouM be new and unanswerable.

I yielded to his judgment against my
wishes, but am now satisfied he was right.
Peopk' had warned ine against trusting my
life in bis hands because he was not a

criminal lawyer, but J knew my business,
and after his three days' speech in my beihalf, which terminated in applause for

"You ask iue how it ieels to be in the

shadow of -tile gallows? I reply T do not
know. I never was in the shadow of the
gallows and I never will be. I never have
contemplated the possibility of conviction,
because I cannot believe it possible that
police persecution, manufactured evidence,
distorted facts, bribery., perjury or anythingelse can hang an innocent man. notwithstandingthe fact that my lawyer.
Judge Vincent, read to the jury so many
Instances where innocent men have been
banged.

Looked for "Not Guilty.''
"I expressed my surprise to liiin after his

argument that lie bad been able to lind po
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mfcfty efises Where innocent men liad been
executed, but notwithstanding the large
number of instances related by him and
(he powerful manner in which he did it
and convincing as he was in what he said,
I never doubted for one moment hnt what
the right would ultimately triumph, anil
that I would be discharged, branded as an

innocent, patient, long-suffering and muclj
abused man.

"Why. even when the jury was out deliberatingon its verdict I slepyt as quietly
as I had before, because I wds convinced
there would be only one result, and that a

verdict of not guilty. I did this notwithstandingthe fact that the jail was surroundedby multitudes of morbid and curiouspeople waiting for the result, although
it could have 110 interest to them, and I
was the one who must suffer tiie penalty if
any was to be imposed.
"When I learned that the jury had disagreed.I was greatly disappointed, and I

was surprised to learn that the prosecutingofficers thought a man must lie
bribed who had the temerity to believe
that a person was innocent who was
charged with crime by them.

Believes His Wife Is Alive.
The State has announced that It Intends

to try me at once. The sooner it does the
better I will I>e pleased. I am WoudgriUg
if the State will again elaim that the ham
bone which they introduced In evidence
is part ui my wue s lemur, ana mane rne
other preposterous claims they flirt In Hie
other trial. I have no fears, as to the result,anrt am confident that it is only a

question of tjme until I resume the manufactureof sausages.
As to my poor wife, God only knows

where she is. I am afraid she is wandering
about in a distracted condition, in utter
ignorance of the facts that her disappearancehas caused me to lose all of which
she was once so proud.

I trust that a just God and a kind Providencewill enable me to confuse my tormentorsby her presence in a very few
days, and I believe as firmly as I live that
it is only a questlom of time until she ro*
turns.
