Oct. 25..The
danger of allowing a man upon
whom rests a suspicion of insanity

to roam at large has been brought home
forcibly to this community by the arrest of
Prank AA'eeden, 21 years old, oT Auburn
Village, on a charge of firing a load of
buckshot Into the body of his cousin, Daisy
Coulters. AYeeden was arrested Saturday
afternoon, and his apprehension clears
away the mystery surrounding this cunninglyworked crime. AA'eeden's arrest, too,
warrants a rehearsal of the main facts of
this strange case.
Last AVednesday night. Daisy Coulters, a

student in Brown University, was seated
at a desk in a room in her father's house
in Auburn, reading. She was the sole occupantof the house save for a hired man,

who was asleep in a room on the second
floor. The house is situated in a lonely
