over. I have no evidence to assure ine that
dynamite was used to wreck the train. The
investigation is made, as I said, to learn
the cause of the disaster, taking every
theory into consideration."
The section men employed on that piece

of the road where the train was wrecked
give no credit to the theory that dynamite
was employed purposely to blow out the
roadbed. In support of their contentions
they say that the hole in the roadbed
sloped toward the river, and that no debriswas found on the adjoining tracks,
while had dynamite exploded the cavity
caused by the force would not have sloped

in the New York Central
toward the river, and fragments of ears
would have been blown over the roadbed
a considerabe distance.

Dynamite Theory Sconted.
The men who work on the tracks hold to

their opinion that the roadbed slid out
into the river under the weight of the
train. An explanation was made of the
reason that cement was not used In constructionof the retaining wall. This exIplanation is that if the wall were
cemented golldly the water draining from
the hillside would be held under the road
bed, making it soft and weak.
That part or tno road bed tiiai eaveu in

lias been filled in by the repairing gang at
work, but no tracks have been laid on this
filled ground.
Chief Detective Humphreys, of the New

York Central Railroad, said last evening
at Cold Spring that he will report the
result of his investigation to President De|pew personally,, and declined to say if he
has any information that leads him to believethat an explosion of dynamite caused
the disaster. *

At the coffins of the seven Chinamen
killed in the wreck of the New York Gen-
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Railroad Disaster.
tral train at Garrisons last Sunday, friends
and relatives burned perfumed sticks and
images, yesterday.
In the garden In the rear of the under

taker's shop, in Mott street, they wen

gathered, with the secrecy of the early
Christians at a mass. It is appropriately
an undertaker's garden. Nothing alivt
grows there.
On the trellis, at the Mack wall, nothing

climbs, unless It be spiders' webs. On tin
eurtli, studded now with old paving stones
are broken flower pots and ghosts ol
sprinklers. What could they have sprinklet
in the time when they existed?
A Chinatown girl, pale, old and terrible

guarded the door. Why was there so niuel
secrecy? Only friends and relatives wen

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there, ten or twelve in number. The rest
of the Chinese colonists In the district were
ignorant of a funeral ceremony, ignorant
of the dead, ignorant of English. Were
they so ignorant because the dead had been
smuggled into the country a day before
their death?
"Yes," said Ivwong Woh Sing," to be

honored in death by others than friends
and relatives, one must have been smuggledin for a year at least." There is an

aristocracy in Chinatown.
All identified, the dead men's names had

been inscribed on cards on their coffins.
They were Ong Sing Ok. Fong Sing Sing,
Hop Sing, Wong Gun. Chin Fun Hop, Chin
Lee Sang and Kuug Wah.
They had been strong men, and the

muscles of their arms had been hardened
by felling trees in the forests. Their livingfriends and relatives seemed, beside
them, emaciated.
Emaciated and dejected, they talked

without ever permitting a word which they
said to disturb the immobility of their features.In the things which they said were
reflections of tales full of dragons, of vampires.of women who are flowers and of
porcelain dragons.
Some speeches were graceful, others were

quite horrible. The speakers had not
formed hopes beyond this world nor conceivedany divine ideal. Their moral
thoughts on such a solemn occasion were
as the Chinese art of painting is always,
without perspective and without horizon.
Tortures in tire other world, one said, are

frightful. The souls are led by two ghosts
to a far-off city. They are taken into a

palace before an ugly magistrate. The
great book of the dead is open before liim.
The executioners take the guilty souls and
plunge them into a cauldron six feet high
and enveloped by flames. In this cauldron,
the text says, souls are rent by blades
similar to bamboo twigs. But the punishmentIs not eternal, and as soon as the
souls have suffered It, they take in the
wheel of metempsychoses the forms 'sVhich
shall be theirs always.
This is clearly a Hindoo fable to which

the Chinese mind has added ingenious
.cruelties; .but the man who related it as
a solemn jute is of the Nam.Hon mountain,
.as were the dead. Otbers'in the company
had gentler ideas. One, who restrained
with difficulty' the teifrs in his eyes', safd;
"The soul' of the dead is light. Ala's!

light is a mist. The t.e'Xt sfty's," 'It mayhot talk to those It loves.'
There was no ritual in words. Each one

Said what cam*? to his milid, a maxim, a
verse or a sermon. There- 'was no eulogy
of the dead. One almost praised Chin Fun
Hop, but an old m'afi who seemed 'wise
exclaimed:
"Alas! here is where end all the paths of

life. "\Vhtm man has taken his place In the
land of the dead lie cannot return to light:"
Kwong Woh Sing translated the expressionsthat were most characteristic.
"In this world," saiil one, "man seldom

attains the age of a century. And if he
attained it. of what advantage would it be
to him? From all antiquity the most eminentand the bravest men have been transportedto the bill side." For Chinese
graves are on the hill side always.
"The northern wind has blown," another

chanted, "and the water is like a stone.
One may not hear the sound of the waves
and- the oars are straight (in the ice). The
celestial sovereign has deceived man. I

Another pang almost: "The plants and

the trees which are in this world have a
marked time to live and .to die.

Repulsed Spanish Officers.
The primary crime of prisoners is their

relationship to the secretary of the New
York Junta, but the true facts of the case
are that all these ladies are exceedingly
beautiful and have been much pestered by
the attentions of various Spanish officers.
Colonel Garcia Sanchez, the military Governorof the district, became secretly infatuatedwith one of them, was repulsed,
and revenged himself as above.
The exposure and shock of the arrest

have made all the ladles seriously 111, but
no steps have been taken by the authorities
to make them comfortable.
Senor Colomlnas Ibanez. a Cuban lawyer,

prisoner of war, was shot In the Cerro U'strletlast Sunday night and classed as a
thief.- Two unknown men. who were placed
with their faces to a wall in the same district,and coolly shot, were entered as Insurgentsthat had been killed while trying
to force the barrier. This Is war.
General Weyler has received a cablegramfrom Vera Cruz congratulating

him on behalf of the Spanish residents
there for his brilliant services and patriotIsmto Spain and the honor forever to be
attached to his nnme. Senor Uslbarri, a

prominent Spaniard in Mexico, leads the
signatures, and it is interesting to note
thgt the message emanates from Spanish
tobacco exporters, who have naturally
been greatly benefited by WO'yleris orders
forbidding Its export from Cuba, and thus
throwing the bulk of the trade to -Mexico.
