Poll in Kings County IndicatesTheir Election

EIGHTY MEN TAKE THE VOTE

Van Wyck Should Poll 85,000,
Leaving 110,000 for the Other

Three Candidates.

The most significant poll of the campaign
in Kings County was completed yesterday.
It was conducted under the direction of
Sanders Shanks, who has managed the canvassof Edward M. Grout, candidate for

Borough President, and Frank D. Creamer,
candidate for Sheriff. No effort was made
to canvass every vote, which has been found

through years of experiment to be impracticable,but a fair and honest endeavor was

made to sound sentiment, and eighty trustworthymen were used to do so.

They reported that, in every district, the
. Democrats who had voted against the party

last year on the sound money issue are re-

turning this year. This class of voters averagednine to a district. The canvassers

reported that they found no men who supportedPorter for Governor last year who
did not intend to vote the straight Democraticticket to-day. If these reports indicatethe general feeling throughout the
city. Van Wyck should poll about 85,000,
leaving about 110,000 to be divided between
Tracy, Low and George.

"to lind that a great many of the men in

LITTLE WALLACE A HERO.

His Bravery Probably Saved the Lives of
His Parents, Brothers and

Sisters.

The heroism of Wallace Smith, a seventeen-year-oldBrooklyn boy, probably saved
the lives of his entire family early yesterdaymorning, but he himself was nearly
Hn*»r»orl HontVl

The Smiths live on the fourth floor of
No. 539 Warren street. Besides the father
and mother, the family consists of Wallace;his brother George, fourteen years
old. and two sisters, Sadie and Grace,
twelve and ten years old respectively.
The girls slept in the bedroom next the

kitchen. In the next room were the father
and mother, and the two -boys occupied
the front room.
A lamp, which had been left turned

down on the kitchen table, exploded, and
soon the room was in flames. Wallace,
roused from his slumbers, thought first of
his little sisters, and pulled them out of
bed. Then he awakened his parents and
his little brother. He rushed the householdto the kitchen to put out the fire,
pausing only to snatch from under the
stationary tubs a blazing oil can. The
burning oil spattered over the little hero's
nightclothes, and soon they, too, were in
a blaze.
Mr. Wallace ran to the child's assistance,while his brother George seized a

blanket and threw it about his shoulders,
but not until his flesh had been badly
burned. He was carried lown stairs to the
flat below, where an ambulance surgeon
from the Long Island College Hospital attendedhim.
The .firemen succeeded in confining the

fire to the kitchen, and the bedroom where
thn iMria imii been jislppn. Tlio damage
was about $300.
Young Wallace will recover.

BACK TO THE ALMSHOUSE.
There Mrs. Meyer Will Remain While

Charity Officials
Wrangle.

The Rev. Dr. Lyman Abbott appeared in
the Gates Avenue Court, Brooklyn, yesterday,as the champion of the friendless old

woman, Catherine Meyer, who was found
wandering on Atlantic avenue early Suniday morning.
While the State Insane Asylum officials

were haggling with the county authorities
as to who should take care of her, Dr. Ab-
bott interested himself in the case. It
was partly on his recommendation that
Mrs. Meyer was taken from the hospital at
the Flatbush Almshouse and turned over
to tho fjirp of Mrs. Keuekler. in East New
York.
Dr. Abbott explained to Justice Worth

that it was almost impossible for any ordinaryvigilance to prevent the old lady
from indulging in her penchant for runningaway, and that she needed constant
attention.
Nobody, Dr. Abbott said, seemed to want

to be bothered with her care, and he recommendedthat she be sent to some institution.
Justice Worth committed Mrs. Meyer to

the almshouse for a term of three months,
and in the meantime it is expected that
the contending departments in Brooklyn
shall determine who should bo responsible
for her care.

President Berri Tells Cyclists.- and Railroadsto Combine and

wheeling between New York and Brooklyn
will be practically an Impossibility after
the trolley cars have been put in operation,as there will then be left but a narrowpassage beside the tracks for the use
of vehicles and wheelmen.
President William Berri, of the Bridge,

said yesterday that wheelmen should bend
all their energies to seeure another bridge
to be used exclusively for railroads and
bicyclists.

'The cycling interests are very large,"
said Mr. Berri yesterday, "and if they
should take up the matter with the railjroad men, who now favor such a bridge,
the authorities would soon be prevailed
upon to start an all rail bridge."
Mr. Berri said a railroad bridge could be

built at an. expense much less than the cost
of the present bridge ou the proposed EasternDistrict structure.
"If the city should build such a bridge,"

said Mr. Berri, "there is no doubt in my
mind that it would be a paying investment,
'rim railroads I believe, would gladly pay
a rental which would equal the interest on
the investment.
"Something should be done at once, as

the time is fast approaching when the
present bridge will not be able to accommo|
date the people.""
Marriage by Notary Valid in Jersey.
A marriage performed by Addison D.

White, of Harrison, by virtue of his power
as a notary public, was upheld yesterday
by a jury in the Hudson county General
Sessions. He united James Shuttleton and
Jane Gurley in Harrison on June 10, 1804,
in a ceremony which he improvised, and
gave them a certificate signed by himself
as notary public. The couple lived togetherfifteen months. Shuttleton left his
wife and 011 April 1. 1807, married lliza
McCormack in Harrison. Justice of the

tleton was recently arrested for bigamy.
He set up that the notary public's cere;mony was no marriage. Judge Hudspeth
submitted the question to the jury.

The dead heat between Sly
Fox and Flax Spinner, and the two heads
finish between Lobenguia, Ben Eder and
Myrtle Harkness Were thrilling enough to
set the slim crowd on hand half frantic.
The latter took place i nthe second event,
a selling race at a mile and a furlong. At
the furlong pole Myrtle Harkness looked
like a winner, but Clayton was a little too
quick in going to the whip. Ben Eder had
a bit the worst of it, as he was penned in
by the other two horses, but he was not
jostled, to all appearances. Lobenguia ran
with grand courage under Williams's finish
and hud the best of it by a head. The rain
had not begun to rain in earnest at the
time, but 1.55 for the course is very creditable.
The two-year-olds made a dead heat of

the mile selling race. Fiaxspinner was
badly placed in the first part, but joined
