Sloatsburg, N. Y., Nov. 3..An old woman,
crabbed, eccentric, a rCcluse, was foully
murdered in her borne on the Orange
County turnpike, between Tuxedo and this
place on Sunday x>r Mondoy. The body was

not discovered until this morning.
There is nothing to show that the killing

of the Widow Kinney was a task difficult
of accomplishment, save that she was an

active and muscular woman of sixty. And
there is every reason to know that the escapeof the murderer was an easy matter ]
in that unsettled neighborhood. But what
perplexes the investigators.and there were

many investigators--is the motive. The
neighbors do not believe that it was rob-
bory, for the widow's little store of $7 was
Untouched, and the question is why this j
lonely old woman should have been singled
out for slaughter. 11
The neighbors do not know how to an-

swer this question except by loading their ',
guns and forbidding their women folk to
go out alone after dark. They know notli-

Lonely, Un-nelftliborly Woman.
The Widow Kinney.her Christian name

was Mertie.was not a neighborly person.
That probably made It easier for the murdererto accomplish his dreadful task unnoticed.She desired to be alone, and those
who lived near were glad enough to respecther wishes. Her tongue was dreaded
because It was like a whip. For years and
years she had been a virago. Even in her
husband's lifetime no company had been
welcomed in the odd little four-roomed
house they occupied.

It was said that Michael Kinney, who
worked as a trackman on the Erie allroadfor thirty years, was worse than
henpecked. It was said lhat his terror of
his wife was something abject.that site
compelled him to slep out of doors In the'
bitterest of Winter weather, when her tits
of irratability were on her. And when
Michael Kinney died of pneumonia last
July, the country people asserted that the
noor man had fallen a victim 10 his wife's
cruelty.

But Mrs. Kinney showed a marked
change soon after that. Slip "found re*
ligion," and became absorbed in pious con-
temptation so often that her soft-hearted
neighbors jumped to the conclusion that
they had been doing her an injustice. Nevertheless.sshe refused to grow sociable,
and when anybody spoke to her without;
her inviting them to do so she would turn
her back upon tlicm.
Such was the Widow Kinney. Whatever

the motive may have been, her murder
would appear to have been premeditated,
for oil Saturday she so far unbent toward
her neighbors as to complain that a pane
of glass in a window at the side of the
house had been smashed and that the door
connecting the two (lown-stair's rooms
would not lock.

Suspicious Mini Seen.
The old woman was not seen alive after

that. On Monday night two hoarders at
the Halley House, which is on the other
side of the road, saw a man standing in
her doorway. It was 10 o'clock,'long after
the widow usually went to bed; but tlicy
did not think it worth while to interfere.
Just before dawn on Monday some earlyriser noticed that a light was streamingfrom the old woman's bedroom window, on

the upper floor, which is little more than a

At 4 o'clock In the afternoon a ped!lt»r nnmpil T-nnn- lrnrvnlrofl nt fho frnnf /lr*r»r
The door wits ajar, but all was silent
within, and the pedler trudged away,
There was one of her neighbors with

Mrs. Henion
called at the Kinney cottage yesterday
morning, fearing that the widow might be
111, and meaning to offer her assistance as
a nurse, as she had often done before.
When she. too. found the door open she was
alarmed. She walked in, calling "Mrs. Klhiney! Mrs. Kinney!" But there was no
Mrs. Kinney to respond, and although the
vlsitoi raised her voice so that it could
have been heard plainly on the floor above,
had there been any one to 'hear it, the
stillness was complete.
Fearing the worst, Mrs. Henion clombed

the narrow, rickety stairs and entered the
old woman's bedroom. The Widow Kinney
was lying in bed with her gray head restingagainst the wall. Her face was coveredwith blood. So was the wall. There
was a look of agony in her distended eyes.
Her hands wore clinched as if from the last
sternuous fight against an agonizing death.

Trucks Led from the Window.
Mrs. Henion, 011 recovering from her

fright, hastened to call in the neighbors,
and In a few minutes a score of amateur
detectives were constructing theories and
searching for clews. Of the latter, all that
