Herd of the Animals to Be
Driven to Point Barrow

and Slaughtered,
PLANS OF CAPTAIN TUTTLE.

Relief Ship Bear Dares Not Go
as Far North as the IceBoundVessels.

THE CREWS MUST GO ASHORE

Possibility That They Are Safely Housed
and Supplied with Provisions in the
Government Relief Station.Victimsof the North.

The whole country Is deeply interestedinst now In the fate of one Norvvee-
Ian and seven American whaling ships,
said to have been caught in the Ice north
and east of Point Barrow, with insufficientfood to support them until they returnto San Francisco, their home port.

It is generally believed that all these vesselsintended to return to San Francisco

this Fall and that consequently they were

only provisioned with that view. The Jennieis a supply steamer that went up this
year to distribute supplies, and it is known
that she accomplished this work, giving out
all her spare stores, so that she, too, may
be in need before another year rolls around.
Two of these vessels have been North for a
long time. The Norwegian steamer Fearlessand the American steamer Newport
passed the former three and the latter four
years in the Arctic Sea. wintering between
Herschel Island and the mainland, where
there is a safe harbor protected by the
sheltering island from the heavy ice pack
that is pressed upon its northern shore.
The steamer Freeman and the bark Wandererhave also wintered in the Herschel
Island harbor, but, it is said, they also expectedto return this Fall.

Relief Expedition.
The United States revenue service on the

Pacific coast embraces a supervision of the
whaling fleet In Behring Sea and the Arctic
Ocean, north of Behring Strait, in order to
see that the laws prohibiting the distribu-.tion of fire arms and "flre water" amongthe savages of Alaska and Siberia, in the
way of trade, are carried out. They also
patrol the sea to exercise what supervisionthey can over the sealing interests on the
American side.
For this purpose the revenue cutters

Bear and Corwin make yearly trips to the
Arctic seas, and their officers are naturallywell informed concerning the conditions
prevailing there, in the Summer months, atleast. It was natural, therefore, that,wh^n if woes ~~ 4-_ xt.

Imprisoned whalers, the revenue marine
should be called upon to perform the hazardouswork, they oelng provided with suitablevessels as well as experienced officers.But it is full late In the season now to
start upon an Arctic ivoyage, and unless unusualconditions prevail the Bear, which
has been selected for the work, will find
it very difficult to get far North without
Incurring a greater risk than a relief shipshould be encouraged to take.

It would be absurd to place the relief partyand its stores under similar conditions
to those that have befallen those whom It is
their aim to relieve; otherwise It Is possiblethat the Bear could be forced throughBering Strait, and perhaps reach the land
somewhere near Cape Hope, though it is
probable that the ship would be crushed in
the attempt. The condition of the imprisonedwhaling fleet Is not so desperate
as to warrant such an heroic effort to reach
It.

News That Would Cheer.
If they are really in trouble, and many

WhaliUSr CUDtalns as well ns others more

or less familiar with the history of the
whaling Industry in that part of the world
doubt that fact, the arrival of a singlesled, with one or two white men bearingthe news that a., relief ship with a hundredbarrels of pork and a hundred barrels of
ships' biscuit awaited the shipwrecked
crews near Sledge Island, or Cape Nome,would buoy them up and they could makethe trip to the stores without very much
trouble.

It is not a new thing by any means for
whalers to get caught in the Ice north and
eastward of Point Barrow, and even longbefore there was a relief station anywhere
upon that coast the men have escaped to thelund and reached a place of safety at CapePrince of Wales or Port Clarence, where
they were picked up .during the followingSummer by the Incoming whalers or the
steamers belonging to the revenue service.
At one time there were about thirty whalingvessels caught in the ice pack above
Point Barrow and the crews of all excepttwo, who elected to stay by their
ships, and were never again heard from,made their escape safely over forty miles
of intervening ice and reached the northern
coast of Alaska, where, scattering out,they managed to find sufficient sustenance
uptil relieved later on. Most of the aban-
cloned sliips passed on Into the great unknown,but two, I believe, remained somewherein the track of the whalers and were
picked up by them during the next season.

Captain Tattle's Plans.
There were several of the escaped sailors

from that lost fleet in the crew of the
United States steamship Rodgers, that
went north in 1881 to search for the missingJeannette and two whalers that were
caught in the ice pack at the same time
the Jeannette voluntarily entered.
Captain Tuttle, who had considerable

experience in the Arctic while in the
revenue service, will command the Bear,and though he has been furnished with
minute Instructions, he has also been
advised that he may consider these as
mere suggestions, especially when conditionsarise that had not been anticipatedby the Secretary of the Treasury, who issuedthe instructions.
Every effort will be made by CaptainTuttle to get beyond Norton Sound beforethe ieo forma thorp onri v»o

Sledge Island, about forty miles from PortClarence, by the 15th of December. TheRevenue Bureau has information thatNorton Sound does not freeze over untilJanuary, and In that case Captain Tuttlo
may arrive at his destination at thetime fixed, but If he Is calculating upon an
open Winter north because the Winter inthese lower latitudes has so far been verymild, he Is likely to be mistaken, for thewhaling captains have found that the climaticconditions are reversed. A coldWinter here indicates an open Winternorth, and vice versa.

and shelter. Three years' supplies were al
ways maintained there, and three men wen
there, paid to take charge of the station
This was prior to 1896, but since then tin
relief station has been taken in charge bj
the owners of the vessels engaged in tin
whaling business in that part of the Arcth
Ocean.
The supply of stores has been maintain^at this station ever since, and this year, i

is said, there are four hundred barrels o:
flour at the post of the North Americai
Trading Company, only sixteen miles fron
Point Barrow. This is in excess of tin
three years' supply purchased from tin
Government and the stores taken to tin
fleet by the steamer Jennie. So that afte;
all the ice-bound whalers may not be ii
such great distress as appeared probabh
when the news of their detention flrs'
reached this country.

"Meat on the Hoof."
But be that as it may, they should hav<
