Grand Kapids, or Chicago, and that he
wanted his old job or none.

Anson deposed from the captaincy wiil
be Anson, the gentleman, retired.not a

first class star in a fifth rate vaudeville.
The prestige of an honorable career in the
greatest baseball league in the world is
not to be lent to the advertisement of a

minor league team with nothing but a

bread and butter career before it.
To step from the pate de fois gras, the

terrapin and the wee, cold bottles of the
Jvational League to ham and , slabs of
mucilaginous custard pie and boiled spring
water is more than the proud spirit of
Adrian Constantino Anson can endure,
and he doesn't' propose to stand for it.
What his future will be, providing the

Chicago Club deposes him, Anson scarcely
knows himself. There are billiard matches
to be played, clay pigeons to be shot at,
and waiters to be wagered. In all of these
skilful arts the Chicago captain has had
a more or less checkered career.in baseballwagers, decidedly less.
Anson is not vainglorious nor egotistical.

He id proud of the work that he has done
on the baseball diamond. He has reason
to be proud of it. No man ever has been a

member of a national team as long as he
has been, and none has ever been connectedwith the diamond who has served
with more honor or faithfulness. "When I
am done," said he, "1 am going out in the
full blaze of what glory may be mine, and
I am not going to be an advertising annex
to anything less prominent than the NationalLeague."

It cannot be
doubted that certain European countries
intend, if they can possibly tind an excuse
for so doing, to dismember China.
"The mission to England, France or

liussia is at this time of less Importance
than is the Chinese mission. My opposition
to Mr. Bryan grows out of the recognized
necessity of having a strong man at this
important post, and I do not believe that
the friends of Mr. Bryan will contend that
he meets these requirements."

NO REDUCTION
II STATE TAXES.

Lower Rate Promised, but
the Assessment Has

Gone Up.
NO ECONOMY THIS YEAR.

Legislators Will Talk About It,
but There Will Be Plenty of

Money to Spend.
Albany, X. Y., Doc. 18..The Republican

State leaders are bragging that the State ]
tax rate will be materially reduced by the i
next Legislature from the high rate of 2.09 <

mills on each dollar of valuation, which
was increased by the Legislature of 1897. ]
Optimistic ones predict that the rate will (

be brought below 2.50, but the calculations
and estimates of the State Comptroller and
the State Board of Tax Commissioners
does not furnish a reasonable basis for (

predicting a tax rate of less than 2.55. ^
This'promise of a lower tax rate does ,

not mean that the Republican majority in
the Legislature will be economical in makingappropriations. The fact is otherwise,
for it will have the benefit of much higher j
valuations of real and personal property
upon which the State taxes will be levied. ]
So that while the same excessive appropriationsmay be made, the augmentation '

of valuations will produce an apparently 1

lower tax rate, but not lower taxes.
l'l> Go Assessments.

The total valuation of real and personal
property in the State last year, as returned t
by local assessors, was $4,506,985,694. Ac- ,
cording to careful estimates made in the
State departments, the total valuation of <

1896 will be increased by an amount from
$300,000,000 to $500,000,000. This percent-
age of Increase is about one-eleventh, and
the tax rate necessary to raise $12,000,000
.the amount of the* tax levy this year.
would be about 2.55, with which the State
Administration can go before the people
next year shouting about their "economy,"
unless their scheme of playing on the increasedpropertv valuations is understood.
The increased valuations were brought

about by the State Board of Tax Commissionersacting at the behest of the Bepublicanleaders, who foresaw that increased
taxable values would reduce the tax rate
and require no diminution of appropriations.

An I'ncqnnl Assessment.
The Tax Commissioners warned local as-

sessors last Spring that their oaths com-

pelled them to assess all property, ical
and personal, at its full value. The Board
threatened criminal proceedings if local assessorsdid not obey the law. Only sporadicattempts were made by local boards
of assessors to obey the law. Grand juries
in Westchester, Oneida and Clinton countiesreturned presentments against assessors.and in these and other counties
the assessment rolls showed 'ncreases in
valuations. The State Board, however,
found that there was criminal disregardin various localities. In several 'nstances
town assessors failed to assess at full
value at all, and couiity boards of supervisorspunished towns assessed at full
value by adding 10 their assessments when
values were equalized for the levying of
the State tax. This placed towns as-
sessed at full value at a double disadvantage.

rnese inequalities la assessments have
raised a storm all over the State. The in-
justice to thosq. assessed at full value Is J
apparent. If the tax rate is lowered those
assessed at full value will really suffer,while in those counties where the assessmentis only 60 per cent of full value thetaxpayers will train.
Legislators from various parts of theStflte, moved by complaints of their constituents,are to move either for a full enforcementof the tax laws and equal, full

assessments levied, or the the existing law
be changed and a new method of taxation
enncted. It is openly asserted that the
methods of assessing personal property this
year have resulted in taxing fully the live
stock and implements of farmers, while
the assessment of personal property in the
large cities has been just as lax as ever.

Cities Also Complain.
On the other hand, the taxpayers of largo

cities, notably New York, have complained
for years that enormous taxes have been
levied on them, from which the rural districtsreceived the benefit. It is notorious

yearly discriminated against New York
County in favor of the up-State districts.
At any rate, the questions of assessments,

equalization of assessments and taxation
will be anions the most serious of the prob-
lems to confront the Legislature, notwithstandingtlie fact that Senator Piatt and
Governor Black have given orders that 110
dangerous legislation will be permitted to
go through.

Plans Now 011 File.
The plans are by A. B. Cassidy, nava

architect, of Washington.
In design, the vessel closely resemble

the Monterey, but it also has certain foa
tares of the coast defence battleships In
diana and Massachusetts. It is to be 20
feet long on load water line; extreme bean
50 feet: draught 12 feet 6 inches, and wil
have 2,500 tons displacement. It will hav
two triple-exptnslon engines, developing
3,000-horse power, and will be protected b;
side and turret armor varying from fou
to ten inches in thickness. The batter,
will be very heavy for the size of th
ship, and will b composed of two ten-inc
two eisrht-inch and four ten-inch bx-cech
loading rifles, six six-pounder and one out

pounder rapid-fire guns.
Ir is not the intention of the Xavf

Militia to ask Congressional assistantfortliis ship. They will, go to the Legish
turo. and with the assistance of prominen
men in New York hope to secure an apprt
priation without difficulty.

Useful for Harbor Defence.
The vessel is intended for a practice shlj

but it is so designed that it will be avai
able for harbor defence in case of emei
gency. The idea in building the ship wit
these dimensions is that the expense of hr
maintenance and operation may be reduce
to the minimum.

such a vessel for drilling the reserves, th
officials at the Navy.

' CRAMPS GO TO
PiCIFIC MTERS.

Will Spend Ten Millions on

a Ship Building Plant
at Seattle,

THEY SEEK A MONOPOLY.

New Establishment Would Enable
Them to Build All of Uncle

Sam's Vessels.

One of the sore trials of the Cramps, the
shipbuilders, has been their inability to
build all the ships for the United States
Navy. Though they grabbed off every big
contract let in the East, except where they
would let them go elsewhere occasionally
for appearances' sake, in the Navy Departmentand in Congress there was an

understanding that where several vessels
were to be built at the same time a part of
them should be constructed on the Pacific
coast. The only shipbuilding concern on

the Pacific capable of doing this work was

the Union Iron Works, -of San Francisco,
which secured all these contracts. Now
the Cramps propose to reach out for this
business, and to do it will erect an enormousplant on the shores of Puget Sound,
at Seattle. It will cost $10,000,000.

3Iaii Who Knows Talks,
Among the persons who stood on the

dock and witnessed the sailing of the Klondikerson the City of Columbia on Thursdayafternoon were George L. Hammond,
