Mr. Green, denying any feeling other than

that of the deepest respect for Bishop Pot;ter, disputes the accusations made against
this country upon grounds of patriotism
pure and simple. He has pride in American
accomplishment, admiration of American
character and faith in America's future.
And he spoke yesterday, freely and forcibly,in support of the faith that is in him.
He said:

"I observe that the theme In the discussionof which Bishop Potter found it desira-
Die to introduce nis reneeuong upon Americancivic life was 'The Churchman's Civic
Duties.' It may be that ills criticisms are
to be differently interpreted from what
they would be were they addressed to
people without church affiliation. It ill becomesme to attempt to dctine the civic
duties peculiar to churchmen. Perhaps
Bishop Potter conceives them to be differentfrom those of the ordinary citizen.

"It has always seemed to me. however.
that churchmen's duties and other men's
duties were precisely the same in regard to
civic affairs. The chief of them, and, in
fact, the one duty which, properly fulfilled,
embodies all the rest, is that a man shall
participate in the constitution and improvementof the government of the country."I do not agree with Bishop Potter when
he declares that Americans do not stop to
consider public matters seriously. I tnink
he is in error when he says that Americans
have not the same vigilance and interest in
the Government that English people have,
The most impressive element, perhaps, in
American life is the keen, careful attention
which people of all grades pay to the af-
fairs of the nation, as they are chronicled
from day to day.

" 'Purity of government, Integrity, effi-1
eiency and high-inindedness in officials are,'
he says, 'often lacking.' Of course they are,
They are often lacking in officials the
whole world over, under any and every
sort of government. If the Bishop means
by Implication to convey the Idea that the
American is individually more often lacking
than the Englishman, or the man of any
other race, in the flgirlty and integrity
which go to make a good official, or for
that matter a good citizen and a good man,
I must differ with him.
"If this country or the cities in this

country have in the matter of civil purity
fallen short of the ideals which the great
founders had in view, may it not be largely
attributed td the differentiation which
/Vrnnrtpnn Hfo hn« niulprcnnp hv tho InflllX
from the same countries which our foreign
travellers hold up to us as models? In sayingthat I do not wish to be understood
as opposing immigration, though I would
favor legislation to restrict certain forms
of immigration.
Weals Point in Bishop's Argmnent.

'It is a point of weakness in Bishop Potter'sarraignment of America and Americansthat he is general and not specific.
I cannot imagine how he finds, in a study
of American life, with which he must surelybe familiar in its every phase, ground
for the charge that Americans are deficient
in their criticisms of the various local governments.If there is any one thing noticeablein American life, as I view it, it is
the activity, pungency, force and freedom
with which the American criticises and
keeps his eye upon public servants and
their acts.
"But Bishop Potter modifies this declaration,again, by saying: 'I do Hot mean

adverse criticism so much as I do praise.
They (the American people! do not reward
meritorious service as they should, and as
Id l. nO... I
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am at decided disagreement with him. It
is the unfortunate truth that the higher!
places In the schedule of English prefer-
mem are notoriously the reward of social
status or of monetary possession. The ele-
rations to the peerage are made upon a
basis of pounds, shillings and pence.
"I believe that in the conduct of our army

and navy there is no lack of disposition to
promote, no lack of actual promotion for
pure merit and steadfast service, without
regard to length of lineage or rent rolls.
The very interest which Americans take
In the way their public institutions are
managed and the frankness and promptitudewith which they criticise mismanagement.Inboth of which, I believe. BishopPotter conceives us to be lacking.wouldmake It Inadvisable for any man or set of
men to establish or attempt to establish anyother system. And If there is needed furtherproof that republics.and tills republicIn particular.are not ungrateful, as BishopPotter says they are, I invite reference to
the pension list. It affords room for the
conclusion that, on the contrary, we are altogethertoo grateful, or at least too liberal.

"Are Wie Not Charitable ?"
"It Is further charged against us as

Americans that we are deficient in our
Interest in what Bishop Potter calls 'the
lower strata of society.' I suppose in that
paragraph he does not confine himself to
churchmen. I think no man can run his
eye over the list of eleemosynary institutions,charitable establishments and sums
contributed to what Bishop Potter calls the
lower strata.which I call from preferencethe manual people.without recognizing the
enormous liberality extended toward them.
Society men. to be sure, are not as closelyIn touch with the manual people as theymight be. but lock at the Roosevelt Hospital,the Ottendcrfer Home for the Aged,and the gift of $5'>0,000 or $600,000 by air.
