Atlantle Clty, N. J., July 16,.—To the
peaple and visitors of Atlantle Olty the
pist weel bas been repists with patriotic
sentimeont, which was fittingly brought to
n head durlng the middle of the week by
the departure of ths Morrls Guards, n
swell local milltary organization, for Camp
Sen Girt. where they jolned the depleted
ranks of the Fourth Regiment of New
Teraey Volunteers. Out of lesa than two
hundred members one hundred and thirty-
three mnswered to thelr country's call
Hoelally consldered the Morria Guards
arée to Atlantic City what the Seventh
Reglment s to New York, but from a
militnry and patriotic standpolnt, though
a much mmaller organisation, the local
people have far outshone the New York
poltroons, whose bravery consisted in fine
clothes and in learning new dance steps
while forgetting thelr tactics. TLike the
Reventh Regiment, the Morris Guards were
generally comsldersd a soclal organization,
whe wore millitary (futhes merely for the
eake of looking pretty. Among the mem-
bers of the guards were the sons of the
wealthies: men In town, all of whom, to

a man, gave np luxcrous homes and lives

uf eage nnd ldieness to fight for thelr coun.
try. Among them alsp were many young
{ellows. from Plilladelphia, sons of rien
parants, who have been In the habit of
