This Harbor Lined with Tre-
mendously Powerful
Explosives.

SPOUTS OF AWFUL SIZE

Each Charge of 500 Pounds of
Guncotton Could Destroy
a Battleship.

The destructive foree of 50O pounds of
gancotton Is something locredible, It will ]
blow to pleces {he stéonzest buttle slip, |
built, as it s, from the smallest bolt tn the
henvilest pleece of armor, with the sole puy-
pose of resisting explosives,

The channels in the New York harbor nnd
the Long Islong Sound are.sown thickly
with mines. Soe moch lhns been sald of
them sirice the war began thnt one Ix like-
I¥ to speak lightiy of a mioe. It I= 000
pounids of guncotton In A case with wires
attpchied. The wires conunect with electrle
batterles nnd are so adlusted that an elec-
trie curgent c¢an be sent tlowing through
the mine. One wire makes the mine
“alfve,” that Is, It will explode if brought
Into contaect with a sold sobstance. The
copnection through aenother wire Iimme-
distely explodes the mine.

The destructlon of Cervera's fleet prae-
tleally ended the war so far as the witer
wns coucerneéd. The mines In the rlvers
and hnrbors have been orderdd to be re-
ntoved by the TWar Department. The
enslest way of removing mines 15 to touch
the electrle button which explodes the|
great charge of guneotton, This method '
may suffice In ordluary wnterways, but
New York harbor's shlp clinnnels are
aarrow, with shifting, sandy bottoms, and
the explosion might lmpale them.

It therefore has beéen deecided that no
mine will be exploded in this viclnlty
unless It Is impossible to remove them
with safety.

Thus resldents of New York will mlss, '
perbaps, one of the most meznificent sights '
the world can present, The explosion of
one mine alone (& something of tremendous
sffect. A solld column of water fully |
fitty rfeet at the base shoots up Into toe
sir nearly 200 feet, It ls ke the spout of
a whale, only 0 tlmes as large, The
column rises untll the tremendong foree Ig
exmoended, and then the vnst mass of water |
breaks Into a thousamd falling streams.

The affect of the exploglon of whole rows 1
of mines 15 something Inconcelynhle. Tt |
has never been beleld, because mines nre
too expensive for such nmusement, Sclen-
thile abservation of the mine explostons will
be of grent value to torpedo nnd explosive
experts, but the observatlons may have to
be condneted elsewliere than around -New
York harbor,
