They have found four men who saw
Brant and thres other men comlng down
the streey a few minutes before the shoot-
ing. The three men were gestlculating and
seemed to be excited. When at the corner

there was the report of a pistol, nnd Brant
staggered out Into the street and across on
the opposite side, falllng dead ou the steps
of a residence.

A crowd ‘goon gathered sabout the body
of Brant, and two women looked nt him
and ex¢lnimed, ‘It's Chorlle Brant,” aod
hurrled away. The police are looklag for
them.. While there wis apparently but one
report, three bullet holes were found In
rthe body, showlng elther that each of the
three fired simultaneously or elss that the
assnssin fired so rapldly that the three re-
portg sounded as one,

In the pocket of the dead man was found
an affectlonate letter, evidently to his wife,
but addressed only te Post Offles box 603,
Asbury Park, N. J.; also o will headed:

‘o Migs Mary A, Harding, Davenport
Inn, Ashury Park, N, 1., whow I desire to
be notified In case of my death, apd who, in
the sight of God, Is my lnwial wife,"

Mise Harding, who s now at Asbury
Park, Is the daughter of Roger E, Harding,
a wedlthy cltleen of St. Louls, to whom
Brant was married in Octolbier, 1808, ngalust
the wishes of her futher. They were dl-
voreed In April, 1807, Drant wng formerly
n hotel elerk at Los Angeles, Cal,

It !s msald that Brunt was to bave been
remarried to bls wife at Asbury Park un-
der her malden name. Other letters found
on Brant Indleate that he was not on
friendly terms with hls father-in-law,

All efforts to see Miss Hardlng st the
Davenport Inn, Asbury Park, where she la
Summering with her. fﬂlhnrnﬁl}red futile,

The father, Roger H, Ha g, stood In

the office of the hotel, as if on #unrd ready
