As In the celebrated Heydler telegram

published two weeks ago, attention is once
more directed to the unlqme mode of expressionemployed by the young magnate.
He is decidedly set on the "again" proposition.

If he adheres to the mandate uttered in
the message Andy will again find himself
in trouble when the Orioles return to NewYorkon September 13. It is not likely that
Manager Hanlon will submit to this arbitrarymethod of conducting a baseball
business. If Holmes Is excluded from the
Polo Grounds at the whim of the local
magnate the Baltlmores can claim the game
forfeited, and the umpire will be upheld in
awarding it to them.
The schedule calls for three more games

with Baltimore on the New York grounds
on October 6. 7 and 8. The visitors stand
to win the series as they w-on Monday, providedAndy remains stubborn, and the
chances are that he will. Hanlon knows
when he has a good thing.

NOW F"OR ANDY'S
NEXT SAD BREAK.

Once Before the Anthony Comstock of
Base-ball Barred a Visiting Player

and Made Trouble,
"I wonder what Andy will do next?" was

the natural querry of baseball followers
yesterday, on reading of Freedman's lurid
attempt to evlct Ducky Holmes from the
Polo Grounds.
The future should give the fans no concern.Whatever Andy does will be worth

reading about, and he can always be dependedupon for originality of thought and
execution. Just now he Is posing as the
Anthony Comstock of baseball, but he forgetsthat purity of baseball should begin
at home.
This Is not the first time that Freedman

has tried to take the law of baseball Into
his own hands. Riot did not follow the
former attempt for the reason that the
potent factor was lacking. There was no
crowd. Andy's intentions were good, however,and it was not his fault that the
racket was no greater.
Two years ago, when Andy was directing

the destinies of a team of "wonders" In
the Atlantic League, the Wilmington team
Invaded the Folo Grounds for a series of
games. As the Giants were lb the West
the strategist went up to run things and
see that matters progressed without friction.He was sitting on the bench with
his Metropolitans, when Umpire Hoggins
gave a decision mat uispieaseu me magnate.He let out a war whoop or two, and
then First Baseman Berryhill, of the visitingteams, spoke up:
"Go and put on a uniform if you want to

play in this game."
Under the rules Freedman had no right

to operate a board of strategy on the
bench, but that made no difference. He
ordered out a squad of police and had
Berryhill heaved over the fence. The umpire"was supposed to be dead, as far as
Andy was concerned.
Next day, when the Wilmingtons appearedfor r.he second game, Freedman was

on the lookout with his police. Berryhill
had been placed under the ban. If he came
in the visitors could not play on Andy's
grounds: so there now!
Andy greatly enjoyed the squabble, and

in the end he made the grass eaters from
Delaware feel his awful power. The game
proceeded without Berryhill, and Andy sat
on the bench with .his chest thrown far
out.
