These men have been known for some
time as the legal representatives of the
great Whitney-Widener-Elkins street railwaysyndicate.
The immediate object of this new companywas to bring' about a consolidation

o fi ho independent telephone systems eastof Pittsburg.
Other telephone companies had been engagedin consolidating all anti-Bell interestsin other sections of the country The

great ultimate object of the corporation
was to' obtain a controlling interest in all
these larger companies or corporations.William C. Whitney, it is said, is responsiblefor the consummation of this great
scheme. In his plan of spreading a system
of electric railways over this city, he never
forgot the value of electric subways.Along the lines of the Metropolitan StreetRailway Company he laid conduits of sufficientcapacity to carry telephone wires
for two cities like New York, in addition
to room for his own power wires.
