tliern, to the great relief of the audience,
for Leigh is an indifferent performer.
One night Leigh, who always felt nervous

when he was carried out, told Sandow that
he thought the strong man was not In verygoodform and had better not make the
-attempt. They were playing at (Liverpool.
"I'm afraid you'll drop me," said Leigh.
"You don't suppose I'd spoil my professionalreputation in that way?" the strong

man Inquired, Irritated.
"I don't care about tout reputation,"

Leigh replied; "I'm afraid you'll spoil me."
"Y'ou don't catch me dropping the piano,"

Sandow continued. "It cost me every farthingof ten guineas."
But the piano player's fears were well

grounded. When the fatal moment came
he played something very soft and low, so
as not to create unnecessary pressure on

the Instrument. Sandow raised the piano
high above his head. Suddenly his right
arm "buckled." and the piano and the
player were pitched into the orchestra. The
Instrument was smashed.
Sandow was alarmed. He rushed down

and examined the piano. "It will cost £5
to mend it," he cried In despair. He then
examined iveigii. ies, ue »»iu, a «

have to get a new piano plaver, too."
Meanwhile from the musical hash, they

extricated the unfortunate Ivclgh, whose
leg was broken and who was pinned down
in. the wreck. A trombone player was
hurt and a drum struck by a piano leg explodedwith a loud report.
'Leigh was taken home and treated by a

surgeon hired by the strong man. When
the latter left Liverpool Leigh had to go to
the workhouse infirmary. He sued for
damages before Mr. Justice Darling and a
common jury.
"The repairs to the piano cost me £5,"

said Sandow in his dexenee. "Leigh took
chances, anyhow. If he was Injured it was
not my fault. The piano was very nearly
ruined."

it was said on behalf of the strong man
that there was a crease in the carpet and
that he tripped over it. This, It was argued,
constituted an act of providence, for which
the defendant was not responsible.
Several witnesses testified that Sandow

was not in proper condition to perform the
feat, and that he Should have known it.
The jury gave Leigh a verdict for £125.

MISSOURIBARBERS.
New Law Compels Razor

Wielders to Pass
Examination.

Barbering now is a profession in Missouri.Under a law that went into effect
a week ago, no man may wield a razor
there until he has passed an examination,
conducted by the State Board of Examining
Barbers. The only exception to this rule
is that a Missourian may shave himself
without satisfying any one as to his competency.He is allowed to carve his face
into as many pieces as he chooses without
tirst showing his license to himself.

the St. Louis papers call it, are holding
examinations in tiie principal cities. It is
said the lathering demonstrations are made
on lay figures, and the actual barbering
performed on Populists brought in from
the backwoods.

It is asserted that the law was the re.
suit of the constant complaints about bad
barbering throughout the State. Men with
gashed up faces went to the Legislature
and remonstrated. Organized labor objected
also to the injury done to legitimate barbersby the incapable ones who opened what
came to be Iknown as "butcher shops'' becausethey had to have a thick coating of
sawdust on the floor to sop up the blood
of the "shaves."
The barber law also compels the barber

to observe certain sanitary rules and dip
his razors every once in a while in antiseptics.use clean towels and disinfect his
scissors and himself. Heavy penalties are
inflicted upon violators of 'the tonsorial
statute.
Some New York barbers favor a similar

system here. Eve* since the Board of ExaminingPlumbers was created and men
were forbidden to solder lead pipes with
soap unless qualified with a diploma, the
barbers have held out for some'such regulation.They think it world not only add
dignity to the business, but it would keppdown the barber population by stoppinginvaders from crossing the border from
other States and taking jobs away from
rvew xomers.
Iu Ful'ton street there Is a barber shopthat advertises "Shaving According to

French law." The sign puzzles many. It
means that the proprietor observes the sanitaryrules as to implements that are a
pant of the French code.
There Is nothing on the New York statutebooks to prevent a barber from inoculatinga patron with all the latest diseases.If he mixes bubonic plague germsin his lather there is no system of inspectionthat will find It out and stop it.
"Such laws should be passed to protectthe poorer citizens." said a barber. The

better shops are clean without it, but id
the five-cent places the customer runs manyrisks that might be prevented if hygienic
barbers prevailed.
"Some of the more ignorant barbers put

no stock whatever in the germ theory and
never heard of the word 'antiseptic.'
"The barber's examination is a good idea

and should be enforced. All barbers should
be summoned before the (Mayor or some one
else periodically to be questioned.
"I don't know what the Missouri Board

of Regents examines barbers about, but I
suppose one of the subjects has reference
to refined conversation. A barber should
know how to talk and what to talk about.
For the protection of the public he should
be prevented from practising until he has
passed a satisfactory course in elocution."
The Missouri law, it is hoped, will preventthe carrying of razors by colored men.

They opposed it on that account. When a
coiureu uiiiu is ''apiuim wicn a razor in
his boot he avoids prosecution by asserting
that lie is a barber. As no one is a barber
in Missouri now who has no diploma, unauthorizedcolored men will be summarily
dealt with. The death rate at St. Louis
cake walks will be lowered as a result of
the barber law.
