Cooking Department Was Been Made
Perfect at a Cost of

$5,000.

.$5,000. The refrigerator, of thirty tons
capacity, can hold provisions for the entire
regiment for a week. Nearly all the cookingis done by steam.

the Baltic ports. Where on earth all of the
rodents come from is a mystery. The medicalmen say that their presence menaces,
the health of the countries, as they un-
doubtedly act as carriers of diseases.

unpleasantnesses growing out of the plague!hundreds of the ingenious are at work upon
plans for getting rid of the rats. A ship
