4SEAMENMAtS00NED ON
A SAND REEF
30 DAYS, j

Perils and Hardships Endured ]
by the Castaway Crew of t
the Schooner Annie R.Kemp, 1
Wrecked in Caribbean Sea, ]

H
They Found Refuge on a Bar- 1

ren Cay, and Were There ]
on Short Allowance of Food 1
and Water Until Picked Up.

Captain Took* the Only Boat
Away in a Gallant Effort
to Bring Relief, but Was
Himself Wrecked Again,

Marooned on a small sandy reef that
threatened to disappear into the ocean
depths, their store of food and water daily
decreasing, with no chance to replenish
them, 200 miles from the nearest mainland
and out of the track of vessels. Seaman
Frank White and three of his mates of the
lost American Schooner Annie K. Kemp
grimly fought fate for thirty-six days ere

rescue came.
The wreck of the Kemp lies off the SerenoBank, In the Caribbean Sea. Captain .

Vaux and three of the crew arrived here
yesterday on the steamship Advance from
Colon. Seaman White then told the story
of the hardships endured.

Struck a Reef nnd Broke I'p.
"The Annie R. Kemp was only 156 tons,

but stent timbered and well eauvased
when we left Baltimore for Old Providence
and San Andreas, off the'Mosquito coast,
on October 7," he said. "There were five
of us, not counting Captain Vaux and the
cook. Wo were runniug 'fore the wind in
the Caribbean on October 24 when the vesselbrought up all standing, with a jerk
that nearly took the sticks out of her. She
had struck the rocks of Sereno Bank. We
tried all we could, but we couldn't budge
her.
"The sand cay, where we fetched up

later, was five miles from where the ship
struck. We filled the boat with provisions, 4
water and clothing, as well as Instruments 4
of the Captain, and landed 011 this reef. 4
It was a narrow strip of sand and a bare 4
rock or two, with not a drop of water or 4
any vegetation. There we raised a flag pole 4
with the American ensign Union down, 4
and camped.

Caiftaln'M Cruise for Aelief.
"The captain, the cook and one of the

sailors left in the only boat we had on
October 30. The captain was going to tryto make Old Providence Island. He did
the best he could, but only succeeded In cmaking land thirty miles from Colon and
200 miles from our reef. His boat was
wrecked.
"Meantime there we were without a boat,

wiiii mi; sea uan.v ma King inroads on our
sand patch, and the food and water gettinglower every day. Those with me were
Charles Johnsou. Emil Grouberg and Nile
Olson. We had provisions for twenty days,but when fourteen went bv with no sign
of the Captain we began to husband the
stores.
"We made a raft of drift wood, but it

was not strong enough, and then we contriveda canvas boat that took us to the
schooner. But the vessel hod rolled over
and sunk all but a small part of the portside, and we could not get anything. We
returned to the reef and made another canvasbdht, and In these two frail craft we
were about to attempt the trip to the
mainland whe na sleep sent by CaptainVaux reached the reef on the thirty-sixthday of our imprisonment.
