White the detectives had béen persuaded
for some timo that Weeks was the mnn
for whom they were searching they were
not' sure ol 1t ol bis photograph hiad
been pogitively ldentified, -

When they first ealled on Mrs, Wesks
and asked ber for & pleture of her lus.
band ghe denled having one, Then thiey
weoent to Mr., Smith and fold him thelr aps-
pletons and the evidetce which they hud
seetired 1o support of them, >

“afr. Weeks is my most lotimnate friend,”
sl the bheort-broken fother, “nnd 1T einnot
belleve that he has the siightest connection
with this affalr. It counld not be Lhe. You
eannat e me  believe thaf he I8 80
treachergus, He was much lu the company
af my gavgliter, but It was with my full
knowtedee, and Almee was his diughter's
elogeat friend."”

RATE JUST TO ITS LIKING.

Ways and Means Committee
Places Duty at 1 5-8 Cents
a Pound.

SEARLES'S FART IN THE SCHEME.

Treasurer and President Havemeyer
Devoted Their Altentions to Sena-
tors Who Have Influence
in the House.

Washington, March 0.—Ths Sugar Trust
is agaln viectorlous, the sugar schedule of
the pew tarlff as fixed by the Ways and
Moans Committee to-dny carrylng one and
five-eighths cents per pound on all raw
sugar, which means o clear profit of oune-
elghth of a cent on each pound for the
trust,

A reciproolty parggraph permits of cer-
tain reductlons running down to oue sud
one-helf eenits with countries making satls-
factory reclprocal conventlons. A differen-
tin} of one-elghth cent per pound Is pdded
on refined sugar. ‘The present rate 1s
forty per cent pd valorem. The committee
expects that the mew tax will ralse over
§20,000,000 of revenue,. Tt hns not estl-
ated the profit of the trust.

r Trust Worked Quicily.
worked Its scheme very
gmoothly. Tts representatives remalned
away from the eommittes. None of thém
appeared before It or asked for a thing,
They sald they wonld he thankfnl for auy
small favors. The whole matter was left
entirely with the committee, and the com-
wittep secms to Have appreciated this mod-
esty, But while the agents of the great
trust d4ld not eppear before the committen
they hovered about the elty, They gpend
thefr time where they thought it would be
he most profitable.

Thelr belug rewarded has been brought
around In the most Indirect way possible.
Chalrman Dingley ls opposed to trusts. He
was confronted. though, with the problem
of ralsing sufflcient revenue to meet the
demands of a most extravagant Congress.
A duty on angar ls one of the surest and
qulckest ways of doing It. He belleved In
a high duty. With a chairman belleving this
way It was not 50 lhard a matter to get the
figures as they were wanted. It all came
at first In the shape of & compromise. The
bounty and apoti-bounty men gplit the
difference,

Like Finding Money.

President Havemeyer and Becretary
Searies, of the trost, worked the scheme
through from the Senate end. They worked
In the Senate, and the Senate worked for
them. Sceretary Searles was particnlnrly
active, and always met the men who were
known to be friendly to him and bls con-
freres. Thess Henators have Influence In
the Honse, © Tt was In this ndirect way
thot the trist gucoeeded In Its plans.

The result, then, after & week's discus-
slon, 18 thit tle rote stands gt one and
five-eighths cents. It will enable the trust
to maoke a §4,000,000 bonus. It 18 just so
much money found,

The MeKintey bill put sugar on the free
Hst, It might be supposed that the Presl-
dent would be of the same oplnlon con-
cerning sugur that he was seven yeans ago,
but he has learned n lesson sluce then.
That bill sent him Ioto private lfe, and
agnin’ made him Preslident. In the latter
affair the Sugar Trust had a hand. Tt
showed Its Interest to the extent of sbout
$300,000, 8o It I8 clalmed.

The duty will not please the Loulslapa
members of Congres8 as much us It might.
They wanted a bounty first, and then two
cents a ponnd duty, but will nbot get
slther. One and five-eighths Is better than
notilng, though, and mny bring them Into
Une.

It &id not remain In sesslon long, but the
time wes ample for every member to make
known hls grievance and to learn that Pres-
ldent McKinley will make his own appoint-
ments, The common gricvance is the civil
gervics, Every Cabinet officlal present was
able to state In most distinet torms hig
disapproval of that part of the law which
precludes the appointing of his confidentinl
office force. While no action was tuken, it
Is known that stoner or later some CUANZGS
in Cleveland's extension orders will be at-
tempted.

The sentiment to-dny was In favor of
clvil geevice, but It was folt that President
Cleveland weiit tpo fay., The latention
sepms to bs to remeily thls evll es |t s
looked upon. The Cabinets will stand for
elvil gorvice, but |t wants a chance ot the
confidential force at legst. It may want a
few morp “‘directive positlons™ placed In
the category with the assistant secretaries,
The Cebinet holds that the same ressons
apply to certnln other heads of departments
ag to ashletnuy secretsries,

Mr. Bliss Absent.
