Absolutely Controls the Trade, He Declares.and Has Raised the
Price to anExorbitantFigure, /

A more extortionate, wider reaching trust
than the Sugar Trust I A trust with its

monopolistic tentacles fastehed on the
farms throughout the country! So does
ex-Senator J. O'Donnell, former Railroad
Commissioner, and for twenty years a

member of the New York Legislature, denouncethe National Harrow Company.
The company's main office and works are

at Utica. Within the last ten years, says
«x-Senator O'Donneil, it has practically
swallowed every small manufacturer in the
United States and has bought up nearly
every new and valuable invention. No
fanner so poor, he declares, but he must
pay his tribute to this inexorable con«ern.
Mr. O'Donneil, whose office is at No. 143

Chambers street, is preparing to arraign
the trust before Senator Lexow. He will
then declare the profits of the National
Harrow Company to exceed in proportion
to the amount invested the profits of the
Bugar Trust.

And the Farmer Fays.
"The dividends i*aid by this trust

yearly," said he yesterday, "are somethingenormous, and they all come out of
the pocket of the farmer. There is not a
farm in this country that can be worked
without a harrow, and there is not a
farmer who dares buy a harrow from.any
other than a company controlled by the
fTrust.

"Five years ago Dr. A. R. Gebbie, of
Lowvllle. N. Y., invented a new harrow,
and with $5,000 which he had saved, he
managed to put it on the market. No
toner did the Trust learn of this than it

notified the doctor that he must discontinuethe sale, claiming he had infringed
on their rights. The two harrows were
submitted to me, and as Dr. Gebbies's was
of an enilrel- new principle, I advised him
to go ahead with the manufacture hnd
ale. This he did.
"Finding themselves beaten at one game,

the members of the combine took a new
and more effective tack. They sent out
circulars to the farmers of the United
States, notifying them that Dr. Gebbie had
infringed on their patent, and that any
one using his implement would be subject!
io prosecution,
"Xow. the average farmer is as afraid of

a lawsuit as be is of a green goods man,
Vnl so in time Dr. Gebbie was driven out
of the business,

Strouger After Defeat.
' Suits gajore have been insrituted against

the Trust, and, while the courts in almost
every instance have decided against it, the
high-handed measures taken by ft have;
driven its foes one by one out of the,
field.
"Only a few weeks ago Hench & Dromgold,of York. Pa., in attempting to free

themselves from a contract made with the
National Hgrrow Company, appealed to
the Supreme Court. The decision handed
down was that the Trust was an* illegal
corporation, and hence could not enforce
its contracts. Almost the same decision
Q-fic rnn rl i* ro/1 it-v TTMmtrn Sitnto whan

the Clipper Chilled Plow Company brought
a similar suit. Adverse decisions only
purred the Trust on, however, and it is
tronger to-day than ever.
"'Through its absolute control of the

trade the farmer is compelled to pay $3
more on each and every harrow he buys
than he would otherwise. The retail price
is $10, $12 and $14, and the best should
n.wer sell for more than $7. When the
Trust was originally formed, there were
Ave companies in it.one In New York, one
in Genera, two In Michigan ar.d one in
Buffalo.but since then dozens of others
have been drawn ihto the drag-ner.

"I an: going into the matter fully, and
when I have gathered all my facts I shall
a>k the Senate committee to make a most
rigid examination."

Chicago Hospital. Professor Dahl came to
the University of Chicago In the fall of
1894 from Yale, where ne naa neia a positionsimilar to the one he was called to
fill In Chicago. He was born in Norway
and came to this country at an early age.
He received the decree of Doctor of Philosophyat Yale in 1S91.

AFTER SPORTING JUNIORS.
Alumni Weekly Says Yale's Good Name

Has Been Hurt by the
Letter to Corbett.

New Haven. Conn., March 11..The excitementat Yale over the Corbett letter
and flag Incident has in no wise abated.
The current issue of Yale Alumni Weekly,
published to-day, adds another chapter to
the incident. In an editorial It says:
"The far fetched extravaganza of a letterof well wishing to a prize flghter,

signed by a considerable company of stu-
dents bearing some of the best naine«s of
the junior class. Is the stupidest break we

have ever known college men to make. It
is not funny, although, of course, meant
to be. A foolish, thoughtless act, It is of no
Importance in Itself. It nevertheless involvesthe good name of the college and
of the junior class. If this is denied, then
the highly prized solidarity of Yale life is
denied.
"There is no escaping the conclusion that

Yale will get, as the result of this letter,
an increased reputation as a sports' paradise.The sending of the flag was a good.i
deal worse than the sending of the letter.
Xothing can excuse or extenuate the act.
From a decent standpoint of college loyalty
it was an act of treason. We do not know
at this writing what may be done In Uie
way of repudiation of the act, but the mischiefhas been done. In another issue we
shall comment on the reinforcement, by
this incident, of the demand for some protectionof the great majority against the
small minority."

HER CHILD DIED.

Bereft a Fortnight Ago, a

Woman Twice Attempts
Her Life,

ONCE SHE TAKES POISON.

Again, Being Led to Court, She
Jumps Before a Cable Car

on Lexington Avenue.

And Told Her Husband, William Hornsby,to Pay Her Funeral Expenseswith $300 She
Has in Bank.

A young, woman ran up to Park PolicemanDonnelly, In Central Park, near West
Sixty-sixth street, yesterday. She threw
herself at his feet, exclaiming: Oh, help
mel help me! I have taken poison, but I
don't want to die!"
The woman was taken to Roosevelt Hospital,where the doctors worked over her

for two hourg. They found that she had
poisoned herself, and that she was entirely
sober. When she had sufficiently recovered
to walk, Donnelly took her to the Yorkvllle
Police Court. On the way she told the policemanher name was Hull, and that, havingquarrelled with her husband, she
wished to end her life. The recital of her
unhappiness greatly excited her.
"Why did you come along when you did?"

she cried as they were crossing Lexington
avenue. "I wanted to die. I'll die now!"
Springing from the policeman's side, the

woman Jumped before a cable car and stood
on the track, her hands clasped.
Donnelly dragged her, struggling, from

the track. In the court she was more
calm, and told Magistrate Flammer her
name was Lillian Hall.

"I have been ill," she told the Magistrate."There are many bottles of medicinein my room, and I took up the wrong
bottle. When I found I had taken poison
I ran from the house aud told this police-
man. My husband's name is William Lee
Ilall. He keeDs a liverv stable at No. 42
West Sixty-sixth street."
The Magistrate was inclined to believe

her, but Donnelly, obeying the wise law
that attempted suicide is a crime, told
how she tried to throw herself before a
cable car. Magistrate Flammer decldpd to
hold her, and was about to send a messengerfor "William Lee Hall" when the
prisoner exclaimed:
"Hold on! Don't send for Mr. Hall. That

isn't my husband's name. My husband's
name is William Hornsby."
Mr. Hornsby was soon in court. He said

his wife had been acting strangely for two
weeks.ever since her child died. He
thought the child's death had affected her
mind. He found a letter from her in the
house, which said:
"I will kill myself. I have $300 in bank

with which you can pay my funeral expenses."
Magistrate Flammer committed the womanto Bellevue Hospital for examination

as to her sanity.

GRIEF DROVE TO SUICIDE.

Mrs. Condon, Whose Baby Died in Her
Arms Last Fail, Takes Acid.

Mrs. Elizabeth Condon, twenty-three
years old, is in the Brooklyn Hospital sufferingfrom the effects of carbolic acid,
which she swallowed late Wednesday night.
She is a prisoner, charged with attempted
suicide.
Last October Mrs. Condon was found by

a policeman on Myrtle avenue. She had a

dead baby in her arms. An autopsy
showed that the infant had been given an
overdose of paragoric. The woman has
been despondent since, and late Wednes-j
day night she purchased ten cents' worth
of carbolic acid. This she swallowed at
the corner of Park avenue and Cumberland
street.
She was carried into a store, and re-

moved to the hospital.

NOT A SAFE RIDING PLACE,
Juljus Boehm, a Boy, Badly Hurt by an

Elevator, on the Top of Which
He Played.

Julius Boehm, an errand boy, of No.
508 Bast One Hundred and Nineteenth
street, had his head badly cut and hit
right thigh fractured yesterday morning
by an elevator accident in the United
States General Appraiser's building, at No.
195 Wooster street. The boy was employed
by the firm of B. Andrews on the eighth
floor. He amused himself by riding up
and down on the top of the freight elevator.
The elevator was passing the third floor

when he lifted the guard rail out of place.
It got caught, in the frame of the elevator
in such a manner as to stop the elevator
for a minute or two. The cables un-
wound, and when the guard rail broke
from the weight upon it, the car dropped
down. It was brought to a standstill with
a sudden jerk about two feet from the bottomof the shaft. The force of the shock
threw the boy against an iron stanchion
and caused his injuries.

JURY'S QUEER ARSON VERDICT.
Acquitted the Prisoner, but Made Him Pay

Half the Costs.
Media, Pa., March 11..Thomas Lee, a mill

owner, who has been 011 trial here 011 the
charge of arson in setting fire to his mill to
obtain insurance thereon, was yesterday
found not guilty. The jury singularly
placed half the costs pn Lee and half on
Sidney Moore, the prosecutor.
Lee paid his share, but Moore was taken

into custody by the Sheriff until his share
was paid. The case against Lee practically
rested on the evidence of Moore, who was
the manager of the mill, and Lee was presidentof the Moylan Company, which oper-
ated it.

IT WILL EMPTY PRISONS.

A Court of Appeals Decision in Texas UpsetsMany Sentences Throughoutthe State.

Galveston, Texas, Maroh 11..Henry
Smith, a young negro lawyer, has won a

case in the Court of Criminal Appeals,
which upsets the whole system by which
misdemeanors in the various cities of
Texas have been tried by the Recorders.
The Recorders were city Judges, and years
ago were made ex-officio Justices of the
Peace by the Legislature.
As city Judges they tried violators of

city ordinances, and as Justices of the
Peace they tried misdemeanor violators of
State laws and held examining trials in
felony cases. One of Smith's clients,
Lizzie lynox, was convicted before RecorderJohnson, of this city, sitting as

Justice of the Peace. Smith attacked the
validity of the act of the Legislature clothingthe Recorder with the jurisdiction of
Justice of the Peace, pointing out that
the constitution provided that Justices
should be elected by the people and that
the number of such Justices in each county
is limited. The Recordership is an appointiveoffice.
The Court of Criminal Appeals sustains

Smith's claims in every particular. Lizzie
Knox is ordered released, and the effect
of the decision will be the freeing of all
prisoners now in jail serving sentences im-
posed by Recorders when sitting as Jus-
tiees. As there are lteeoraers 111 evi-ij

city In the State the effect will be widespread.The emoluments of Recorders are

cut in two, and there will doubtless be
litigation about lines and fees collected
by the de facto officials.

BRIDE ATTEMPTS SUICIDE.
Middleton (0.) Girl Shoots Herself in Indianapolisand Asks to Be Buried in

Her Wedding Clothes.

Indianapolis, March 11..A young woman

of about nineteen years of age tried to
commit suicide in the Grand Hotel to-day
dressed in her bridal robes. She shot herselfin the left temple, after having writtena note addressed "To whom it may

The young woman entered the hotel at

"Jennie Doty, Middleton, O." Xot appearingeither for breakfast or dinner, suspicionwas aroused and ended in her being
found wounded in bed with the revolver
by her side. She was taken to a hospital.
where, in her delirium, she often called
to some one by the name of Oliver.
"Don't strike me, Oliver!" she would

say. "Please don't strike me. You used to
be so good to me." She repeated this

A telegram was received to-night from
Oliver Cousins, of Middleton. O.. asking if
Jennie Doty was dead, and If not, how
long she might live. A reply was sent that
she was unconscious and the result doubtful.

Question by the Opposition in ParliamentIndicates That King George
Has Made a Proposal That

May Avert War. *

Berlin, March 11..There Is growing
impatience in Germany at the tardiness of
England and France in taking summary
steps ^"0 compel King ueorge to remove ms

troops from Crete. The National Zeitung
to-day, L: a presumably inspired article on

the situation says that If the promised
coercion Is not proceeded with by the
powers Germany will not take part in
further negotiations which may be entered
into for the presentation of another note
to Greece.
The Cologne Gazette, another newspaper j

that usually gets inspiration from the Government,says that the powers have not

yet agreed upon the method of applying
coercion to Greece. Germany and Austria
are in perfect accord as to the application
of drastic measures, hut Russia and Great
Britain are uncertain.
Russia sent instructions of a serious natureyesterday, both to the admirul commandingthe Russian squadron at Crete

and to the Russian Minister at Athens.
Expects Xo Aid from Relations.

Atliens, March 11..King George an

thorlzes the announcement that he does
not expect, nor has he at any time since
the present troubles arose expected, either
advice or aid from his relatives upon or

near the thrones of Europe. He relies entirelyupon the justice of Greece's cause.
The King admitted that he had expected

the most sjmputhy from the Prince of
Wales, w.hos? wife is the King's sister,
and advised him to influence the recall of
Sir A. Billottl. the British Consul at Canea.
"But," His Majesty added, "Biliottl is a

titled personage and is able to spread
official lies concerning the troubles in Crete
which find ready believers."
"King George further said that the marvolimiamnhilivratino of the Greek fleet has

provoked the jealousy of the powers. The
Greek Government li?8 deposited the sum

of money necessary to pay the coupons on

its debt."

Athens Quieting* Down.

Athens, March 11..The situation here
is Improving. The city is more quieting,
and apart from occasional outbursts of enthusiasmon the part of the populace, who
approve of the attitude of the King, there
is very little of an exciting nature.

state as being extremely pitiable. They
are utterly destitute, and are emaciated
from hunger and illness. Most of them are
women and children, who were transferred
in open-decked sloops, exposed to the
weather, in an absolutely nude state.
Many of the women were driven raving
mad through their sufferings and from
flight. Several children were born at sea

or upon the landing stages, where the
unfortunate creatures disembarked. ]

DISPUTEON LONG'S HANDS
Naval Bureau Heads Are at Odds Over e

Recent Decision Made by SecretaryHerbert.

Washington, March 11..Secretary Long
las already been treated to a Naval Bureuu
jontroversy, this time one involving two
technical bureau chiefs arrayed against a

third. One of Secretary Herbert's lasl
official acts was to direct that the battle
ships Kentucky and Kearsarge should be
equipped with an electric plant capable oi
Luiuiug Lue turrets, ngnting rue snip,
operating the ammunition hoists, the
winches and all the auxiliary machinery,
excepting the steering gear and the
capstans.
This decision is an important one in itself,but Mr. Herbert went further. He

issigned the work of design and installationto the Construction Bureau, thereby
taking it out of the hands of the Bureau
jf Equipment, which has had to Co with
electricity as applied to the lighting of
war ships.
Engineer-In-Chief Melville has urged SecretaryLong to abandon the idea of using

electricity instead of steam in turning the
turrets and running the auxiliary machinery.Captain Chadwick, chief of the
Bureau of Equipment, has also made formal
protest, and has tiled an objection against
the work being done by Chief Constructor
Hichborn. Secretary Long is inclined to
take no action in this case, or any other
controversy, which shall set aside Mr.
neroeri s decision, xie uoes uou iimjuwc,
it is believed, to have the technical battles
ot the past Administration fought' over
again.

schedule on wools and woollens was substantiallyadopted to-day by the Republicanmajority of the Ways and Means
Committee. Some important changes were
made in classification with a view to meetingthe objections of the wool growers to
the use of cheap wools, imported at carpel

: rates under the McKlnley law, for clothingpurposes. Other than these little
change was made.
The paragraph# of the McKlnley law imposingdouble- duties on washed wool and

three times the unwashed duty on scoured
wool; imposing 80 cents per pound or

waste and the rates for manufacturers oi
wool upon wool advanced beyond the coniditlon of scouring, were all readopted.
The schedule of yarns, cloths and other

manufactures was not quite completed,
but it will follow strictly the McKinley
schedule. No serious change in the relationsof these duties can he made without
disturbing the symmetry of (he woollen
schedule, now that the McKinley duties
011 all classes of raw wool have been
adopted without change.

Senator Ellsworth's Measure Approved by
the Assembly.

Albany, March 11..Senator Ellsworth's
bill exempting State bonds from taxation
was passed by the Assembly to-day, by a

vote of 77 to 50.
There was a'sharp debate on the question.

Mr. Armstrong declared that the motive
which induced the drawing of the bill
was the desire to make a present of these
bonds to a number of favored people, who
were awaiting legislation which would permitthem to purchase at a ridiculously low
figure. Mr. Armstrong denied that the
sale of the bonds subject to taxation was

an impossibility, as had been charged.

the bonds were exempted, the Comptroller
could not sell them at par.
The measure was then passed.
