The young man of that name sat in the

adjoining cell on a couch reading a novel
entitled "The Ruling Passion," by Gerard
de Nerval. He has classic features, this
"man in gray," and he is cool and evidentlygritty. He expects to go to prison for
a term of years, for yesterday he confessed
his guilt on one particular count.

Not Flustei'ed. by Scrutiny.
Each time he was confronted by another

of his victims he regarded her complacent-
ly for a moment and then resumed the
reading of "The Ruling Passion." He alwaysdid this with an air of weariness and
the stereotyped expression: "These people
make me tired." Some of the people who

"He was dressed in gray," said
the young woman, yesterday; "he does not
have the gray ulster now, but I recognizehis gray vest."

ASSEMBLY FOR
DOLLAR GAS.

Its Committee Will Report
Favorably theCantorLaimbeerBill.

REDUCTION FOR NEW YORK

Pending the Completion of
Plans the Price Will Be

Graded.

THE LOBBY MAY TAKE A HAND.

Jealousy Between the Assembly and
Senate Committees Over the Plan

to Deal with the Bills and
Gas Companies.

Albany, March 12..Unless the gas companiesdevise some scheme to save themselvesbefore Wednesday of next week the
Assembly committee on Gas, Electricity
and Water will report for the favorable
consideration of the Assembly the CantorLaimbeerbill, providing for dollar gas for
New York City, with municipal supervision
of the companies, and will also report fa-
voraoiy tne Dins tor dollar gas for Albany,
Cohoes and Waterford, the Bondy bill for
dollar gas for the cities of the second class
and the eighty cent gas bill for Buffalo.
Such is the information vouchsafed to-day
by a member of the Assembly committee in
question.
Pending the completion of plans for a

reduction of prices for gas, the negotla- j
tions for which are now going on between
various persons and the representatives
of the gas companies, it may be stated
that the end of the conferences will be the
favorable report of the bill providing for
a graded reduction of the price of gas in
i\ew iuiii j.lie journal several weens

ago exclusively stated this was to be the
programme to be finally carried out.

The Lobby May Interfere.
What the effect of the reporting of the

Cantor-Lalmbeer bill will have on the
representatives of the lobby here for the
killing of the cheaper gas bills is hard to
ascertain. The effect will only be known
in detail by the few with whom the lobby
will be able to deal. The companies have
agreed to stand for the graded reduction
bill, but If the taste of some of the legislatorsfor the blood of the gas companies
Is allowed to develop the cost of killing the
Cantor-Lalmbeer bill, which gives sub-
stantlal relief to the consumers, will be so
great that the efforts of the lobbies of the
days of Tweed, Fisk and Gould will be cast!
In the shade. With the cheaper gas biils
before the Assembly, popular sentiment
will demand their passage. The gas com-
panies men have been alarmed by the ultimatumof the committee, and between
now and Monday, when the Senate Com-1
mittee's Steering Committee will hav to
report to the full Senate Committee, busi-;
Jiesg will be dop£ at .some, stand, whether
at No. 49 Broadway or some other place is
not known. The action of the Committees
of each House yesterday was indicative of
the general scheme of the Committees.

the bills and the gas companies. The assertionwas made that the Senate Committeehad pretended to Invite the Assembly
Committee to Its hearings, but had not
given the invitation, and was seeking to
obtain all the honor and the glory and
anything else resulting from the gas bills.
The fact Is that the Assembly Committee
will take the bull by the horns nnd will
endeavor to do business without the aid
or co-operation of the Senate Committee
which has such bills In tow. The Senate
Committee, of course, deeming Itself the
more Important body, will have a different
scheme.
The finessing of the Committees Is apparentto the men who are behind the Cantor-Lalmbeerbill, and any extraordinarydevelopmentswilt be closely scrutinized to

see if there have been any chances for
fraud. In this relation It may be properto recall the scandals of 1886, when the
r\ew iorn gas companies were compelledto reduce their price, although a vast
amount of time and money had been expendedto defeat the bill. The same influencesare at work against the bills this
year.
The results of the work will be seen in

the report of the Assembly Committee on
Wednesday. If the gas companies have

This couplet, which puzzled a conundrumlovingking and gained liberty for a condemnedprisoner, who finally explained fliat
the man to whom he was pointing was his
own son, loses Its pre-eminence in the riddle
books when compared with the genealogical
problem which is now worrying Captain De
Slmoni, the Italian agent on Ellis Island.
Captain De Sintoni's son has married a

sister of Captain De Simoni's wife, and
every inspector and interpreter on the isl-
and has been called in to give expert evidenceon the subject. It has been, therefore,submitted to the test of the Greek,
Russian, Italian, French, German and Englishlanguages, and some of the results, as

told by the captain himself, are as follows:
"My son has a lovely wife, but he should

not have selected my wife's sister. As it
is, he has married his own aunt. That
makes him not only my son, but my
brother-in-law. He is his wife's nephew,
his mother's brother-in-law, and, if I have
other children, uncle to his own brothers
and sisters. But, whatever else he may
be. he cannot escape his wife's mother be-
