HIS CONVICTION UPSET.

Ex-Alddlerman Parks to Be Tried Again on the
Charge of Maintaining a Gam-
bling House.

Tha good people of Asbury Park, N. J.,
are much concerned over a recent de-
ciston of the Court of Hrrors and Appenls,
which upsets the ecouvietlon In the Mon.
montth  Connty Court of ex-Aldertnan
Charles Parka, of the New York Tenderioln
disiriet, and grants him a new trial upon
the charge of keeping a gumbiing houvse fn
that place during the Sommer of 1804. In
the Spuing of 15824 Parks went to Asbury
Park, whers he became interested In prop-
erty on Fifth avenue, one of the most ex-
clusive and fashlenable guarters, opposlie
Hunset Lalce.

Just at the helght of the séasen, on Au-
fuat 21 of that year, the pretentlous estul-
Ishment was ralled by the Ashbury Park
pollce, and one Willam Myers, together
with a domen or more pliyers, were wrrost-
ed. The secondstory of the swell villn,
as well ns an annex In the rear, was found
to be fitted up with all the paraphernalia
of ¢ well-pppolnted gumblers’ club.

Parks  wien toe tild wl arresis came,
repudiated Myers and dlsclaimed ali cou-
naction with kim, s s0 czasperated
Myers that he turned sgalnst Parks, with
the result that the developments broughe
nliont the Indletment by the October Ernmi
JI|.|nr_v of that yeir of Purks and a number of
olliprs,

The trisl took place November 16, snd the
proscotition insisted on the admisslon of |
evidence benring on Parks's peputation undf
operations In New York. He was convigted |
nod genteneod by Judge J. Clarence Conoves |
to an lmpelsonment of five months In the |
Caunty Jail and to-pay a fine of 500 and |
cosls. He appenied the cnse on & writ of
ertor to the Supreme Court and wag re-
leased on hall,

The Supreme Court sustained the rullng |
of Judge Conover, and Parks carried the |
case up to the Court of Hrrors. Once the l
State had bis appeal dlamissed, but It was
relnstared, and the eourt deciged sgﬁ'inutJ
the Stnte. Parks will have to be trled
nguli In the Monmoeuth County Conrt, and
n formidable effort will be mnde Ly the

rosecntlon co—ffush the trial to a speedy
weginning.

Thoke on the
upper finor who were not stupefied by the
narcotle eame tumbling down stalrs over
eaclh oilber to ascertain the couse of the
commotion, When they snw whoatthetroubie
was (ley rushed boek and hld uoder bunks,
in elpsets and wherever they doitld find a
nook, They were secure In thelr hiding
places anly untll the lowerflobr was cleated
and two wagon lopds of chattering Mongo-
ligns, Willie Hong incladed, had been cart-
el to lMeadquarters, togethor with the
fan-tan luyenl, the cakh bhox and severd]
pipes, lnmips and other 2vidence of oplum
suoking.
