PENSION BILL RECOMMITTED.

Sunset Election Bill Passed After a

Defence of It by Assemblyman Van
Winckle.Bills Signed by

the Governor.

Trenton, N. J., March 15..The fact that
the Legislature is within sight of general
adjournment brought an unusually large
-crowd of people here, many of them prominentpoliticians from all parts of the State,
Interested in pending legislation.
Judge J. Frank Fort, Mayor Seymour and

Carl Lentz, wTere busy in the Senate all
evening watching the progress of the electionbill which consolidates the municipal
and State elections, so that they will be
held the second Tuesday in November in
Newark and Jersey City. The bill came up
in the Senate at 9 o'clock, and the discussionwas led by Senator Ketcham, Republican,from Newark. After considerable
debate, the bill passed.
Assemoiyman amiuiuoiei, mc

of the Race Track bill, placed on the clerk's
desk to-night a monster petition bearing
nearly 4,000 names favoring the passage
of the bill. The caption is regularly printed,and he says this Is only a forerunner
of the petitions that are to follow. Similar
sheets are to be circulated all over the
State and he says that next week petitions
signed by 20,000 people in the State will
be placed on file.
The Governor to-night signed the bill

which provides for a more speedy payment
of the Police and Fire* Departments in
Newark and Jersey City, and the bill which
releases the title of real estate in Orange
which is the property of W. H. Townsend.
Assemblyman Wilde, of Burlington, pre-

seated a large batch of petitions from
members of the local granges throughout
ihe State favoring the bill for the reductionof the salaries of State officials, which
measure will be considered on Wednesday
morning as a special order.
When the pension bill came up In the

Senate 011 final passage, Senator Vorhoes
opposed the passage because he wanted to
make some statements, so the bill was
recommitted for a hearing to-morrow at
isoon.

Trenton, N. J., March 15..Vice-ChancellorStevens to-day filed a decree in the
case of the General Electric Company
against Frank Z. McGuire and others.
Some years ago Frank A. Magowan met
Frank Z. Maguire, an agent of the Edison
Company, who wanted to establish a plant
of the Edison Company In Trenton. Ma- y

gowan soon had a franchise, and he subsequentlyforced the Trenton Electric Companyto consolidate with his company or
stand competition. In the consolidation,
without Magowaa's company springing a
wire or erecting a pole, Magowan came
out with $150,000 or the Stock o>f the local
consolidated companies.
McGulre declared lie was to receive half

of the stock, and the Edison Company, subsequentlybecoming part of the General
Electric Company, brought suit to recover
the $75,000 stock claimed by their agent.The Vice-Chancellor holds that the GeneralElectric Company is entitled to fourtenthsof the $150,000 stock, and WilliamHayes, who was one of the incorporatorsof the local company, to two-tenths.

the back. Before she could delicver furthet
blows she was escorted from the courtroom
by order of the Vice-Chauceilor.
The case which involves the ownprshin

of two houses, one at Erie and Twelfth
streets, tlie other at No. 109 Bright street,
Jersey City, has been before the court
about a year. During one of the hearings
Vice-chancellor Pitney declared certain receiptsmarked on a mortgage on the propertyto be forgeries.
Yesterday Mrs. Sarah Fleming made applicationfor the appointment of a receiverfor the property, pending a decision

as to the ownership. Tin estate of Bridget
Flannigan, deceased, holds one mortgage
on the property. Allan L. McDermott, as
administrator, holds another. The propertyis claimed by Mrs. Julia Rathe, CatherineO'Neill and Peter Lawless. The ViceChancellorappointed ex-Sheriff Cornelius
J. Cronan as receiver.

It was while Lawyer Joseph Anderson,
who represented Mr. McDermott, was presentinghis case that the commotion occurred.Something he said about Mrs. Flanniganangered Mrs. Rathe. Standing up to
the lawyer she struck him sharply on the
back, excitedly exclaiming:
"She was my sister, I'd have you know."
Then, as she was about to administer

another blow the Vice-Chancellor sharply
ordered a court officer to remove her from
the room. The case then proceeded.

GRIPPE LEADS TO SUICIDE,
Former Freeholder Waker, of New Brunswick,Shoots Himself While

in Delirium.

Delirious from a long attack of the grip,
Joseph Waker, a meat dealer and wellknownpublic man of New Brunswick, N.
J., shot himself yesterday morning, and
Mrs. Waker, who has been sick for some

time, is prostrated by the shock. Waker
was attacked by the grip six weeks ago.
He was able to be about again last week
for short walks. Yesterday morning Mrs.
Waker left him about 9 o'clock to get him
some medicine. Before she went he kissed
her affectionately and asked how long she
would be gone, as though she were about
to start on a long journey.
When she returned about 10:30 o'clock

Waker was not to' be found. Sophia Peters,the servant, knew nothing about his
whereabouts. They tried all the doors of
the house and found that the bathroom
door was locked. The girl brought PolicemanFaulkner, who burst the door open
and round Walter lying dead In the bath
tub, which contained no water, with his
face and chin covered with blood. He was
fully dressed, excepting his coat. The revolvercontained but one cartridge. His
eyeglasses, that he had apparently put on
so that he could see to properly load the
revolver, were still In position. He had
shot himself in the mouth, the bullet piercingthe base of the brain ami protrudingfrom the back of his head.
Waker was born in Somerset County, Just

out of the limits of New Brunswick, sixtythreeyears ago. In 1875 he was elected a
Freeholder of Somerset County. Upon the
death of his father he assumed charge of
a meat business in New Brunswick and
conducted it until his death. He was vicepresidentof tbe Retail Merchants' Association,a member of the Board of Educationfrom the Fourth Ward of New Brunswick,and was chairman of the Building
Committee of that Board. He leaves a
widow and two sons.

Citizens armed with guns formed a posse

and scoured the village and the country
about for the thieves, but both escaped.

The home of Isaac Smith, of the New

Main avenue, was next visited. Dr. Keeler
has for several years been an invalid, unableto rise from his couch, and his prac-
tlce lias been cared for by Dr. J. L. Synott.
The thieves seemed cognizant of these
facts, for, while one entered by a rear

window and went to work, the other rang
the bell at the front door and engaged Dr.
Synott in conversation about an alleged
sick man whom he wanted him to visit.
Mrs. Iveeler sleeps In the same room as

her sick husband, and when she awoke to
find a man leaning over his couch she
jumped out of bed and dashed at him with
a scream that awoke her husband and
caused the thief to flee. He ran to the
rear of the house and escaped from the
window by which he had entered.
Dr. Synott entered the house to ascertain

the cause of the trouble, and when he
again reached the street the two burglars
had disappeared in the darkness. The burglarwho entered the house was undoubtedlychloroforming the doctor when Mrs.
Keeler saw him, for a strong odor of the
drug pervaded the room after he had
gone.

NO MORE SALARIES.

Bridge Tenders on Newtown
Creek Barred from the

Pay Roll,

MUST STANin FXAMINATION

Kings and Queens Counties Both
Insist That the Law Shall

Be Observed.

TWENTY-SEVEN MEN INVOLVED.

Heretofore the Counties Shared the
Expense, but as the Tenders RepudiateCivil Service They

Get Exercise Only.
Because the men in charge of the bridges

across Newtown Creek, between Kings and
Queens counties, refuse to submit to c'vil
service examinations, the alternative of
working without pay confronts them.
There are twenty-seven men employed
swinging the five bridges, and none of
these tenders has drawn any pay since
January 1 of this year. Heretofore each
county stood half the expense, but now

both repudiate the warrants, on the ground
that payment is In violation of the Civil
Service law.
This 6tand is taken by the Board of Supervisorsof Que^is County and the Aldermenof Kings, on the strength of a decisionby Judge Keogh, declaring the law

compell'ng public employes to pass civil
service examinations to be constitutional.
Mayor Gleason, of Long Island City, says
that no more tenders will be paid from his
end of the bridges, and Alderman Wasmuth.of Brooklyn, chairman) of the Bridge
Committee, says the Corporation Counsel
has notified the Comptroller that the cashingof bridge tenders' warrants cannot be
legally done.
Meanwhile the twenty-seven men con

tinue to swing the big iron bHdges by
hand and board themselves. The tenderrealizethat to make themselves eligible 01:

pay-day they must pass an examination
but the idea is repugnant to them. Ir
fact. two civil service spasms threaten.
Both counties will insist on a list of ques
tions, and it is a lucky bridge tender wh<
survives both ordeals.

Guitans Saviano, the chief witness in "he
trial for murder of Antonio Ancella, in th<s
County Court, Brooklyn, was arrested in
the District-Attorney's office yesterday
while he was waiting to be called. He was

arrested on an old warrant charging him
with sending an improper postal card
through the mails.
Luigi Ancella,* a brother of the man on

trial for murder, pointed out Saviano to
Deputy Marshal Charles Koch. Koch arrestedthe man and it was some time beforethe District-Attorney's officers discoveredthey had lost a witness.' -They
scurried around to the United States Court
with a subpoena for the Deputy Marshal.
District-Attorney Backus questioned Mr.
Koch about his authority for arresting his
witness.
Koch explained that Saviano was arrested

for sending the card on October 2, 1895.
He w»s then living at No. 357 North Sec;ond street. He was held in $500 bonds for
the Federal Grand Jury. He jumped his
bail, and the authorities have been searchingfor him ever since.
When Luigi Ancella heard that Saviano

was to be a witness against his brother he
told the United States authorities where
their man could be found, and pointed him
out to Deputy Marshal Koch. Saviano was
locked up in default of $1,000 bail on the
old charge, but will be called as a witness
in the murder case.
Antonio Ancella was placed on trial for

murder yesterday. It is charged that he
was concerned in the death of Carmello
Sesca and Louis De Fresco, who were
killed in a fight which took place on Union
avenue on Anril 21. 1895. Annie Decker.
a little Sunday-school girl, was shot in the
leg. but she recovered. ,

John Allodia pleaded guilty to manslaughterand is now in prison.
After the row Antonio disappeared, and

was not arrested until last December. All
day yesterday was occupied in getting a
Jury.

and Justice M.addox decided promptly in
her favor. Whiting left the court room
wiiii his counsel.
Shlnu got np hastily and hurried across

the court after them. Mrs. Whiting called
him to eomo back in a tone that could be
beard all over the room. She followed
Shinn into the hall.
"Have you got enough now?" said Shinn

to Whiting. "If not. take that," and he
dealt him two powerful blows on the jaw.Lawyer Heine tired to separate the men.
and Court Officer Doyle took Shinn by the
collar.
"Don't do it, George!" Mrs. Whiting keptshouting to Shinn, as she stood watching

the row. "Don't hurt him!"
The rumpus could be (plainly heard inside.
"Bring that man here!" said His Honor,

sternly, and Court Officer Doyle conducted
Shinn before the bar. T*he officer explained,in a few words, what had taken
place. Shinn was much excited.
"The officer did not see it at all," he

"You shall go to jail for contempt of

court," said Justice Maddox, "until .too
furnish a bond of $2,000 for your appearancehere Saturday."' The prisoner was
turned over to a deputy sheriiT.
By 3 o'clock he had cooled down. His

counsel, David May, told Justice Maddox
that his client was willing to apologize and*
throw himself on the mercy of the court.
May maintained that the assault had been
committed in the presence of the court.
"Let the prisoner stand up," said JusticeMaddox. "Shinn," he eontiuu d. "I

am surprised that a man of your good n.ppeaVancoshould be guilty of uch glossmisconduct. It has been claimed that this
assault was not in the presence of the

hasten after this plaintiff, with tie apparentIntention to assault him. 1 distinctly
heard the defendant call to you to com"
back. If you had shown the proper spirit
after the occurrence, I might have deal
leniently with you* but you contradicted
the court officer and tried to make on;
that po such thing had taken place. 1 will
take into consideration your plea, hoeever.I will impose a fine of $50 and yen
will remain in the custody of the Sb.-id
until linid- Otherwise von must sra to hill
for fifty days."
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
