Those who Have exnimined the plins ‘of
this beat as preparcd by Arcehitect David
W. King, of No, 111 Fifth avenue, have
eéxpressed purprise that nothing of the king
has been hnliy In New York before, This
s ane of the few great clties of the world
Iying directly on the odean, yel amply pro-
tected flom the sea.

Tight mies from the Battery the sult
broezes of the ocean are to he encountered
on the hottest doy of Summer. An enpr-
mous populntion take ndynntape of the sea,
as i shown by the growth of Coney Island,
Bath Beach, South Beach and other nearby
resorts on the Long Islnnd and New Jersey
shores, which thousands of people visit
every afternoon and evenlng In Summer,
returning to this city to sleep.

private dinlng room for the creny.

The stage where the vaudeville show I=
fo be given will rest on the maln deck
of the boat In about the mids=hip sevtion,
Forward In the estretie how of the maln
deck Is to be o general Jonnge where people
¢an sl In the open alr and enjoy the
scenery. The stage coms back of that, bot
forward of the stage are ecertain rooms
for the use of the capraln and the pilot
and crew, with dumbwaiters: from the
kltchen,  which “run’ clear up to the ex-
treme top dpck.

The stage s to have e prostenium sopen-
Ing of twenty-elght feet, and a depth
of thirty feet. The wings are to be four-
teen feet, with stalrways on elther shde go-
ing down to the dressing rooms belpw. The
stage 15 to be plaborately Jighted by eloc.
tricity.

In fronti of the stage small round tialles
are altunted In a space forty-four feet in
JAlameter, giving 1,520 square feet of room
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Immediately,

and having searing capacity for 300 people.
Bick of this and lifted up from the gen-
eral floor are two rows of privata boxes,
fourteen in tha first row and ten In the
Seoond.

Thesy boxes are for private parties, and
each will sent from gix to seven people,
Back of thefs diaves and rising up to the
second deck are rows of weats with pe-
commodation for T0D peopdr.

From the theatre you ecan walk righr dp-
stndrs Juto the dinlng room, and there sou
can hewr the music from below, if, indesd,
yom ecannot see the performanees ps you
eat yonr dinner; At the back on each side
are stalrs going down.

On the top deck 1s a great unbroken space
for dancing, ruoning from bow to stern,
This wlll be 80 by 250 feet In size, with-
. and affording a superficial
area  of 20000 squnre feet. On this Im-
mense fioor 5,000 people can find recommo-
datlon. It his not yet been declded
whetber or nof to cut & space through this
deck, looklog down on the theatre. There
Is to be a place on this deck for an or
chestra and many cozy corners for filrta-
tions.

The decoratlons for the boat are to be'of
the handeomest description. There wlil
be carpets, cushlons, palms and other
plants and o fountanln hns even been sug-
gested., The top deck Is 1o be covered with
an elgborats and handsome awning. Flags
or all nations will flutter from innumerable
