
SUGAR SCHEDULE TO
BE NEXT ATTACKED.

Democrats Form Their Plans
to Foil the Trust's

Schemes.

WANT POLARiSCOPE TEST.

Big Fight to Be Made Also When
the Iron and Steel Section

Is Reached.
/

SLOW PROGRESS ON TARIFF BILL.

At ti e Present Rate Not One-fifth of It
Will Have Been Considered When

the Time Comes for Voting
Next Wednesday.

Washington, March 27..The Democrats In
the House will make tielr next big fight on

the sugar schedule and the proposed duty
on steel rails. The minority has planned
Us attack and has some hope of success on

the su-mr schedule. If the attack falls,
however, it will nave piacea me nepuuiicansmore openly than ever on the side of
trusts.
A determined effort will be made to strike

out of the schedule entirely the differential
on white or refined sugar. The minority
will try to amend this section of the Dingleybill so that sugar imported into this
tountry will only pay a tax on the saccharinestrength, as shown by the polariscope.
The minority holds that this would shot
the Sugar Trust out of any undue profits
In refined sugar arising from a differential.

Rettdy with An Alternative.
Falling in this effort the Democrats will

move to amend the bill so that it will be
distinctly ordered that the differential shall
not exceed one-eighth of a cent per pound.
The framers of the Dingley bill claim this
now, but this statement, the Democrats
claim. Is false.
The Dingley bill Imposes a duty of 1

cent a pound on all raw sugar testing 75
degrees by the polariscope. Three onebundredthsof a cent is charged for each
additional degree until 96 degrees is
reached, where the duty reaches $1,63 per
hundred pounds. No raw sugar tests high»rthan 96 degrees. *
The uniform rate of $1.87% per hundred

pounds Is charged on all white or refined
sugar. So the differential in favor of the
Eugar Trust, which refines the raw sugar,
can be much greater than the one-eighth
claimed by the framers of the Dingley bill.
The lowest differential the Trust can possiblyhave is the difference between the
fluty on refined sugar, $1.87*4 per hundred
pounds, and the duty on the highest test
on raw sugar, $1.63 per hundred pounds.
This difference Is 24*4 cents a hundred

pounds, or virtually one-quarter of a cent
a pound. The differential will increase 3-100
of a cent a pound for each degree the polarlscoplctest goeis below 96.
The Democrats will insist tbat if a differentialIs to be levied for the benefit of

the Sugar Trust, the Republicans must
place It absolutely at one-eighth of a cent
per pound, as they claim it is. If the Republicansrefuse to do this they must stand
the consequences.
The Iron and steel schedule will be

reached early next week. Then the minorityintends to make it very interesting for
the Republicans when the paragraph on
Steel rails is reached. The Dingley bill
proposes a duty of $7 a ton on steel rails.

The debate on the Dingley bill in the

House to-day was very tame compared
with the exciting scenes of yesterday. Thefright given the Republicans yesterday,and the effects of the caucus circular sentout last night, filled the seats on the majorityside of the chamber within a fewminutes after the hour set for meeting.'The chemical schedule was finished, and
some of the paragraphs under the earthsand earthenware schedule were taken up.Mr. Dingley culled the attention of theHouse to the time that was being wasted,and refused to listen to a suggestion fromthe minority for an extension of time.Mr. Richardson said the figures in the

statement iurntsneU by theeommittee did not bear out the assertionIf Chairman Dingley In his opening speechthat the duties In the pending bill ranged
etween those of the McKinley and Wilsonbills.
Mr. Dingley, responding to Mr. Richardion.said his speech showed how a jugglingwith figures could be made to show an apparentIncrease of duties, when. In fact,there was an actual decrease. This was

done by reducing the ad valorem duties to
ipcclflc, and then comparing them with
those of the present bill; but the difficultywas that lu one case the percentage was
ralculated on the prices of 1800-93, and in
the other on these of 1896, which were much
less except that upon earthenware, glas3,tobacco, sugar and silks, the duties In the
pending bill were less than those In the
klcKiuley bill, and in many other schedulesthe figures were those of the present law.

Public School No, 25 Decoratedby the Public EducationSociety.
THE FIRST SO TREATED.

Eighteen Pictures and Four Casts!
Included in the Collection

Placed There.

Primary School No. 25, at No. 180
Wooster street, Is the first public school
In New York tn be decorated with works of
art by the Public Education Society.
Yesterday its large class ro >m, on the

top floor, was hung with some wonderfully
beautiful photographs and casts, given by
the association's Art Committee, of which
Mrs. Edward S. Mead is chairman. The
other members of it are Mrs. Lorillard
Spencer, Mrs. J. W. Markoe, Mrs. Edward
R. Hewitt, Mrs. Victor Sorchan, Miss Vail
and Mrs. Reginald de Koven. Mr. Schuyler
Van Rensselaer is president of the associonand Lockwood De Forest, one of the
school inspectors. Is an ex-offlclo member.
Eighteen pictures and four casts were includedin the collection. The subjects are

interesting and cannot fall to appeal to the
children, while their appreciation of the
beautiful Is being cultivated.
In an alcove hang cast? of the famous

"Singing Children," after Lucca della Robbla,and portraits of Washington and Lincoln.Flags will be draped above these.
At the entrance of the recess are casts of
portions of the frieze of the Parthenon.
Two large photographs of angels playing
musical instruments, after Melezzo da Forli,hang near the specimens of Grecian ast.
There are two figures of knights in armor
from the tomb of Maximilian at Inns-
bruck, and a portrait of a child, after
Moreelse.
The girls will be interested in her quaint

"Examination Fiand" Ma/ Yet Beat the Ad
ministration Favorite in the Bureau of

American Republic's Contest.

Washington, March 27..The trouble over

the appointment of a director for the Bureauof American Republics is about at a*

end, and there is little doubt that the
Administration and Joseph P. Smith will
come out on top. Examinations were held
ttL LliC OLttLC 1/C^UltiiJCUt biiio ai.vviuvvuy

and four candidates, including Smith, answeredthe catechism.
The examinations were oral and were

conducted by the Executive Committee of
three ministers and two representatives of
the State Department. Smith was the first
to appear, and spent most of his forty
minutes in getting acquainted with the
diplomats. When ne emerged he wore a
broad smile. In order to comply with the
regulations of the Bureau, which Secretary
Sherman was forced to recognize, two
other candidates.Frederick Hilder, a

clerk to one of the Congressional committees,and J. W. Hoyt, of the District.were
entered into competition against Smith.
As the Examining Board was congratulatingitself upon the easiness of its work,

it was appalled by the appearance of a

fourth candidate, who Is known far and
wide as the "examination fiend." His name
is Grant Webster, and he formerly held a
rtiA«iroViin "rirlor thA TntoHnr Dpnartrnfint.
Usually his rank is at the top of the column.
Once before this candidate gave the State
Department Examining Board a scare when
it was desired to send Hub Smith as DeputyConsul-General to Constantinople. Webstercame within one-tenth on 1 per cent
of beating the favorite.
This afternoon when Webster appeared

the Board resolved to give it to him hard.
Questions which would make the Civil ServiceCommission blush were put, and he
took them with great relish. He hopped on
one foot like a candidate for admission to
the Government Printing Office, and actuallyasked for something harder. The
Board worked itself tired, and then gave up
the job of trying to kill Webster. His name
probably will be certified with Smith's, and
Secretary Sherman will show his race-track
ability to pick Smith for the winner.

MANY "L" CARS WERE
LIGHTEDLAST NIGHT.

"Pintsch" Gas System in
Operation on the Sixth

Avenue Line,

FOUR GAS SUPPLY STATIONS

Manager Fransioli Says That 400

Lighted Cars Will Be Runningby April 10.
The lighting of "L" cars by the Pintsch

gas system was successfully begun last
evening, and 265 cars on the Sixth avenue

system were brightly Illuminated. A few
of the trains had every car lit by the new

light, while the others were run with one
or two dark cars to a train.
To the thousands of passengers, who, in

spite of legislative enactments and frequent
promises of the railroad officials, had never
made themselves believe that a good systemof "L" lighting could be anything but
a dream, the bright cars were a surprise.
une inauguration or tne system was a success.
On some of the cars, owing, apparently,

to defective connections, the lights burned
dimly, but with most there was no trouble.
There are four lamps, of forty candle

power each, In each car, and they are so

placed as to well light the entire length of
the car. The lamps are about nine feet
apart, and each has four burners. Under
the old system there were three smoky,
dingy, oil-dripping lamps In every car. A
supply tank is now under each car, and
for refilling these tanks four stations have
been established, one being at One Hundred
and Forty-fifth street, one at One Hundredand Forty-fourth street and two at
One Hundred and Fifty-fifth street.
The new lighting system, although new

to the "L" roads, Is old to the cable roads
of the city and to most railroads throughoutthe country. And the "L" officials
Anally adopted It under stress of what is
known as the "L" Itcad Lighting bill,
which was introduced by Asemblyman Andrewsand became a law on April 27, 1896.
It required the "L" roads to have twofifthsof all of its cars equipped with a good
light by April 27, of this year.
General Manage^ Fransioli declared that

the company is now in earnest in pushing
the Improvement forward, and that, insteadof waiting for the time limit, fully
four hundred properly lighted cars will bo
in operauon uy April iu. Alter eompiet!Ing all the ears on the Sixth avenue line
they will take up the Ninth, Third and
Second avenue ears. The law provides
that within another year all of the oars
i^ust be properly lighted.
