NEW STEEL, PROCESS.
Will Convert Wrought Iron In Six

Hours ut Small Coat.
Iron and steel manufacturers and workersare much interested in the claim nude

by an Illinois man that he can convert
wrought iron into sfeel in six hours.
A feature about the system that is

claimed to have been discovered is that it
can Le applied to part of a piece of iron or
part of an iron tool without changing anybut tite part desired. Machinists and iron
tool workers can easily see that if tills is
tree the invention will be of value. Every
ron tool lias to be of two narts; first an
Iron boifv or frame, anil second a steel
edge. The steel possesses properties which
the Iron has not, but the Iron has the
strength that Is needed. According to the
present prot ess a pinner or machine knife,for instance, lias to be made \/> in iron
and afterward the steel ribband for the
edge has to bo weld'-d 011. This often destroysthe steel's properties 011 account of
tile intense heat to which it is subjected.By tlie new process it is declared tlint theentire tool can be made of Iron and thatthe edge can then be made into steel withoutchanging the nature of any other partof the tool. The conversion is accomplishedthrough a chemical process that Is the seer1of the Invention.
The Inventor of this process is a man oft'erman and Swedish descent, living atBradley, III. He Is said to be well versedIn mechanics, especially as applied to Ironand steel, but hns little knowledge of theworld, and In fenr of his secret being stolenfrom him and used to the profit of somebodyelse he hns kept the very fact of hisdiscovery to himself.-.Cincinnati Enquirer.

MAKING ('LOTHESPINS.

600,000,000 Mannfactured Every
Year in tlie United States.

There are probably very few people outsidethe trade who know anything concerningthe vast number of clothespins that
are annually required to supply the millions
of housekeepers throughout the United
States. It Is estimated tiiat as many as

50,000,(XX) dozens, or 000,000,000 single pins,
are manufactured In Eastern und Western
factories every year. The product Is superiorIn workmanship and finish to anythingof its kind turned out anywhere in
the world, and Is shipped largely to all
parts of Europe, where It can be sold
cheaper than the rough and poorly homemadearticle.
Clothespins are made in this country

principally out of bench and maple. lilockR
of this wood are fed to a very Ingenious
and exceedingly rapid-running machine,
which has three separate compartments.
One of these cuts a block of wood up into
a dozen or more pieces, each of which Is
suitable for forming a pin. It next seizes
and cuts the "erutol," or place that Is to
grip the wash on the clothesline, and the
final operation turns the neck and head of
the pins and sinoothens and finishes them
off by the bushel, ready for use. The pins
are then packed into boxes, each containing720, and the boxes nre then nailed up
by another labor-saving machine, ready for
the market.
There are two grades of clothespins, firsts

and seconds. The best, quality nre worth
35 cents and the Inferior ones sell for 25
cents per box wholesale..Washington Star.

Oliver Dillon, of New York, and Mrs. John
Perry, the three Misses Perry and Master
Perry, of Kansas City, who were among
the victims of the Bourgogne-Cromarty-
shire sea tragedy. The Hiawatha party
failed to accomplish Its first object, thoughIf. succeeded In finding a large number of
bodies, some being identified and all given
burial at sen after the clothing on them
had been thoroughly examined and marks
of Identification removed.
