Capt. Goodrich, Former War
College President, Re-
portson Its Defence.

REFUGES FOR WAR SHIPS.

Powerful Shore Works Needed
Near Which They Could Lie
if Overpowered. k

Whashington, Aug. 14.—Cnptaln Cusper P,
Goodrich, of the Bt. Tonis, lnos made a
report to the Nayy Department on the fi-
ture defones of the Amorlean coast. Caip-
tnin Goodrlel 18 g naval export, and waa
for a time president of the’ War College.
The suggestlons made by him are based on
the resultz of the war with Spain.

In his report Captnin Goodrlel fakes It
for granted that the future polley af the
Navy Department will be_to build a lirge
navy. He foresees the dificnltios which
must be obviaied to muake this const safe
from naval rald and to present what he
couslders the Weal defence. IHe SAYR:

“The guestion evidently hinges npon the
completeness of the enemy's investiient.
If he Be present In such aoverwhelming
farce as to shut in our main fleet and, in
ndditlon, establish an adequate wateh over
our fortificd harbors, we slinll be powerless
on the water, a8t legat to oppose effectual
reslstones Lo {he blowe contemplutod,

“Buch points must then look to the army
for shore works thut will keep the enemy'-
lighter vesselg off at harmless distances
As agalust landing parties, the regular aor
Stinte troops witl shffier, 1t s stmply o
fuegtion of the most profitable ves of the
means at hand. All points cannot be jiro-
tected; some must be left exposed,

“The army mwast Ineur the obligation of
selecting the snerifielal Tonb. ;

“In apportloning the means to the enil,
the first consideration le the slxe of the
versels thot the coemy can cmploy on ralil
ing doty. This will be determined by the
depth of the water approaches, If the
townsg are exposed ke Galveston, or If
the harbars are deop npd Yoomy., the omis.
eérs of the enemy c¢an be of larger type. If
the water he not deep, If tha harbors he
narrow and limited or the towns back from
the coast, the cruisers willl be of the
smaller type.
