Philadelphia, Aug. 18..The Admiral
Dewey, the first of the four steamers beingbuilt by the Cramps for the American
Hail Steamship Company, was launched
this afternoon. Mrs. Edwin S. Cramp,
wife of the superintending engineer of the
Cramp Company, christened the vessel.
These four vessels will be named for distinguishedadmirals of the American navy.

They are to be operated in the trade betweenBoston, New York and Philadelphia
and Jamaica. B. IV. I., and may be re-
garded as the pioneer vessels of the postbellumdevelopment of American commerce.Thrj- will be operated by the
Boston Fruit Company aud will furnish
weekly mall service to West Indian ports
as far as Jamaica.
