Board of Commissioners
Awaiting the Examination
of the Defendants,

The death of Alexander Scott, due to his
participation in a bout at the Greenwood
Athletic Club last Thursday night, has
been taken up by the Board of Pnii<><» rwn
missloners and was discussed by them at
yesterday afternoon's meeting. No action
was taken, but the matter will come up
later.
When a Journal representative asked

Police Commissioner Bernard J. York as
to the probable action of the Board, he
said:
"We discussed the death of Scott at our

meeting this afternoon, buU took no decisiveaction. It was the sense of the
Board that it would be well to defer action
until the examination of the defendants,

I which is set for September 6. All the facts
will be brought out at that examination.
and the Board will then be In a position to
act Intelligently in the matter."
Commissioner York said' that he, perisonally, was not In favor of boxing clubs,

but .as they were sanctioned by law, the
Board was compelled to issue licenses.
However, if the Greenwood A. C. had violatedany of the Board's regulations it
would be obliged to pay the penalty. When
Commissioner York was informed that
Scott's death was due to exhaustion, resultingfrom his own exertions and unlit
condition, he said:
"That is a matter meriting the closest

investigation by the Board."
Pol'ce Commissioner Abell expressed the

opinion that Scott's death was due to
shock. The Commissioner severely criticisedthe club managers, who, he said,
seemed actuated solelv by a desire to get
oil 4-hrv mnnor

to the safety of boxers or rights of patrons.
Scientific glove contests were well worth
seeing, but slugging should not be tolerated.
