Count Golouchowski, the Austrian Ministerof Foreign Affairs, has responded to the

communication of the State Department
upon the subject that Spain is so deeply
humiliated by her recent disasters that
the Austrian Government does not purpose
to give offence to the Queen Regent and
to the Spanish people by granting to the
United States Increased diplomatic importanceat the present juncture, a response
which has caused much irritation at the
White House.
Spain maintains a full-fledged Ambassadorat the Court of Vienna, and as matters

now stand he, by reason of his superior
diplomatic rank, walks far in advance of
the United States Minister and receives all
sorts of honors and compliments that are
withheld from the latter. Ambassadors
have a right to a seat at the table of the
sovereign and of the reigniug family at all
State banquets and court suppers, whereas
the Ministers Plenipotentiary have to take
their chances of getting anything to eat
with the crowd. The Ambassadors figure
In the royal and imperial procession,
whereas the Ministers do not. and 110 mat-1
ter how long a Minister Plenipotentiary
may have been waiting to see an Imperial
personage, or any Austrian dignitary, If an
Ambassador makes his appearance upon
the scene he is received before the Minister.
At the forthcoming ceremonies in connectionwith the jubilee of the Emperor the

Ambassador of vanquished Spain will occupya front seat witli the Ambassadors of
Turkey, Italy. Russia, Great Britain,
France and Germany, while the United
States Minister, unless he is recalled by
the President, win nave to stanu rar away
in the rear beside the Ministers of Switzerland,Servia, Greece and the petty
South American republics.
There is no country which more frequentlyresorts to methods of_ this kind

for the purpose of inflicting slights upon
foreign governments who happen to have
Incurred her displeasure than Austria, and
the war of 1859'hetween France and Aus-
tria may be said to have originated with
the impertinence gratuitously offered to
Napoleon III. by accrediting as envoy to
his parvenu court of the Tuileries a Herr
Hubner. who had begun life as a tinker
and had made bis way into the diplomatic
service by rendering himself valuable to
the great Prince Metternich as confidential
messenger.
Austria, too, is the only Government

that has the insolence to send abroad as i
its representatives envoys whose wives, <
though claiming and receiving in foreign
countries the prerogatives of ambassadresses,do not enjoy the right of presentationat the court of Vienna, and who
are not known eveh by sight to the membersof the imperial family. It is perfectlytrue that in the majority of these
eases the only reason why these ladles are
barred from the court of Vienna is to be
found in their plebeian origin. But, still,
it 's. manifectly a piece of gross discourtesyon the part of Austria to send
abroad as envov a diplomat whose wife,
although Austria claims for her the rank
of ambassadress in the country to which
her husband is accredited, is not consld-
ered socially qualified to be admitted to
either court functions or social receptions
in Austria. '
