The President himself has been much opposed to the idea of having an investigation, and it
was not until after his visit to Montauk Point and the continued fecurrence of complaints of bad
management, especially in transportation matters, even after Tie had left there, that he vielded. He
said to one of his callers'a few days ago that he did not believe an investigation eught to be made in,

“The demand comes principally from certain newspapers,” said the President, “and if 1 order
an inquiry it will simply be a gratification to them.” :
His action to-day in naming a'committee to “render the country a great service” by conduct-
ing the inquiry is therefore an acknowledgment that the New York Journal and other newspapers
that have printed charges against the management of the War Department. have at last compelled
Unless the President can secure the services of the men upon whom he has called, or at least
a majority of them, he will not have any investigation at all, but will put it off untit Congress takes
hold of the matter. He does not intend to invite others to take the places of any of those he has

The committee is regarded as a very strong one, though it is not without its defects, if its
work is intended to be thoroughly inipartial. The chairman, for example, General Schofield, is an
old antagonist of General Miles. He is the man who was called into consultation during the war for
the purpose of combating General Miles's plan of campaign and of suggesting others.
