NO SALUTE IN HARBOR.

Spanish Flags Are Down and
Guns Are Silent as the ResolutePasses Morro.

VISITS PAID BY NAVAL OFFICERS.

Dr. Congosto and General Colano
Escort the Commission to

the Palace.

Havana, Sept. 10..Just after daybreak
this morning Morro Castle signalled that a

Steamer, which appeared to be an American
war ship, had been sighted in the offing.
The Captain of the Port answered not to
signal her. So when the United States

transport Resolute, having the United
States Cuban Evacuation Commission on

board, entered port just after 7 o'clock,
there were no Spanish flags flying and no

salute was fired. The Commission consists
of Admiral Sampson, General Butler and
General Wade.
Immediately after the arrival of the Resolute,which was flying some white bunting

forward and an Admiral's flag from her
mainmast, she was visited Dy tne commanderof the French gunboat Fulton, in
full uniform. Then a Government launch
ran alongside the Resolute, having on board
Dr. Congosto, the Secretary-General of the
Government; General Colano, the chief of
staff, representing Captain-General Blanco,
and Major Garcia Bonitz. of the general
staff. Their visit lasted fully an hour.
' At the close of the conference an officer

» of the Spanish war ship Alfonso XII. paid
his respects to Rear-Admiral Sampson. This
Interview was of a very formal nature.
The Resolute was moored to a buoy close

alongside the steel dock. She was surroundedall the morning by hundreds of
small boats, which circled the vessel while
their occupants waved their hats and handkerchiefs.
At 9:15 o'clock the American Commissioners,accompanied by the Spanish officers

ed at La MacbVna wharf. General Blanco'sprivate carriage had teen placed at
the disposal of the Americans. At 9:40
o'clock they reached the palace. The Captain-General'sbody guard presented arms
us they appeared. Captain-General Blanco,
dressed In full uniform, received the Commissioners,and, after formal presentations
and the exchange of official courtesies,
there was a conference of about twenty
minutes. The Captain-General addressed
the Commissioners In English, but asked
them to excuse any mistakes he might
make, explaining that it was a long time
since he bad used that language. The
l nited States Commissioners, acompanled
by General Solano and Dr. Congosto, on
leaving the palace returned to the Resolilt#*.
Colonel Cloas and Captain Hart, the officialinterpreters of the Commission, accompaniedby a Spanish officer, paid a visit

to Admiral Mantorola and to the Captain
of the Port before going to the vessel,
crowds gathered along the wharves when
the arrival of the Resolute became known,
but there was no demonstration.

TRAP EACH OTHER.

They Made a Cast-iron Agreement,
Then All Violated It.

Trouble is brewing for the Brooklyn trolleycompanies. When the plan of running
trolley cars across the Bridge was under
consideration the companies entered into
an ironclad agreement covering all possiblepoints on which differences might arise.
One of the clauses of this agreement regulatedthe number of cars each company

should be allowed to send across the Bridge
during any one hour. The Brooklyn Heights
company was allowed 180 cars, the Nassau
company 72 and the Coney Island and
Brooklyn company 46 cars. For every car
above the number agreed upon the offendingcompany was to pay a flue of $10 to the
other companies.
About a month ago the Brooklyn Heights

company charged that the Nassau people
were violating this agreement. Investigationshowed that all the companies were
exceeding their limits. Flghres showed
that the Brooklyn Heights company had
violated the agreement 3,500 times, while
the combined violations by the Nassau and
Coney Island and Brooklyn companies was
only 1,000. So the last two say thsy are
willing to pay their flues, but insist that
the Brooklyn Heights company do the
