STERNBER HIS
OWN WHITEWASHER

Surgeon - General Blames
Army Officers for the
Crimes of the Camps.

Washington, Sept. 17.—The Surgeon-Gen-
eral's office of the nrmy gave out the fol-
lowlng statement to-day on the ‘“‘responsi-
billty o the medical department of the
army:"

“It would require superhuman power to
meet the expeciation of many of those
who have criticised the Surgeon-General
for hig adminlstration of the affalrs of the
medlenl department of the army.

“His responglbllity Is greaf, and to prop
erly perform the doties Incumbent upon
hiie he must devote his entire time and
cnergies to the sdministration of affalrs
pertaining to his office. But it is gnite
{tiipossible for him personally to administer
or even to supervise the medlcal administra-
tlon of armiés i the feld, For thls pur
pose there I8 o chlef surgeon for each mill
tary department, a chlef surgéon for each
army corps, for each division and for each
brigade.

“There chief surgeons are directiy re.
sponsible to the commanding generals of
the troops with which they are serving.
The Surgeon.General has no direct avthor-
Ity over them.

YTt Is the duty of commanding officers of
regithients, brigades, dlvisions and corps ‘to
gorrect any abuses existing In thelr severo]
commnnds and to bring to the attentlon of
tigher authority any neglect of duty or lm-
proper eonduct on the part of medical off'-
cers under thelr orders. |

“The regulotions of the army und orders
from the War Department glve directions
‘with reference to camp sanitation, the carve

'l ot the sick, ste., and it Is the duty of com-

manding offieers to see that those reguln-

out any previous military experi-
ence, Is abyurd.,

“The Burgeon-General himself has direct

One point which it s hoped will be set-
tled at the specln]l meeting of the School
Bonrd is the car fare of the children, The
l?mu‘d probably, In cuse It rents the Grand
Central Palace, will of necessity pay the
ehlldren's car faré, The congested dis-
trict is too far from the Grand Central Pal-
ace for the children to redch it by walking.
The street car companles, however, (t fu
belleved, will make a reduction in the ehil-
dren's fares. It s hoped that they may be

CAN'T QUIT ARMY
BY MERE POLITICS.

Discharges Must - Now Be Indorsed by
Superior Officers Instead of
by Congressmen.

Weashington, Sept. 17.—The War Depart-
ment hms decldeil to change its polloy in
the matter of granting applications of vol-
unteer offlcers for discharge, and hereafter
no such application will be consldersd uvn-
less Indorsed by a superior officer and for-
warded throogh him.

Heretofore jthe wdschsrges have heen
granted without applylng any general rule,
upon application of officers themselves, In-
dorsed by the Representutives or Seantors
from their Btates.

Inasmuch as the Prealdent looks to the
reglmentul officers (o malntaln  the eff]-
clency of thelr organizations, it Is not re-
gardéd by blm as falr to them to allow dis-
chrges (o be made which may seriopsly ‘n-
terfere with their orgnnization without con-
sulting them.
