Stone walked in.
The cashier gave an uneasy start, but

seeing the examiner was smiling, replied:

sooner if you have the help of one acquaintedwith the books."
Stone left at the usual time that night,

but the examiner lingered, and in figuring
up a column noticed a small discrepancy.
He thought it a slight error, but after supperwalked to the Stone residence and in a
joking manner said: "There's a deficiency
in the bank, Mr. Stone."
He thought the cashier would laugh, but

instead he turned deathly pale and asked:
"How much is it?"
"A hundred thousand," said the bank examinerfacetiously.
"You are wrong," replied Stone; "it is

only $42,000."
The effect of this can be imagined. There

was a hasty examination of the books that
resulted in closing the bank.

Robert Murray, a colored private in the

Twenty-fourth Massachusetts Infantry,

Williamsburg, by Bicycle Policeman Thornton.Murray is a convalescent soldier in
St. Catherine's Hospital. He was admitted
to that Institution on Saturday morning,
having come from Forto Rico on a hospital
ship. He is known as a relapse patient,
and is slowly recovering from typho'd
fever.
Murray asked the Sister in his ward yesterdayafternoon if he could leave the

institution and take a walk. As he was still
very weak, the Sister was not inclined to
permit him to go. The soldier pleaded so
hard that permission was finally given.
Murray went out in his uniform, and wearinga heavy army coat. He strolled down
to Montrose and Bushwlck avenues, wherehe purchased some peanuts. Then he continueddown Montrose avenue, and at Leonardstreet he watched a crowd of boysplaying football. The bicycle policemancame along on the asphalt pavement andordered the sick soldier to move on."I'm not doing anything wrong, sir," saidthe soldier. "I'm out for a little airing. Ibelong to St. Catherine's Hospital.""I don't give a d-. who you are orwhere you belong. Get out of iere,"gruffly replied Thornton.

as long as I've done nothing wrong, Idon't see why I haven't a right to be here."It Is alleged that without farther adoThornton drew his club, and after pokingit in Murray's side, placed him underarrest.
Several men who had witnessed the incident.protested, and Thornton warnedthem not to interfere with him. The sicksoldier was fairly dragged to the Staggstreet police station, where Thornton

charged him with disorderly conduct, and
Murray was locked up without opportunityto explain. Later the hospital authorities
learned of the outrage, and Dr. Connors,with other members of the house staff,
entered a protest to Sergeant Simond. The
latter paroled the soldier, who will he arruignedin the Ewen Street Police Court
to-day. At the hospital last night, it was
said that Thornton's conduct would be
brought to the attention of the l'ol'ce
Board.

Mrs. Hart was the mother of eight children.of whom six are married. Her two

sons, Peter niul Charles, lived with her.
When Mrs. Hart called on Mrs. Hughes,
shortly after 7 o'clock yesterday morning,she complained of her hard lot and declared
she didn't know where it would end. She
returned to her rooms upstairs and sat
down at a front wiud.ow. Later church
hells began to ring.
"I may as well cud it a/1 on this Sunday

morning." she was heard to say by one of
her sons. He paid no attention t<> the remark.Then she swallowed nearly two
ounces or the acid before her sons could restrainher. Her screams brought Mrs.
Hughes and other neighbors, and an ambulancewas summoned. When Surgeon Heydernnin.of the Eastern District Hospital,
appeared, he gave it as his opinion that
Mrs. Hart, would d e. The sons declined to
let her be removed, and she died an hour
later.
The sons deny that they did not give their

mother sufficient money, and say that at
times she acted as if she were demented.
They believed she was temporarily insane
when she swallowed the acid.

Not Sail,

A big baronial house. standing in the
centre of two thousand acres of grass
land and bog in County Antrim, Ireland,
has been known for nearly two centuries as

Kingston Manor. A mile from the house
tinder the shelter of a cluster of bills,
there nestles the village of Kingston. The
lord of the manor and the squire has for
generations been an Allen.
Over thirty years ago the squire was

Samuel G. Allen. Ho had four sons and a

daughter. One of the sons Is a minister
of the Church of England. He now reigns
In the old squire's stead. Another son Is
an officer In the Itoyal Artillery. He is
stationed in Ireland. The third is an officerin the Royal Navy. The fourth, Henry,
is a civil engineer.
The old squire was proud of his sons.

Henry was particularly brilliant. He
went through Trinity College, Dublin, with
dying colors. He was the gold medallist
of his year and took double honors in
mathematics. He took up the profession
of civil engineering, but in a year or two
.became a slave to strong drink. His life
in Ireland, his future in Ills profession
were ruined. Ho decided to come to
America.

He Went to Toronto.
In 1869 Henry Allen hung out the shingle

of a civil engineer in Toronto and soon had
a promising future. His mother had died
before he left home and in 1873 his father
died. Henry received one-third of the
stocks and bonds of his father's estate,
amounting to .S100,000, and all the family
silver plate. The latter was valued at
$10,000. He sold it to his brother, Samuel.
On coming into this money Henry abandonedhis profession and again took to

drink. He had intervals of sobriety. One
of these lasted for sixty-Ave days, so he
records in the diary of his life. In that
same diary he declares that since reaching
manhood he has passed nine years, one
month and eighteen liays of sobriety. He
also records that eight years of life for
him have been cut off by Intemperance.
As vears nassed lie became more and

more eccentric. He roomed at. eminently
respectable places, though not expensive
ones, but he took his meals at cheap restaurantsand began to save his money. He
recorded in his diary that he would allow
himself $30 a month for living expenses
and $10 a month for Ihiuor.
A year ago lie was tohl by Dr. Pollard,

of Toronto, that he must take better care

of himself or his .ifo would be shortened.
The physician also advised a change of air
and scene. Then Allen began to talk of goinghome to Ireland. On Sunday evening
two weeks ago Allen was alone in his
boarding house. No. H55 Jervb street. Har\eyHassard, a young medical student, in
his second year ai. Trinity Medical College,
called at the house, and Allen entertained
him for an hour or two. He took a fancy
to the young man, and finally proposed
that Hassard accompany him to Ireland.
Hassard secured permission from his

father, who is superintendent of the Ko^
formatory in Toronto. Allen bought young
Hassard a return ticket to Queenstown,
Ireland, and a single trip ticket for himself.The start was made from Toronto
last Moiiday.

Came Here on Tuesday.
At 9 o'clock on Tuesday morning Henry

Allen and Harvey Hassard registered at
the Hotel Bradford, on Eleventh street,
just west of Broadway, this city. They
were both tired with the journey and went
to their room and slept. At 4 o'clock that
afternoon, Allen went out, saying .lie was

going to get a shampoo at the St. Denis
hnvhor oli.m Tt<. novpp returned.
The trip to Ireland was to be made on tlie

Majestic. She sailed last Wednesday. As
Allen did not return, young Hassard went
to the dock and got the baggage of! the
steamer. Then he began a seared for his
missing companion. Hassard was assisted
by Willis B. Powell, a Western business
man, who is staying at the Bradford. Tuey
telegraphed to Toronto, but got no assistancefrom there. They went to the
authorities and secured passes to ail the
hospitals, jails, Morgue and other places
wheVe they thought Allen, alive or dead,
might have been taken. They searched
hotels and lodging houses, and tramped
the streets and parks day and night. It
was all in vain. The man's baggage was
searched in the hope tht there might be
some ddress in it of friends in New York.
None could be found, but the trunks were
full of valuables.
There was much money in American

bills, and thousands of dollars' worth of
stocks and bonds. There were also some
big letters of credit on English bankers.
Tlie amount totalled nearly $50,000. Actingon tlie advice of Powell, young Hassard
placed these valuables in a safer deposit
box while lie continued the search for liis
companion. Allen had only $1.40 in his
pockets vdion lie disappeared.
Among Allen's papers at the hotel were

a largo number of letters of introduction.
They all spoke in the highest terms < f tlie
mmi Orp nf tlipso \vn« from .Tnhn Shaw
Mayor of Toronto. Among the papers
were also copies of farewell letters u-ritteu
before leaving Toronto.

His Romance in Toronto.
One was addressed to a woman and spoke

of the great love that Allen had for her
and contained a promise that he would returnnext Summer to see her. The other
was evidently addressed to the pastor of a
church. It read as follows:

*'I have made arrangements to return to
my native country, Ireland, and by the
time you read these lines I shall have left
Toronto. You will accept of the bills encosedto assist the Agues Street Church,
and I wish to be kindly remembered to all
connected with it, as I never worshipped
with a congregation in my life T liked so
well. T enclose my portrait, as I presume
there are those who know my appearance
but not my name. If you wish to reply to
this letter, address 'The Queen's Hotel,
Queenstown, County Cork, Ireland.'
"Yours very faithfully,

"HHENItY ALLEN.
"I\ S..If you think proper, remember me

at the prayA meetings, for I am yet unsaved."
The search for Allen made by a Journal

reporter revealed tlie fact that he had gone
to a saloon near the hotel for a drink on

Tuesday afternoon. He lso bought a flask
of whiskey. Then he started out, but re

turned in a few minutes and told the bar
tender that he was lost. He could not re
member where his hotel was not even tin
name.
He described it, and the bartender toll

him it must be the Bradford, just aroum
tlie corner. The man saw Allen start 0111
in1 the right direction. All trace of Allei
is here lost until next day. Then he turnei
Southern & Western Railroad of Ireland, li
which he is a large stockholder. Fron
there he sent a telegram to a friend in To
ronto. This telegram was as follows: "Go
in terrible pecuniary difficulty, consequent
of wbieh I soon reaeh Toronto, but neei
$10 badly. Be sure of prompt repayment
Xo delay.

THEIR FEARS LAUGHED AT,

Trenton Keepers Pay No Attentionto Their Misery
Until Too Late,

TWO OTHER JERSEY GHOSTS.

One Makes Its Home Among Tombs
and Frightens Passers By ; the

0+her Haunts a Village
Main Street.

Three well defined ghost stories come

from New Jersey. Two of them have the
element of nonsense usually associated In
the modern mind with everything supernatural.The third is wholly sad, for it
relates to two men who were driven Insaneby fear.
To the horrors of imprisonment were

ackled the terrors of the supernatural.
William Curtis was in Trenton jail, servinga four years' sentence for larceny.
Several weeks ago he complained to the
keepers that his nights were made intolerableby mysterious noises in his cell.
His fears were laughed at.
Not long afterward George Zupaek, the

occupant of a neighboring cell, announced}
with chattering teeth, that he had seen
a ghost. He was in jail for shooting a

man, and the ghost, he said, was that of
liis victim. It was Zupack's turn to be
ridiculed. He and Curtis became a standingjoke among the members of the prison
staff, and the corridor in which their
cells were situated was nicknamed "the
haunted corridor.." But the prisoners, to
whom the matter was no joke at all, grew
haggard and dwindled in flesh.
Curtis was found a few nights ago with

all the clothing in the cell wrapped around
his head.
"Take me away!" he moaned. "Take me

away ! 1 can't Sleep for the noises!"
His disorder could no longer be utterly

ignored. By way of a concession be was
allowed to eat in another part of the
prison. He was compelled, however, to
sleep in the old cell -to try to sleep, that
is. Yesterday, after another sleepless night,
he was found crouching in a corner of his
cell, huhhliiis' like .1 verv old wnvnim. Tliev
look liiru to the insane asylum, a hopeless
imbecile.
Xupeck's fall from reason was equally

swift. He complained not alone of noises,
but also of spectral figures flitting past his
eel! door. Sometimes they even entered his
cell, one night he was found clinging to
the bars of his door, beside himself with
terror. He was taken to another part of
the prison, and. at his own earnest soliciiua t;" with another man.

I here was to lie no escape for liiid. however.In the morning he told a tale of
stealthy footsteps and of a ghastly light
which he could not account for. He was
110 longer able to eat. The prison doctor
looked him over, but confessed his ma

bility to "minister to a mind diseased
Zupeek became violent yesterday, and it
was not long before he joined Curtis in the
asylum.

X. J., and Little Ferry, X. J. The latter
hamlet is within the sphere of influence
of the famous Itawson twins, whose past
exploits include spirit impersonations.

In a dingy prison In Berlin, bound up by
red tape and Prussian spite. Mrs. Elizabeth
Cohn, of New York, is confined. It is now

three weeks since Mrs. Cohn was thrust
into prison, charged with fraud, and in
spite of what has beeu done by the Statf"
Department, it may be many more dreary
weeks before she is freed.
Seldom has an American been subjected

to such danger and humiliation in a fore'gn
capital as has the young and pretty wife of
Dr. William Cohn,, of No. 600 Union avenue,New York.
Dr. Cohn's friends in Berlin have cheerfullyoffered ball to the amount of 5,000

marks for the release of the young woman,
and her husband stands ready to pledge his
fortune, but the Prussian authorities turn
a deaf ear to all his pleadings.
The direct cause of Mrs. Cohn's plight is

the alleged thirst for revenge of one Ado ph
Petrich, a citizen of Berlin. Mrs. Cohn is the
daughter of August Benjamin, and was born
in New York twenty-five years ago. She
was graduated from the Normal School
with honors, and her family not being
wealthy she started out to earn a living for
herself.
She secured employment as a stenographer

with the firm of Nason & Co., No. 71 Beekmanstreet, for whom she worked severa'
years.
By economy and close application to her

duties, in a few vears her bank book showed
that she had some $5,000 deposited to her
credit in the German Savings'Bank. She
then gave up her position with the "s a sons.
About five years ago she purchased a

liquor store at No. 572 Second avenue and
placed her father in charge, in 1890 she
sold the liquor store to It. Cohn, who had
just come over from Germany, and who
subsequently 'became her father-in-law. in
payment she accepted a note for (5.000
marks, which had been given to Cohn byPotrichs in Germany, who was, besides beingCohn's best friend, the Mayor of the
city of Sempleburg, Prussia.

Pet rich was afterward removed from officefor an offence that scandalized.his con
stitueuts and broke up the home of one of
his friends. The note was given to Colin
for cash borrowed from the latter.

Petricli never paid the note, and Miss
