But Gardiner Seems to Have
Done a Lot of Good Work

This Year.

Fiye claimants are possible for the 189S
^ cle championship crown, and the friends
of each candidate can adduce logical argil-
ments In presenting his case. Bald s right
to the title appears the most clean cut, for
his victories were won in races wherein all
the cracks participated Not considering the
championships contested after Washington
.for at both St. Louis and Cape Girardeau
the Increased score battles lacked in talent,Gardiner and Taylor refusing to ride
on Sunday at the first city and Bald and
Qlaylor having quit the circuit after, when
the line terminated Friday at Girardeau.

Washington.
NEW BETTING PROBLEM.

It Remains for the Layers' Associationto Draw Up a PracticalCode.

By Francis Trevelyan.
This week sees the close of the last "big

meeting" of the season in the East. Then
comes Aqueduct and the absolute wind-up
at Washington. Aqueduct with anything
like fair luck in the ail important matter
of weather will "play to big business" and
enable the Queens County Jockey Club to
devote a considerable fund to tlid completionof the further alterations and Improvementsthat President Reilly has in
mind. It may not be beyond the mark to
say that whatever the income received
from the forthcoming meeting shall be. It
will, in tbe vernacular, be "velvet".i. e.(
the past meetings of the year will suffice
to cover all the outlays and the receipts
will ail be profit.
How the Bennings meeting will fare is

very problematical. Beyond doubt, the
action of the Jockey Club in shutting out
the Pimlico Driving Club has alienated a

considerable number of men connected with
the turf. These are for the most part
members of the ring, and, while this fact!
may somewhat diminish the revenue from
that source, it will scarcely play a part as

affecting the general success or failure of
the meeting. The results attained last
Spring were far the most satisfactory
since the Washington Jockey Club came
into existence, but then, as always, It was;
evident that the meeting is almost entirely
dependent on the New York division. Some
of these men uiay be diverted to the outlawmeeting which, it seems certain, is to
be held at Pimlico.
Those Who quarrel with the Jockey

Club's allotment of dates argue that inas-
much as some two or three week days are
wasted at either end of the Washington
meeting, the Washington Jockey Club
would have only had to give up about two
more days to have afforded the Pimlico
people a chance to pull off a short meet-
ing. It is reasoned.and certainly with'
uo small amount of good sense.that what
looks like a "dog-in-the-manger" policy,
and is therefore bound to aggravate men
who have previously been strong supporters,
of the Jockey Club and its works, is a
mistake.
This is only a very small part of a very

big question of which much is sure to bs
heard before next Spring. The general
system of allotting dates has become no

toriously selfish, not, to say "hoggish,"
since the present administrators of turf'
iffairs in the East found themselves firm-j
ly seated in the saddle. It is Intimated
by persons more than likely to know that
iin issue may be made next Spring over
the Saratoga dates. /
Of course the law as it stands confers

such power on the Jockey Club through
ts own legal recognition and the backing
3f the State Racing Commission as at,
iresent constituted, that there would se^m
to be no further resort on the face of it.

But there are rumors and theatenlng or

mstile political action if more concessions
ire not made to persons not actively identifiedwith the Jockey Club. Me hear
something of this sort about this time
.very venr, but many things go to render

THE most remarkable man in American

cycle racing is William Martin, of
Lowell, Mass., familiarly known as

"Plugger Bill." At the age of twenty-eight
the majority of the racing men have found
their speed on the decline and are compelledto retire,. but the "grand old man"
of cycling, "Plugger Bill," finds that his

sprint, instead of degenerating with age,
has gradually improved.
He is the oldest racing man in the business,being now in his forties. He has been

very successful ever since his debut in

cycling, which was, like Major Taylor's,
in a six-day race, at Detroit, ten years
ago. Since that time he has raced in all

the prominent cities of America, Europe:
and Australia, with great success.

Shortly after winning the six-day race In
Detroit and while competing in a race on

the same track, he rau off the top of one

of the highly banked turns and broke one

of his legs, which was, when entirely
healed, found to be considerably shorter'
man tne oiner one. luid m uu « v/.~couragedBill au(l lie immediately resumed
training. He soon found that his der

tb*t of Saturday would be avoided. Practicalmen can make rules for virtually
every Imaginable case, even to differentiate
such a case as Saturday's from one when
a horse falls lame after the ntunbers go up,
as happened with I/a Penitente lately.
If in this matter, which is the most

frequent, the rule is adhered to that, "After
the numbers are displayed all bets stand,"
the clause could be added, "providing that
all starters were eligible under the condi-
tions; when a horse is scratched through
Ineligibility after the numbers are dis-
played, all bets are refunded and new bee-;
ting made."

Cambridge, Oct. 16..There Is no deuying
the fact that Harvard men to-day feel that
theyVhave something to be proud of. The
last few minutes in the West Point game,
when every Harvard man played for all
he was worth, and the West Point men
showed more of the effects of the game, !s
a compliment to Trainer Jack McMasters
that justifies his selection. Last year the
Harvard men were faanred out before the

first half was over, and during the game
they were laid out every minute, while
r'ncle Sam's cadets did not appear to mind
the strain at all.
McMasters has stood out for hard work

EX-MAYOR HEWITT
IN A. SQUABBLE

All Ringwood, N. J., Is Watching His Tift
with the Village Postmaster.

Kingwood, an aristocratic village amonj
the hills In the upper part of Passaic
County, N, J., the home of former Mayoi
Abram S. Hewitt, Francis Lynde Stetsor
and other wealthy New Yorkers, Is much
exercised over a conflict now raging betweenMr. Hewitt and the Post Office Department.Samuel M. George was formerlysuperintendent of the railway station,
telegraph office, country store and mining
comoanv headquarters, which occupied
building adjoining the tracks of a branch of
the Greenwood Lake Railroad. When tie
mines were closed and the village became
more than ever aristocratic the poor people
migrated and business languished.
Mr. George engaged In business at Rocka

way, Morris County, and a new station
agent performed the duties of postmaStei
for him, as it seemed to biui hardly worth
while resigning.

Vice-Chancellor Emery's Decision
Against New Jersey Usurers.

Vice-Chancellor Emery will file in th»
Chancery Court at Trenton to-day a decisionthat will practically knock out tha
horde of usurious money-lenders who infest
New Jersey under the guise of mortgage
loan companies. For years these sharks
have preyed upon poor people who have
been forced to go to them for loans, and
in many eases the borrower, when unable
to pay. lias been obliged to see his householdeffects sold under the hammer to satisfythe illegal claim of the lender.
If the loan asked for amounted to $150,

the borrower would receive $147.50, while
the amount of the note given would be
$158.25. The $2.50 deducted from the
amount was for the expense of drawing up
and recording the mortgage, while the
$8.25 was the interest charged for one
month, and that amount had to lie paid,
each month that: the note was renewed.
Mrs. Louise Hughson. of Newark, took

her case into the Chancery Court. She had
borrowed $150 from the Newark Mortgage
and Loan Company, although she received
only $147.50. She paid back $165. and still
the company claimed that a large amount
(vas due and threatened to foreclose.
