he took In this affair which startled the

The police officials do not have to go around
now with disguises to detect crime. They
have trained men who can ferret out criminalsand who do their work systematically.
Too much praise cannot be given to the PoliceDepartment as at present administered
by Chief Devery. Under the old regime
men were put in dress suits to parade the
streets and detect the pdor unfortunates
and arrest them.
"Crimes are not committed by the present

administration to detect crime. We were
told last vear. when we swept these so-
called reformers out of existence, by the
same men who are making these charges
now. that the city would be overrun with
crime. They said the streets would be
