This is only one of many occasions in

which the public has been fooled. The
Coney Island organization is not the only
offender in "this respect. There are others.
Such methods are not conducive to the
welfare of th< ga:iu. and there should he
a remedy. The remedy -hould be in the

-form of h«onciad contracts. When a match
is made ail concerned should be compelled
to post a substantial forfeit with a reliable
sporting man. Then, and then only, wilt
the public have absolute faith in boxing
contests.

Cambridge, Not. 1..Harvard is evidently
awake to the fact that Pennsylvania is ^
coming to Cambridge. Coach Forbes realizesthis, too, and Monday he telegraphed §j
around the country for coaches. The result §
was that sixteen coaches were on the field
to-day. There were Lake, VVrenn, Delaad,
Lewis, Manahan, Mason, Wrightington. f
Waters, C. Brewer, Cranston. Upton, Cray,
Williams. Norton Shaw. Cabot and Forbes.
It was the biggest force of the year and
one of the biggest on record.
The practice of the eleven braced up won- j

derfully under the coaches' driving, and for i
two twenty-live minute halves the first and
second fought for ali they were worth.
Donald, Cochrane and Haughton were the
only men who did not get into the game
to-day, and they were laid'off more for the
sake of the rest than on account of their
injuries.
There is no fault to find with the physicalcondition of the men. Saturday Har-

vard will put into the tield a team that is
picked for the playing of the men and
