The entries received for the Meadowbrool
Steeplechase Association's races to-mor
row are rather disappointing.

It looks as if the promoters of the
event have made a mistake In putting th<
entrance and starting fees too high in a ma

costs each team of two $50 to start. In th<
Open Steeplechase it Is $10 to enter anc

$40 additional to start, and for the Mead
©wbrook Cup and the Hunters' Flat rac<

there is a play or pay subscription of $25.
A well-known Long Island hunting man,

discussing the matter last week, said: "Tht
high fees are a mistake. They might be a'
right with regular or professional racing
men, who become accustomed to going
down into their pockets all the while, bu
amateurs, no matter how rich they may be
cannot be brought to look at tniugs in tnai

light. It would be better if both the entranceand starting fees had been kept rerj
low, even if the amounts of money to be
raced for had not been quite so big. As £
matter of fact, I believe that the entr'es
would have been so much larger as to com

pensate for the lower subscriptions."
This Is reasonable enough, for such racing

cannot be regarded as business, and while
a man would not mind paying $15 to entei
some hunter, "just for the fun of the
thing," he may not feel like paying out^oC
(for the same purpose.

It Is disappointing that, although tthe

Jockey Club will oe canea upon to uuusuuei

numerous amendments to the Rules ol
Racing, on Thursday, no motion relaitlvt
to the restriction of two-year-old raping
Is included among the propositions. Tht
amendments, which have been mentioned it
the Journal, are for the most part of mjnoi
importance, but one may hope that this
vital question will be thoroughly discussed
The attendance at the meeting should bt

Cases iniicative of the absolute necessltj
of a code of betting rules will continue t<

They would only have exceed
ed their authority if they had even sug
gested, lr their official capacity, any actioi
in regard to the betting.

the Quakers and would become a third
member of the three-cornered league of
which Princeton and Yale will be the other
members.
The formation of such a league, dependent

upon Harvard's defeat of Pennsylvania,
has long been an open secret, even in the
Quaker stronghold, and now that the only
