ROOSEVELT MADE
RIXTFFN SPEECHES

Sad Mantle of Snow Over
the Candidate's Last

Busy Day.
Dunkirk, X. Y., Nov. 7..After making

his sixteenth and last speech of the day,
and his one hundred and twenty-seventh
and last speech of the campaign, Colonel
Theodore Roosevelt left this place to-night
for New York. He will arrive at 10:3C
to-morrow morning and go at once to his
home at Oyster Bay, where he will vote
and wait for the returns.
Colonel Roosevelt's last day should be

marked with white in his calendar, for
there was a blanket of snow over the varyinglandscape through which he passed.
His eye encountered it first when the train
pulled into Hornellsvllle at 8 o'clock this
morning. If it appealed to him as an unfortunateomen he did not betray his emotion.There were 200 people at the depot
muffled in Winter wraps. The candidate
merely bowed to them, for no stop had
been scheduled there. On the train at
that time were Congressman Hooker, exSenatorLaughlin, Colonel Archie Baxter,
General Stewart L. Woodford, AssemblymanTerry, Colonel Jerome and Colonel
William J. Youngs, who has had charge of
the trip from the beginning.
When he reached Friendship, the presenceof over one thousand people emboldenedColonel Roosevelt to say somethingabout the canal frauds.
"IF elected," he said, "I will probe the

alleged canal scandal to the bottom, and IF
I find any official dishonesty the official
guuiy snail ut" punisueu.
When they reached Olefin, the candidate

and his party took a special street car to
the village, preceded by a brass band in
another car and .saluted with fireivorkt
and cannon. Speeches were made from a
stand by Colonel Roosevelt and General
Woodford. Then Colonel Roosevelt went
Into the parlor of the hotel and asked that
several volunteers whom he had seen out
side should be sent in to him. Thev were.
aiul lie shook bunds with each man.
At luncheon time the train reached Little

Valley, the Inhabitants of which were
worked up into a state of enthusiasm bj
the spectacle of a troop of Rough Riders
Speeches were also made at Cattaraugus
and at four other places between there ant
Jamestown.
Two large meetings were held at James

town, one in a public square and anothei
nt the theatre. Colonel Roosevelt spoke at
both, and so did General Woodford.
Here took place the most interesting fn

cident of the day. Jamestown is the honn
of Sergeant E. W. Buchlin. of the Rouet
Riders, who is an invalid by reason of his
Cuban experiences. The parade was
countermarched past his house so that hf

Colonel Roosevelt's carriage reached th«
door It was stopped and the candidal
alighted. He went Inside and spent flfteer
minutes with Buehlin and his wife, greatU
to the delight of the crowd.
The day's work closed with two bigmeetings at Dunkirk, after which Colonc

Roosevelt's car was attached to the fast
mail and he was whirled off toward New
York.
