Inoffensive Negro Shot by
One of Three White

Ruffians. .

West Twenty-seventh street is a long
wuy from Wilmington, N. C., yet the;
vigor and violence of its anti-negro preju-
dices ought to make it an excellent candidatefor a suburb.
James Schell Is a peaceable bricklayer,

but just because he happened to be a

negro and to work in West Twenty-seventhstreet he is now lying in the New
York Hospital with a bullet wound in his

head, from which he will very likely die.
Schell lives at No. 224 West Twentyeighthstreet. He is about thirty-four

years old. He has been a bricklayer and a

good one, so his fellow workmen say, for
the last fourteen years. He belongs to a

white man's bricklayers' union and has
worked more often with white men than
with black men.

Three young men came walking up Twentyseventhstreet front Eighth avenue, their
clothes a brilliant mass of checks and their

They walked up to Sehell. who was stand-
Ing quietly on the sidewalk, and gave hiiu
a shove that sent him into the middle of
the street. He picked himseif up, and, accordingto the statements of half a dozen
bystanders, asked the men in the mildest1
sort of way why they v anted to push him
Into the street.
"Oh, because you're a nigger," said one

of the young men. At the same time he
seized Sehell by .he wrist and dragged
him over a big building stone, very nearly
breaking his leg.
The negro turned and broke away. As!

he did so the man's hand went into his hip
pocket. He drew a revolver, and, holding:
it not more than a foot from Sclicll's head,
tired. Sehell fell over a pile of bricks and
lay with his head in a pool of blood. Three,
negroes, who were friends of Sehell, hap-;
peued to be on the other side of the street,
and started in pursuit of the man who had
Just fired.
"Look here," said Schell's assailants,

"don't get gay if you dou't want the same

treatment we've just given this nigger."
I5y this time the other bricklayers had >

recovered from their fright and began to
close in around the three men. They did
not seem to be disturbed, however, but
simply drew their revolvers and defied the
crowd to come on.
Policeman William Roth was a block

away on Eighth avenue. He drew his revolverand started up the street toward
the melee. The nerve of the ruffians
seemed to desert them at sight of the
policeman.
They turned and ran to Seventh avenue.

They doubled and dashed in the basement
of ,'t fiat on West Twenty-eighth street.
Roth followed and searched th^ house, but
could find no trace of the men.
He supposes that they escaped through

the skylight and over the roof of the next
house. An ambulance took Schell to the
New York Hospital, where it was said
last night that he had only a small chance!
of recovery.
Two detectives of the West Thirty-sev

onth street station have been trving to!
find the three young men, but up to a late
hour last night were, unsuccessful.
A block away from where Schell was

shot another race light took place about
the same hour. A crowd of young toughs
gathered In front of No. 247 West Twentyseventhstreet. John Wilson, the negro
janitor, ordered them to move on. By way
of reply they began to deliberately Insult
every negro man and woman that passed.
Several of Wilson's friends came to his
assistance and the toughs were finally
driven off.

FUMES SWEEP
D1S0ISSTREETS

Over Forty Buildings in the
Klondike Destroyed

by Fire.

LOSS HALF A MILLION.

Mo Available Material with
Which to Rebuild the

Burned Section.

Victoria, B. C., Nov. 14..Returning Klontlikersbring the news that fire, originating
in the Green Tree saloon through the hurl-
Ing of a lighted lamp by Belle Mitchell at

another woman, has laid in ashes four centralblocks of Dawson City, a net loss of
over half a million resulting, and hundreds
being made homeless on the eve of an

Arctic Winter with no material available
for the rebuilding of the obliterated secti >n.

More than forty bulldogs were burned, Includingthe new post office and government
department, several large hotels and other
promihent structures.
The blaze started at 5 a. m. and was

fanned by fierce winds. It took the city
unprepared, for, although the fire apparatushad arrived weeks before, it had anly
been partly set up, and there was no departmentorganization to handle it. In the
crisis Charles Bush, ex-engineer of the VictoriaFire Brigade, formed an emergency
company to which the salvation of the city
was due. The burned tract takes in all
Front street, from the Green Tree to PioneerHall, on both sides of the street, with
no Insurance on the buildings or the valuablestock in which the chief loss lies.

SMOWEIR OF" STARS

Still a Slight Chance of the Display, bu
the Opportunity Has ProbablyPassed.

The shower of meteors predicted by thi
astronomers, and for which many person;
throughout the country have been watchinj
in the early morning hours, has not ye

I been reported, and it is probable that thi
opportunity to see the celestial display ha
passed altogether. As toid in the Journal
the movements of the meteors individual';
and In groups are so eccentric that no cer
tain prediction can be made of their appear
ance.
The last probable date of the expectet

shower was early this morning, as reca
oned by the astronomers, although the pos
sibility exists that stars in numbers ma;
fall to-morrow morning or even twenty-fou
hours later.
The general explanation made by thi

astronomers of the failure of the showe:
to materialize is that the earth encounters.
the densest part of the swarm pf meteors
known as the Leonid group, In the day
time, and that, consequently, the fallinj
meteorites attracted from their orbits b;
the earth, were not visible. Another ex

planation is that owing to the disturbance
caused by the earth among the Leonids li
1833 and 18(16 and in the years directly be
fore and after those dates has so greatlj
changed the group that it is no longer dense
at the point where the earth crosses it
orbit.
